LAWS OF THE STATE OF
MISSISSEFFPL

AN ACT in relation to Boards of Supervis-
ora.

Section 1. Be it enacted by the Legisla-
ture of the State of Missizsippi, That all
laws in force in this State, on the firstday of
December, eighteen hundred and sixty-nine,
in which the words “Board of Police,” or
“Boards of Police” ocenr, be, and the same

Be it further enacted, That Cha
ter fity-nine of the Hevised Code of eigh-
teen hundred and sixty-seyen, and all other
laws ia force oo the first day of December,
A. D. eighteen hundred and sixty-nine re-
lating in any wanner to the duties, jurisdic-
tion or powers of Boardsof PPolice. amended
as provided, in the first section of this aet,
are hereby adopted and declared to be in full
force, except o far a3 the same are incoms-
puatible with the Constitation of this State,
or laws enacted subsequent to the said first
day of December, A. i) cighteeu hundred
and sixty-nine.
