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A :!;w FIRE ESCARPE.

Novel Exhibition at the Si. Nicho-
las Hoiel.
From N. Y. World, Jan. 6.

A large crowd gathered in Spring
street, just off from Broadway, at 2
o'clock yesterday afternoon to witness a
novel experiment with a fire-escape re-
cently invented. A canvass sack, fifty-
eight feet long, was thrown out from a
fifth story window of the St. Nicholas
Hotel, the upper end of the bag being
made fast to S::aill and casings. In a
few moments the outlines of a man’s
form were seen to swell the canvas, and,
descending slowly, it soon reached the
ground, when the inventor, who belongs
to the navy and is used to climbing,
emerged from the tail end of the bag,
the crowd cheering him heartily. He
had no more than reached the bottom
when another swelling was perceptible at
the top, and down came a hotel waiter.—
Afwrlilim came & half dozen other men
and boys, all of whom returned through
the hotel to make more trips through the
dark lane. Thirty descents were made
in less than so many minutes, althouih
the exhibitor was mnot testing the
capacity of the apparatus. The
sack is twenty inches in di-
ameter, but is contracted to ten inches
by means of wire springs which en-
circle it at intervals of about one foot all
the way up. It therefore shapes itself
to the figure of the person demendﬁf
through it, and prevents him from fall-
ing too rapidly. By a little pressure ex-
erted at the elbows or knees the person
can stop short in the sack. The sack is
made large at the mouth, and is attached
to aniron frame with grapplings which
fasten to the window-sll. Any person
unaccustomed to the apparatus would
hesitate =ome before backing into the
canvas, but there appears to be no cause
for apprehensions of danger. When not
in use the escape is folded up, the folds
of the canvas fitting nicely into the iron
frame, the whole occupying a space about
two feet square. The inventor claims
that the escape can be adjusted to any
window, and that any person can make it
fast and get started on his journey to-
wards terra firma within forty seconds
after the first alarm of fire. e canvas
is warranted to conduct men, women and
children with perfect safety, without re-

to portliness orattenuation, The main
jection to the new fire escape seems to
be its combustibleness. However, the in-
ventor thinks it can be kept out of the
way of the fire by changing it from one
window to another.

The Monthly says that ere
long the farm will be pointed out to
thousands of emigrants and travelers as
an object of great interest, and will show
to all what gentle, modest and womanly
women can accomplish when impelled by
filial affection and a sense of duty.

Their dwelling house, & commodiouns
log building, which the neighbors helped
them to build, and all its surroundings,
betoken the industry, thrift, neatness and
taste of the occupants.
