"What Gov. Alcorn most needs Js not
the instrument of torture which he desig-

nates as ,31iliary BitteL". Nor " Mar-

tial Law," with which the Legislature has
no power, under the Constitution, to arm
him. Nor the "colored militia", which
Ireland find Peyton went out to organ-
ize for active duties. Nor a "white mil-

itia," with even so mild a mannered man
as Gen. Stafford at their head.

It Is full time the people had quiet,
and Jheir desire nftFis to convert "their
spears into prur,n joks, to pursue the
arts of peace unu &ieir own vine and
fig tree, and to joy the proceeds of
their labor.

What the Governor most needs then,
as the guardian of the public welfare, is
a mode by which summarily to despatch
the band of plunderers whom in a mo-

ment of weakness he has foisted into the
offices of the State.

Almost every newspaper in the State,
representing her intelligence and proper
ty, comes to hand reeking with the recital
of depreciations on the public treasury by
one or another of the band. Defalca
tion, extortion, swindling, is the cry.
It is not the exception. It is the rule of
Radical office-holde- rs in this State ; and
the Governor knows it. In some in-

stances he has been induced by represen-
tations which he dare not disregard to re-

move members of the clan from office.

Rut in this well-mea- nt backward step in
the way of error into which he had been
ed, he has encountered the objection that

notwithstanding the authority conferred
by act of the Legislature to make such
removal, he is forbidden by the clause of

tion by petit jury. This is the law which
overrides all others. Fortified by its
shield, the criminals during the entire pe-

riod of their appointment may laugh to
scorn the efforts to dislodge them.

The depredations of this band are the
M.I l 1cause oi the popular discontent wuicn

though smouldering in the general bo
som, seldom hnds vent in violent action.
The heroic eople who sutler and endure
these wrongs, are greater than he who

taketh a city, for under provocation the
most aggravating, they are curbing their
spirit.

Now, what the Governor most requires
is an approved and effectual method of
abating this curse. Let him use the Se-

cret Service Fund freely in the employ-

ment of agents who are ingenious enough
to devise a means of accomplishing this
purpose. Hasn't he a Morgiana among
his tools, spies, informers and retainers,
crafty enough to circumvent the rogues?
If so, let the work be speedily
consummated, and the brow of its au-

thor shall be crowned with unfading
laurel.

The x from the Charleston Kews
in reference to the sensational story of a
"riot" at Harrison Station, elicited a re-

ply from J. S. B. Coggeshall, one of the
party whose lives were alleged to he en-

Woodson (published elsewhere), the
agent who was seat to investigate the facts
on the faith of a telegram from Memphis.
According to this despatch a furious mob
had compelled- - certain carpet-bagger- s to
flee the village for their lives ; and the
wildest uproar and excitement prevailed.

GjEXTLEiiES! I return herewith a draft
of a bill bich purports to be Senate bill
Xo. 25 ; and is entitled "An act to facilitate
the building and gavern the management of
Eaiiroad in the bute of Mississippi." The
certificate of th& saaage of this measure is
not attached to the draJt- - My private Sec-
retary informs me, however, that a loose
sheet bearing the certificate of the passage
of some bill, and signed by the President ef
the Senate and the Speaker of the House ac-
companied the bills amongst which the draft
before ma was found. This eertitlcte I have
not seen the whole of them 'coming into
my possession on the day of the adjourn-
ment of the Legislature in an unofficial
manner arising from the confusion in which
the session closed. -

The absence of proper certificate is a suf-
ficient reason tor my inability to sign this
bilL. I have no .positive official evidence
that it ever has received the sanction of the
Legislature. -

I return without my approval this draft
bill Ho. 265, to the House in which it origi-
nated on the following further grounds of
objection : V

A I'll passed the Legislature last session
similar to the draft now before me. Less
faulty, though, some of the provisions of
the present bill are, the whole is open sub-
stantially to the objections urged by me
against the former MIL I cite yon to Doc-
ument A, page 1 of the Appendix of the
Senate Journal of 1370, for a specification
ol these obiectionfc: and holding the gravest
of them directly applicable to the measure
beiore me, leel constrained, even assuming
that that measure bad come into my Bands
in a regular manner and with official certi
ficate, to return It to your honorable body
on the ground of these objections without
my signature.

i return herewith Senate BUI No. 151, en-
titled an act to incorporate the Meridian
and Bed River Eaiiroad Company, without
my approval. It has come before me, like
the former bill, irresularly: and shows on
its face evidence of mutilation. Section 12
of the bill presents an indorsement in red
ink signed by the Secretary of the Senate
and the Chairman of the Enrollment Com-
mittee, to the effect that the section wag
stricken out by Joint Resolution ro. At ;
but while I have no moral doubt that this
endorsement was made before the certificate
of the passage of the bill was signed by the
proper officers, I must deal with the fact
that the bill comes under my observation in
a form which i am boiyid to consider off-
icially as one of mutilation. 1 return the
bill without my signature on this sufficient
ground; and do not deem it necessary to
add any further objections in explanation
ot my inability to sign it.

Senate Bill No. 65, entitled "an act to in-
corporate the Vicksburg, Yazoo Valley, aud
Grenada Kai'road Couipaijy," is amongst
the number which have come into my bauds
in the informal manner incident to the con-
fusion and hurry of the presentation of bills
at the close of the last session. I return
this bill without my signature, because of
thefollowinsobiection: Section 19 levies a
graduated tax upon certain lands, and in
this particular conflicts, in my opioiou,with
the provision of the constitution, that all
taxes shall be uniform. It furthertaore
provides that this tax and the issue of bonds
by certain counties shall be determined by
election; but it leaves open the question
whether that election snail De aetermiuea
bv a mere majority, or, as required by the
Constitution, a two-thir- ds vote. As a ploa,
laxity in the issue of our credits has al-
ready been made a ground of damage to our
commercial integrity, I cannot give my ap
proval to any bill which presents on its
face a mean3 of placing our paper in mar-
ket on anv other terms than those of the
express restrictions of law.

I return Senate Bill Jso. 19S, entitled "an
act to reclaim and protect from overflow
of the Mississippi river the certain bottom
lands therein described.'v This bill assigns
the transaction of a certain public business
to gentlemen whom it designates. It is
open to the objection that it places a great
public trust at the disposition or a oociy oi
men who cannot ba reached as other officers
of the public service, but are beyond arrest
in the abuse of their trust, save by quo war-
ranto. And it is open to the still further ob
jection that, while committing large finan
cial trusts to the Keeping or tne persons it
appoints, it provides for no safety to the
public in the management .of their trusts
after the usual guarantee of bond and se-

curity.

There was -- 'considerable excitement
among the public this morning In conse-
quence of some rumors that the question of
admitting negro children into ous public
schools had been forced to an issue. .Upon
inojjiries which we instituted at several of
theVublic schools, the rumors proved to be
true iu se far as colored pupils had been ad-

mitted Into two white schools as far as we
could ascertain. - ,

Into the Madison Oirls' School, at the cor-
ner ot Palmyra and Prieur streets, nineteen
new pupils were admitted this week. Three
of them are colored. They are Fanny and
Emma Dunn and Charlotte- - Kennedy, ad-

opted children of Lieut. Gov. Oscar J.
Dunn. They were brought to the Madison
School, yesterday, by their faster-mothe- r,

Mrs. Dunn, and admitted by the principal.
Miss Carrie Kasson Fanny Dunn and
Charlotte Kennedy were admitted into the
principal department, and Emma Dunn
into the second assistant's department.
They are the first pupils known to be col-
ored, who, as Miss Kasson informs ns, have
ever obtained admittance Into the Madison
Girls' School. la consequence et the mixed
school question - being thus suddenly
brought to an Issue, two pupils of Miss Kas-son- 's

department left the school this morn-
ing. Miss Kasson told us that they were
her best pupils. As matters stand, it is sus-
pected that other parents wjll also take their
children from the Madison School.

From the principal of the Madison Girl's
School, we further learn that, oa a written
order Of Tho. W. Conway, .State Superin-
tendent of Public Kdueation, six colored
boys have been admitted into the Bienville
Boys' School.

In other schools, ' which we visited this
morning, the attempt ef having negroes ad-
mitted had not yet been made. Grave fears
are, however, entertained, now that the out-
rageous work has been inaugurated.

Editor: la the Pilot of yesterday
yon published certain representations as to
a riot at Harrison's Station, In a communi-
cation signed by Mr. Ilepresentatlve Cogges-hal- l.

As the Commissioner to whom the
gentleman refers as hauag been sent to en-
quire into the facts ot the case by the Gov-
ernor, I ask you to give me the opportuni-
ty of placing a part of Mr. CoggesualTs
statement under correction.

Oa the 27th of last month the Governor
ordered me to enquire at Harrison's Station
into the tacts of the following telegram.

Mempeus, Dec. 27th, 1S70.
Gov. Alcors: Kepresentative Cogges-hal- L

W. Stanley, Squire Farnaworth and
myself, hava been driven from Harrison'
Station by a mob. I fear for the personal
safety of those men who may yet be in 'the
country. Our store and postolllce are un-
protected. Please send troops immediately,
Coggeshalia family is here.. Chas. VV. Bettis.

II is Excellency directed me after my in-
vestigation at Harrison's to proceed at once
to the county seat, Charleston, to bring the
matter under the attnton of the buerifl
with a view to immediate action.

My enqoireries at Harrison's Sta-
tion brought out the following
facts: Proceedings in an alleged
case ot bastardy had been institut-
ed against Pattison. 'Squire Farnaworth
Issued a summons for the appearance of Pat-tis-on

to answer, and before the trial it is al-

leged, rightfully or wrongfully I know not,
to have ottered to quash the proceedings Tor
$500. Paulson then proceeded to the 'atore
oi Betts & Stanley to see 'Squire Farns-wor- th

and compelled him under threats to
declare the charge falsa . The altercation
resulted in no blows but nevertheless at-
tracted a crowd of people usually saunter-
ing around a railroad station. The follow-
ing statements will tell the substance
of all the accounts given me
of the transaction, and comes from highly
respectable citizens.

"I was present during the difficulty be-
tween Pattison and Justice Farnsworth.
Pattison threatened Fame worth to whip
him if be did not sign a lieblll concerning
what he bad said about his (Paulson's) con-
nection with a negro girl. Pattison made
the assertion that he could whip every man
who had said anything about the matter.
X one from the party made threats against
anyone present, only seemed to side with
Pattison in his abuses against Farnsworth
and those who had talked about him. No
weapons were drawn, no blows were struck
or motion towards striking, no organized
party assembled, no larger crowd gathered
than would at any other time when a diff-
iculty was expected, no party assembled for
the purpose of mobbing, The difficulty oc-
curred in a store rented by me to Betts &
Stanley, on Saturday, the 24th of December,
is;o.

J. L. Harrison.
December 30, 1S70. -

Was present a part of the time during
the difficulty between Pattison and Farns
worth ; saw no weapons drawn ; no oiows
struck ; no threats were made by any one
present. Pattison only demanded that
Farnsworth should deny his statements
about his connection with a negro girl. No
threats were made against Messrs. Betts &
Stanley, to drive tnem out oi town; was in
the store for the purpose of getting my mail.

A. II. Dckj!.
December 30, 1870.
The above declarations show that Mr.

Coggeshall is in error when he says that
revolvers were drawn oy the crowd. My
enquiry convinces me that he is also in er-
ror when he says that the store was broken
into aud robbed. And I may cite as one
ground of my coaviction on this point, the
assurance of Mr. Harrison that the store be'
ing near the edge of his yard, within fifty or
sixty yards of his house, he is in a position
to declare positively that no such robbing or
breaking in took place.

The alleged riot took place on the 24th.
The drlvlDg out did not occur on the 2oth,
for Messrs. Coggeshall, Betts and Stanley
were on that day at Harrison's; Betts left
for Memphis on Monday, but Inasmuch as
no riot la alleged to have taken place after
the 24th be cannot be supposed to have gone
because of any violence. Certainly, Messrs.
Coggeshall and Stanley did not share his
fears, for they proceeded on the day he led
for Memphis to attend Court at the county
seat, Charleston, They arrived there on the
20th, and remained until the 28th, and dur-
ing all that time made no allegations what-
ever as to a riot to the Sherirl. They arrived
at Harrison's on the evening of the 2Sth, the
day after the date of the telegram which
asks the Governor to secure their safety at
that place by calling out troops. They left
Harrison's by the train of the 2Dth, and pro-
ceeded to Memphis in safety.

The above narrative will show you the in-
accuracy ol the telegram of Mr. Betts. It
will show you that the Hon. Mr. Cogge-sbal- l's

statement whatever may have been
the cause for the flight of his family to Mem-
phis, and his own movement after them
was written by a man who regards the facts
of the case in the exaggeration of either fear
or passion.

The Sheriff had heard previously to my
interview with him, of the aflair at Harri-
son's as a private wrangle, Coggeshall and
Stanley having been in the Court House for
two days subsequently to the affair at Har-
rison, without speaking to bim on the sub
ject, he had no hesitation in repudiating
Che statement wnicn maoe it appear to oe a
riot. He told me to return to the Governor
and tell "him that no disturbance could
take place in the county which he was not
perfectly able to quell by his posse."

To this simple narativeof the facts I have
not another word to adi', but am very re
spectfully yours, Emmett L. Woodson.
