Corn Pianting and Culture.
From Our Home Journal.

The first number of your neat and at-
tractive journel is before me; and, as you
request all practical men to contribute to
your pages, I send you my views on the
planting and culture of corn.

After your land is well fenced, properly
ditched, and made ready for the plow, to
secure & good crop of corn, the following
mode wiinmve successful if strictly fok
lowed :

Lay off your rows four feet eight or tea
inches apart, ridge up your land with 3
good team, as deep as it ean pull a good
turning plow, thoroughly breaking every
part of of the land. The plowing should
be done (if the field was cultivated the
previous year in either corn or cotton),
irom the middle of Febrvuary to the first
of March. Planting may then begin, if
the ground isin good order and the
weather fine, The field should now be
prepared for planting in the following
manner:  You should have good turning
plows, and by throwing two furrows to-
gether, in the middle that you have plow-
ed out, thereby forming a low ridge
(about as high as the common level of the
field). Open and plant your corn in hills
four fect apart, cover lightly. You must
have the hill ** marked ” where the corn is
planted, either by the hoe or the action of
the planter, that you may be enabled to
put your cotton seed (if you use as a fer-
tilizer) a large handful on the hill of corn.

has been set aside to the buyer, or was
bought entire by him, and that when the
sale is ot so much of a bulk, as 200
bushels out of a crib of 500 bushels of
corn, a delivery of a part makes the sale
good only as to the part delivered.
5. To prevent misconception, I ought
ere is a distinction between a
valid sale and a valid agreement to sell.
A sale always means & complete sale
whereby the title is passed over to the
buyer ; but there may be a valid agree-
ment to sell, where the sale is incom-
|pleu3. and this puts it in the power of
either party to make the other complete
the contract, or pay damages for a failure
Thus, in the foregoing illus-
tration of a sale of a part of a bulk, say
100 out of 200 bushels, if the agreement
to sell be made valid by the delivery of a
part of the 100 bushels, or by the pay-
ment of the price, or by its being reduced
to writing then if the seller refuse to de-
liver the balance, he is liable in damages
and if the buyer refuse to take the bal-
ance he is liable in damages. But when
the agreement to sell is invalid, as where
the sale amounts to $50 and upwards,
and there is no delivery of a part, nor
part payment of price, and no writing
showing the sale, then if either refuse,
nothing can be done, and the matter
stands exactly as if no agreement had
been made.
Before closing, it may be as well to
observe that there iz no vendor’s lien in
sales of personalty like there is in sales
of realty. The only privilege the seller
has in such cases is this, if he gets a
judgment against the buyer for the price,
the bayer cannot claim to hold the prop-
erty exempt from execution as to that
judgment ; but this is of little value,
since the seller ean dispose of the prop-
ty, aad thus prevent a levy.
Where no price is agreed on at the |
time of the purchuse, and the goods are
sold, then it is the law that the price is
i# customary.
Thusas is common, if a party go to a store
and buy goods without asking the price,
the merchant has the right to charge the
usual and customary price of the goods,
but no more.
