Also, when the Committee on
Complaints and Oflences peglect or refuse
to discharge theirduty what should be
done ?

REPLY :

1st. Rule 1st for Trials does not contem-
plate the appointment of a second commit--|
tee. It 15 made the duty of the standing
committee to take cognizance of all offenses
sgainst the laws of Masonry, which may
come under their own observation, or of
whieh they may be idformed by any Broth-
er. Said Committee shall, without delay,
investigate the matter; and if of sufficient
importance, shall report upon the same to
the Lodge, at a stated mesting; preferring
charges and specifications, If neqpasary.
The Lodge thereupon proceeds to trial, after
dae notice to the nceused.

2nd. If the committee neglect or refase
to discharge theirdaty, the members there-
of are amenable to the Lodge,and may be ar-
raigned on charges of unmasonic condu.t,
preterred by the W. Master, or by a special
committee appeinted by him. This is gar
notlon of it; but we suggest tha* the MW,
Grand Master, or the Commitiee on Masonie
Law and Jurisprudence, are the proper
sources for light on dispbjed points. We
shall not hesitate, however, to give an in-
divifiual response to any reasonable Inquiry
prabounded.
