sperk with some knowledge of the pros-
pects of the cotton crop so far as it could
be aflorded by observation and inquiry
along this route. The crop is uncom-
monly bhackward for this season of the
year. It is now the middle of July when
the crop is usually considered “‘laid by,”
and yet a large proportion of the fields
are very much in the grass and the l‘lllﬂl
is of small growth. With ihe exeeption
of the strip between Durant and Pickens'
Station, in the Big Black valley, the crop
on the railroad is distressingly inferior,
It exhibits slow growth and sloven work.
Late crops are always short ones; and
since we have had opportunity of
observation along this route, and of in-
quiry of persons who could speak know-
ingly of other parts of the cotton region
—we have no hesitation in adhering to
our original opinion that the present
crop will not be larger than that of 1871,
