Capt. Hadnot, Member of the McEnery
Legislature, Mortally Wounded !

During the last election Grant Parish
was carried by the Liberals, and the offi-
cers they elected quiatly and orderly took
pn-,sm&il)n of their offices. E\.‘c-r_\'lhing
went on smoothly until about two weeks
ago, when about 500 negro Radicals, no
doubt having been instigated by their
white leaders, massed in force and took
possession of Colfax, the Parish
gseat, and drove out all Conserva-
tive citizens and have since that time
occupied the town and the property of
the citizens.
