The Irregularities in the Ameri-
can Department.

Story of the Hestnuran: Game.

New York, June 3.—W. J. Still-
man, writing to the Tribune from Vien-
na, about the irregularities in the Amer-
ican department of the exposition, tells
the story of the old secandal of restan-
rant -'-un:ptiun. Jowett, of Jewett &
Trucy, New York called on Gen. Van
Buren, in Oetober last, and told lum he
intended establizhing an American res-
taurant at the exposition. Van Buren
replied that he had many applicants,
Tom Cable and Satherland, of New

P York, among them; that be had al-
ready made a partial promize to one
Hitzell, of 508 Broadway, and suggest-
ed that Jewett and Hiell unite their
resources, us he wanted only one restau-
ruat, and a good one. The suggestion
was adopted, and .\fi~}irr drew up articles
- of agreement, which were signed, Meyer
also signing as n witness, The articles
requircd the immediate deposit of one
thousand dollars each, and another of
five thousand eaech hefore June 1st
Hitzell failed to make his deposit in
the time specified, his bankers decliving
to honor the check presented. The
partners went to Meyer to arrange the
final details a3 to coneession, and when
Meyer =aid the expenses of commissions

to take him mto their establishment,

It is known that Van Buren has ad-
mitted a knowledze of these transactions,
and  the receipt of part of the money,
and that approppiations were made by
Congress,

It appears alzo that Meyer permitied
persons to send gools intended for pri-
vale use ansd l:rn!it uz roenls intended for
the exhibition in United States vessels,
and that he oftered Jewett & Traey the
same privilege, which they declined.
Oue person is reported as having effected
a saving of several thousaud dollars in
freight 1o this way.

A phu.:‘t- of the mrruptlun which can
have no relation or pretext of binding,
is the agrecment to pay .\[\-\'(-r a per
centage on sales by Bochme & Weille,
and his direct demand of ten per cent. of
all profit from Jewett, which was not
admitted.
