The Momopolists Siriking Baclk.

We have noted that the Railroads are
beginning to break up the Dead-Head
system, A dozen leading lines in the
West have entered into an obligation to
cut off and cancel all passes after the 1st
of July next. This agreement embraces
Congressmen, legiclators. railroad men,
hotel men, newspaper men, eclergymen,
&&‘,.. &C.

This action of the Monopolists is un-
derstood to be a counter-movement to
the one which has been inaugurated against
the special privileges that the Railroads
have heretofore enjoyed, and which they
have shamefully ahinsed
to the legislators to guard them from the
consequences of the popular uprising and
is designed as a chastisement of the press
for not eoming to their rescue.

These corruptionists will find that they
have missed their aim entirely. The
movement at which they stand aghast,
springs from the great unterrified and
incorruptible producing classes who stay

‘The Transporiaition Extortion.

This is one of the evils proposed to be
remedied by the Farmers’ Movement. It
builds np the overgrown fortunes of the
Railroad monopolists and is the robbery
of other classes, and especially is it op-
pressive to the Farmers, whether they
produce or consume. For example, Corn
can be purchased in the Western markets
at from 38 to 40 cents per bushel; but
here in Jackson it iz selling at from 90 to
95 cents per bushel. The immense pro-
fit does not go into the pockets of the
merchant, nor does the original producer
receive the benefit. But the bulk of the
differenceis realised by the grasping Rail-
road monopolists who exact their
sweat and blood money with none to mo-
lest or make them afraid. Bloated with
wealth, they control legislation and pur-
chase immunity from deserved punish-
ment. For this evil of freight extortion,
the Farmers have proposed a corrective.
They have undertaken to measure arms
with a Monepoly as powerful as it is
grasping and soulless; hbut if their own
combinations are rightfully formed, and
they pursue their way with steady pur-
pose they will triumph in the end.

The way they effected the robbery was by
secreting themselves on top of the express
car, and entering it in their bare feet, while
the messenger was dreaming of “eock-
rails.” and hurling the =safé trom the eoar.

A Senatorial Scandal

Growing prosperous he
abandoned sehool teaching, which is not
aszocinted with prosperity, and heeoming a
junior partner of the Hon. John Thom pson,
devoted himself emlu-I{ to the law. In
the same village there lived a young and
pretty maiden, between whom uand the
young mlug‘nﬁge in the days of his adver-
«sity there existed an intimsey which, as
time lengthened, ripened into affection on
her part. Whatever might have been the
young man's earlier feelings and inteations
toward the maiden, they underwent a
change as he began to grow rich and re-
spectable.  Miz sweetheart was pretty, but
poor and ignorant, and he played her
false. There was the usual scandal and
nine day#" village talk, and perhaps other
moral and physical forces brought to bear
upon the young man, for, 50 the story goes.
there wns soon Aiter & marringe ceremony
in Franklin to which he was one of the par-
ties, but not of hiz own free will

This affuir brought the young man under
acloud, and put an end to hiz brilllant
yrospects.  He was gifted with large am-
Lm.m. and naturally became depressed un-
der the circumstaneces, Uonsequently no-
body was surprised when it was discovered
one bright morning that Joseph Hipple
had abandoned his wife (his practice had
already abandoned him) and shinken the
dust of Franklin from his feet. From time
to time letters reached his old friends, giv-
ing his whereabouts in the far West, and
informing them that he had resolved to be-
&in life anew. At frregular intervals, too,
he remitted small sums of money to his
wife. Soon both his letters and his remit-
tances ceased, and nothing was heard of
him till 1867, when the wife was called upon
hy Hipple's former law pariner, the Hon.
John Thomps=on. # politiclan of some note
in the western part of the State, and an
vlector upon the Republican presidential
ticket Inst year. Thompson fold her that
Hipple desired a divoree, but that as he had
no grounds upon which to ask for it, she
would huve to make the first application.
He offered her $500 to do this and to release
Hipple trom all elaims she might have
against him.

The people of that
town, and. indeed, of all Western Pennsyl-
vania, believe that the two are one and the
sume, and Mrs. Horn, formerly Hipple, Is
entirely convinced on the int. Senator
Mitchell has thonght it worth his while to
deny the story, but has done 30 in a vague
and nnsatisfactory manner, promising to be
more g ific at some future time. What
the Senate »will do about it can only be
surmised, but it contains greater sinners
than Mitchell, even if it should be proved
that he is guilty of everything his old
friends allege against him.

Death of the Oldest Man in MWis
wissippi.

Joax Owens was born September 21st,
1758, and died the 27th day of May, 1873,
being one hundred and fourteen years eight
months and six days old. There is nothing
very remarkable in the history of Mr.
Owens, except the great age to which he
lived, He was a native of North Carolina.
but in what county he was born is not
known. Mr. Owens was taken into camps
of the Revolutionary war by an unele, Capt.
Howard, ot as a soldier, but to assist in
taking care of the baggage, aud frequently
holding horses in time of battles. Soon
after the close of the Revolutionary war he
moved from North Carolina to Franklin
county. Georgia. Remaining there sevaral
years, he moved to Franklin county, Ten-
nessee. He remained here but a short time,
and then & ttled in Jackson eounty, Ala-

8. He there remained. on the same
plantation, for fifty years. He then moved
to Tishomingo county, Miss. After remain-
inx‘ there several years he moved to his
son's, Dr. W. B. Owens, two miles east of
Fulton, in ftawamba county, where he re-
ceived every attention that could be be-
stowed by a dutilul son to an n parent.

Mr. Owens did not have the advantage of
au education, and therefore did not aspire
to any office during his long life, but re-
mained closely on hiz farm until old age
caused him to abandon it, after which e
lived with his children until his death.

r. Owens was & member of the Primi-
tive Baptiet Chureh for ninety-two years,
and died in full hope of a triumphant entry
through the gates into the Eternal City.

Mr. Owens occasionally used whisky, but
never was kuown to be intoxicated. He
was a slave to the use of tobacco, and alter-
nately smoked and chewed for one hundred
and three ysars.

Mr. Owens married in the thirty-seventh
year of age, to Miss Rhoda Beene. He
raised eleven ehldren, all of whom are now
the oldest being memg-lonr and
