A Vermont Tragedy.

The Green Mountain State has lately
contribnted very fully to the tragic an-
nals of the period. Three or four fright- |
tul murners have occurre within its bor-
ders during the last month. A epecial
dispatch from Rutland to the Troy Times
of Saturday, gives the facts, very briefly,

of another mysterious and ghastly affair |
—a case of suicine—which 15 lacking in

no element of horror. A msu who regis-

tered himself as O, V. Rollins, a guest ut |
the Bardwell House, in Rutland, wus
found in his room with his throat cut from
ear to ear. It was evident that he com-
mitted the desperate deed with the great
est coolness and deliberation. He had |
seated bimself in a chair and permitted
the lifeblood o flow into & washbowl on |
the floor before him. One extraordinary
feature of this horrible tragedy is found
in the fact that he left an incoherent
statemen?®, written in his own blood, de-
nying eomplicity in some murder of which
nothing appears to be known. Numer-
ous small seraps of paper written over in
the same way were found scattered around
the room. It was pluin that the man
had permitted himself to bleed to death
slowly, and oeceupied his last moments in |
writing these notes. At last accounts the |
