Bentley was loquacious. Grotius was talk-
ative. Goldsmith wrote like an angel, and
talked like poor Pol. Burke v. as eminently
entertaining, enthusiastic ami interesting
in c,oner,saln. Cqrr.aii v4 a' convivial
deity; he scared into even' region, and was
at home in all.
