unproductive outlay. But the individu-
al, with no unremunerative expense, in
process of creating his market is increas-
ing his capacity for supplying it.

It is a dangerous thing iu a new coun-
try to start a new industry on too great
a scale. That is the cituse, I think, of
tlie failures in originating enterprises in
our State. But while in the hands of
their originators those schemes have
sometimes failed, we observe other men
a' ways ready to buy out the business.
And in the hands of these other men,
they have uniformly proved successful.
Industries may be introduced in either
way. But the company must have sur-
plus capital to sustain the enterprise
until the market grows up to the supply.
While the individual can with small
means originate a self sustaining industry
with equal chance of success.

The greatest industries on earth have
originated with small capital and individ-
ual effort. Khode Island is one of the
chief manufacturing States of the Union.
But the first industry in Khode Island
was a skilled Englishman from Man-
chester weaving cloth on a single hand-loorn- .

Passing through North Carolina
some years ago one would have been
surprised to fiud on m any spr'nrg branches,
griit ni'dls vth smii.il 'factories in the
upper rooms, run by tho same machinery.
Those mills have grown iuto elaborate
structures and the manufacturing wealth
of North Carolina has risen to national
importance. Some gardeners in Dele-war- e

began sending fruit and vegetables
to the Philadelphia market. The pur-
suit has continued to advance and ex-

pand until the traveler through that

Labor, capital, population, com-
merce, wealth, lite Iron filings, come and
cluster around it.

But enough remains for all commercial
purposes. Do you ask for a harbor?
Along her whole Western border Hows

the Father of Waters, deep, broad, capa-
cious enough to float the navies of the
world.

If the rock of the natural resources of
Mississippi wen struck by the wand
of enterprise, what waters of prosperity
would gush forth.

There was the Netherlands, a misera-
ble marsh, the prey of the ocean, covered
with continual logs, swept by perpetual
winds, and wrapt in the snows and ice of
somi-aicti- c winters, fad vye owned such
a country we would Ijaye used it to ride
over in batteaus and shoot reed birds.
But the Hollanders have rolled back the
ocean and fenced it out with their vast
dvkes. They have chained the winds,

and building windmills along the dykes,
have taught the storms to drain their
country and work their factories. They
have erected magnificent canals, through
which, in summer ships of the greatest
burthen are sailing, and in winter time, the
Hollanders travel over them on skates
and in sleighs.
