It is charged by many, that federal truops
have been called for by committees, or per-
son with the evil intent to use theiu "to
Influence the election," contrary to this
Statute.

Unr law pro-
vides for the punishment of the person
"who shall detiyn and mdetnor to commit
any offense, anu shall do any overt act

the commission thereof, but shall fail
therein, etc" Code,

The Uws of tlie United State also pnn-Ls- h

by tine and imprisonment, every con-

spiracy, by two or more persons "to commit
any offense against the United States.'1 as.
for example, to secure the presence of
troop; or of armed men, at polls, ir, viola-
tion of that a.-- t of Cgn jre. Ue vised Stat-
ute. 4540. This aiauso u,igl,l reach con
spirator without this State, as well as
those within it.

Our law also punishes, with fine and Im-

prisonment, all who "unlawful! disturb aav
election for any public otliee iu this Stated
Code 2.3ti. Any action of marshal or dep-
uty, under pretense of authority from this
act of Congress, and especially hit attempt
to smuinon a pout of voters, or to bring
troops to the polls, would be an offence
within this, section.

Under the existing law, it U therefore
manifestly illegal ftud most unwise, to at-

tempt lo carry tlie election by unlawful
use of either the army or the marshals of
the United Sum, or even to cotupiie or
threaten to to uo.
