THE ARMY.

The report of the Secretary of War
shows that the army has been actively
employed during the year in subduing

NATURALIZATION EXPATRIATION, AND
CLAIMS OF ALIENS.

In former messages 1 have called the
attention of Congress to the necessity of
legislation with regard to naturalization,
and to the subject of expatriation, and
the election of nationality.
