or providing for the payment of all warrants

Third—By the levy and collection of a tax
payable only in currency, the fund arising from
such tax to be used for the purchase of such
outstanding warrants from the lowest bidders
after giving such notice as is now required by
law for lelting out contracts by boards of super-
visors, provided, the hoards of supervisors shall
not in any ease levy a greater per centum than
is allowed by law.

Sic. 4. Be it further enncted, That jury tick.
ets, or other evidences of county indebtedness,
issued by the circuit clerk, or allowed by the
circuit eourt, shall not be receivable for county
taxes orpaid until after being approved and
allowed by the board of supervisors. No such
claims shall be allowed or paid, if the person
to whom such tickets or other evidences of in-
debtedness may have been issued. is indebted
to the county for taxes past due and unpaid,
provided, that nothing in this section shall bhe
80 construed as to authorize the circuit clerk to
issue jury tickets to any person delinquent for
taxes.
