Gentlemen ok the Maxhattax Clcb
anu Friends : It ismy agreeable duty on the
part ot tbe Manhattan Club, representing
not only the Democracy of the Empire City,

dressed and punished. Applause. To every
man of the four and a quarter millions who
were defrauded of the fruits of theirelective

nchise it as great a wrong as it is to qie.
Andnolessto every man ot the minority
will the ultimate consequences extend.

Evils in government grow by success and
by impunity. They do not restrain them-
selves voluntarily. They can never be lim-
ited except by external forces. If the men
in possession of the Government cm, in one
instance, maintain themselves in power
against an adverse decision at the elections,
such an examp'e will he imitated, .temp-
tation exists a! waj s. Devices to give the
color of law, and false pretences on which
to found fraudulent decisions, will not be
wanting. The wrong vill glow into Into a
practice. If Condoned If once condoned. In
other countries, in the Old WorlJ, changes
in the succession of Governments have usu-
ally been the result of Iraud or force. We
felicitated ourselves that here, through the
skill and patriotism and philanthropy of
our forefathers, we had established a system
of peaceful change through the agency of
the ballot dox. iliu is the first time in
American history that this right of the peo-
ple has been impaired. It is the first time
in American history tlist anybody hi;s eveT
pretended thatfhe Government of this great
country was handed over to any set of men
through fraud. (Applause.)

The question now is whether our elective
system, in Its substance as well as it form,
is to be maintained. This is the question of
questions.

Applause, If my
voice could reach throughout our country
and be heard in its remotest hamlet. I would
say : of good cheer. The republic will
live. The institutions of our lathers are
not to expire in shame. The sovereignity of
the people shall be rescued from this peril
and 'Applause.

Successful wrong never appears so trium-
phant a on the very eve of its fall. Seven
year ago a corrupt dynasty culminated in
itspower over the million of people who live
in the city of New York. It had conquered
or brided, or flattered and won almost
everybody into acquiescence. It appeared
to be invincible. A year or two later its
members were in the penitentiaries cr in
exile. History aoounqs in similar ex-
amples. We mu3t believe in the right and.
in the future. A great and noble nation
will not sever its political from its moral
life.

Mr. Tilden's address wa3 eargerly listened
and at its close was loudly apnlaudtd.

Very earnestly the Democrats
of this great city and State and of Indiana,
