I will describe my method of wintering
geraniums with least trouble and pretty
uniform success. Before the plants are
injured by frost, raise them cartfully from
the ground, as if for potting. Shake off
the loose dirt, if any adheres ; shorten
the branches by cutting off from one-thir- d

to one-hal- f ot their length ; tie asmany
together aa may be convenient for hand-
ling ; attach a label indicating the variety
and hang them in au adverted position
closely together to the beams in the cel-

lar.
Treating them in this manner, I have

no difficulty in carryiug a large majority
of them successfully through the winter.
Indeed, the loss of a tingle plant is an
exception, rather than otherwise. About
the time for planting flower seeds in the
hot beds, in the spring, I plant the gera
niums closely together in tubs or boxes,
covering the roots well with fine earth
and watering sufficiently to keep the roots
moist. If prepared in this manner, and
kept in a secure place, I find they will be
ready for planting out as soon as the
season will admit of it, and will be as
forward in their bloom as those usually
wintered in the ceilar with the roots cov
ered with earth.

It should be understood, however, that
three things are important to success in
this mode of treatment. The plants
should not be hung in a cellar where
there is a furnace to dry the atmosphere
to such an extent that the branches will
become dried and withered, beyond re
suscitation. On the other hand, the eel
lnr should not be too moist, as in that
case the plants are liable to mould and
rot! and in the third case, the cellar
should be impervious to frost. The tern
perature should be about the same as is

for the successful winterinsr of
fruit and vegetables generally. I usually
winter lanre numbers of geraniums in
this manner, both of double and single
varieties zouale and ornamental leaved
alike with verv satisfactory results.

The careful washing of the roots, when
the plants are taken up inthe fall, as it
seems, is recommeuaeu oy some, , m
my opinion, a useless waste of labor, and
I think rather injurious man otherwise,
as the less the roots are handled or dis
tnrbed. the better. Cor. Kural New
Yorker.

Keeping; Writpes In Mater.

As the practice of keeping grapes in
the fruit room with the sta-lk-s inserted in
bottles filled with water, and suspended
from the roof, has now become general,
it is very important to direct attention to
the fact that the stem must oe inserted
in the water immediately after it is sev
ered from the vine, and also that the end
of the shoot must not be shorteued.
When the branches are not at once in-

serted in the water the stalks will soon
become brown aud the berries shrivel.
Also, if the end of the branch is short-
ened for the purpose of giving a neater
appearance to the bunches when suspend-
ed in the fruit room, the grapes will soon
begin to shrivel, and if not used within a
short space of time will be of little ser
vice. Last winter I saw in the garden
of an amateur a very splendid lot of
grapes which were very nearly spoiled
through that portion of the wood above
the bunch being removed. Gardener's
Magazine.

Cultivating Corn.

I'rairie Farmer.
The continued rains in a large area of

the g region of the West,
which in the early part of May caused
such g!oomy forebodings as to the future
of the corn crop, happily gave place to
dear veather in time for planting. There
is no doubt hat by the last of May farm-er- a

pi city generally had their fields
plan!e 1.

We think the favorable weather since,
h j en i.--ed it to irerniinate promptly, ai d
the prospect now U that the West will'
have u good stand of corn, somewhat
hue it i.--s true, but there is yet ample
time, ith a favorable season, for the
crept fully mature. Four weeks will
d' t- -ri line in a great measure, the yield.
Wiiii the yield, early and continued cul-- t

ivatit n has i.iore to do than many farm-

ers suppose. In the first place it forces
the vi'ung plants-int- o strong and rapid
jrrowt:i, and next, the weeds are so
thoroughly destroyed while yet young,
that, in the eve.it of subsequent wet
weather intervening, thua preventing
cultivating for a time, the crop is not
oversown with weeds.

To accomplish this early cultivation
there - no better implement than any of
the ordinary harrow?, provided they be
light, and the teeth quite sharp. Unless
the found is full of trash there is but
little', ii any, loss in the tearing out of
corn. A bcotch harrow, even, may be
run ver the land without reference to
the hills, and as the corn grows, no per-

son vould be able to detect damage from
the (iragging; but even the superficial
obsei ver' would quickly perceive the dif-

ference in appearance, ami altogether for
the better, ot the corn harrowed once or
twice betore it was large enough for the

iilti vator. When it is large enou; rh for
plowing the field will be clean, and if the
plowing be carefully done, the hills will
1 free of weeds as any portion ot the
of the field.

it every farmer was careful to prepare
hi hnd in the best manner for corn; if
it were harrowed once before it came up,
and again about the time it was fairly up,
and i hen faithfully plowed three or four
time-- , as it might seem to need, instead
of the ct-oj- of Illinois averaging about 27
bushels per acre, the average might
easily be increased to 40 or even uO

bushels. In good seasons, on rich land,
the he.st cultivators get from i0 to 80
bu-lie- !s per acre. Last season one crop
of 100 acres, reported to the Illinois
Uoaid of Agriculture, averaged some
thing over 100 bushels per acre. What
made this very extraordinary crop, con-

sidering the number of acres? First, rich
land; second a perfect and uniform stand
of ct rn; and, thirl, first rate and con
tiiim-- surface cultivation so loiiir as the
corn could be worked.

This leads us to say something about
seed corn. .o man need expect to have
a pe.-fe-

ct stand of corn, in catching sea
sons, who depends upon the average
Wes ern corn crib for his seed, if it
were not the fact that coin has strong
gem inating powers it would force everv
man to extreme care in the saving of
see 1 corn. North of the central portion
of Ii diaua. Illinois, and Southern Iowa
fanners are obliged to use great care in
saving their seed. it does not ripen so
full) hi average years as to be thorough
ly dry, before fro?t comes. As we go
loutii, fanners are less and less partieu
lar, vet. it is a fact that we, as a rule,
hoar le.--s complaint from farmers North
on a count of corn rotting in the ground,
that - from the heart of the corn
zone. There can be but one reason for
this. It is the care used in saving the
seed and and preserving it intact through
the winter

most instances house plants and
grov in flower stnlks do not receive'one- -

half the necessary supply of water, while
in some cases too much is applied. Jiive- -

rv dower pot atnl ilower box should be
pro ided with some means of escape for
ihe surplus water. If the earth is press
ed t: mil v about the roots the plant will
receive all the moisture it requires before
the is made. A space of about a
qnaiter or halt an meh should be left be-tw- et

n the surface of the soil and the rim
ot ti e pot or box, that the water may
not wa.--h the edges to tlie floor or into
the saucers, but be allowed to stand and
work gradually down. Moderately
warm water seems most agreeable to
these adopted children of ours, and sure
Iv tl i'v thrive best when indulged in this
respect.

JNi uch that is erroneous has been said
of tl o danger of watering house plants
too 'reely; but they suffer more frequent
ly from the opposite mistake. The
t art ten pots in general use are very por-
ous, and evaporation through them takes
place speedily in our dry, warm rooms.
The earth should never be allowed to be-cot- n

. dust dry; neither should the water
stan 1 all day in pools about the roots
And lower steins, and, thus, standing,

.become sour and disagreeable. Every
flower pot should stand upon a saucer or
plat and there should be a hole in the
bott mi of the pot, so that the dry soil
may ah-or- b water when it is poured on
the plate. When the soil will absorb no
more, the water on the saucer should be
tun ed out.

ltiiiK Milk lor Cream.

It is not to be wondered at that the
aveiage dairyman of our State is puzzled
to know what to do for the best. Pro-
fessor Wilkinson tells him plainly that
nothing but shallow pans and subearth
ducts will do, while Professor Hardin is
equally certain that pans (twenty inches)
sunk to the rim in water, at a tempera
ture of ritty degrees, alone insure the lar-
gest yield of the best quality of butter;
and now both of these are overtopped by
the new Cooley system, which proposes
to ii close the milk in a deep, narrow can,
with a water tight lid, and sink it under
wati r, which is carefully kept at a low
tem;erature by the use of ice.

Our own . experiments satisfy us that
both extremes are right, provided certain
rules, as unalterable as those rf the
Merles and Persians, are observed. At a
temperature of about sixty degrees, deep
cans will not do; the milk will usually
sour before all the cream reaches the
surface. When this temperature is un-
avoidable, shallow and broad paDS will
give the best resulu. When cold water
is abundant and the meaus of keeping it
at fii'fy. degrees or lower are at hand, it
will be found that cans twenty inches
deep, and eight or nine in diameter will
save much labor, and at the same time
mak2 quite as much or better butter.
Those dairymen whose situation is cov-
ered by the first case, should be cautious
in the use of deep cans. It is no doubt
for the want of a proper observance of
thes-- j simple rules that we uow have a
conflict of sentiment as to the compara-
tive merits of deep and shallow setting.
