The second charge relates lo a r Atieut nam-
ed Biumgard. who is still at the Asylum, and
was visited by your committee, ii itugard is
3aid to be moody a ail times, and exceedingly
treacherous when iu a fit of y. At the
time referred lo in the charge, he Attacked the
abovenatned Attendant with a stick and could
ooly bs overcom by force. According to the
regulations of the Institution he was secluded
in his room. He was not abused or mistreat-
ed farther than was necessary to brirg him
under control. This case was duly rep.-rte-

and investigated. The Attendant was fouud
not to have exceeded the hounds of prudence,
and was therefore exousd. Tii" tlowstiuck
iu the presence of Hackley does nut appear to
have come to ihe knowledge of either the S

or the Assistant Ph.vsKiaii.
Hackley, on his own showing, never reported
it. Although it was his duty to do o. And the
Attendant ciiar.ie I with the offence emphai i

cally denies ils truth.
The third charge refers to a patient, named

Davis, who is also still at the Asylum, and was
visited at the same time t!r I the other patients
were visited. Davis is an old man, apparent-
ly about sixty or sixty-fiv- e years of age. His
malady is of au "annoying ' nature, and the
attendant are forced to keep a more than ordi-
nary watch on him to prevent his quarreling
witu other patients. Very often it becomes
necessary t .'sec-hid- him in his room, and at
the time your committee vi-it- el him he was
confined ;o a room in the attic. The A:tendaut,
Foxto , hi was discharge J al out a year ago,

that he us-- d violence toward Davie,
nor is t he charge borne o:t by any corrob-
orating evidence. According to Hackley's
own sworn statement he niade no report
of the offence to the Superintendent, alt-
hough, by failing to do so, lie know
he was guilty of a gross neglect of duty.-- Dr.
McWiliie also testifies that no report of ti e
case was made to him. If such an outrage
was committed there is no'witness known to

in building up the material interests of
our State, to promote the welfare and
prosperity of nil her people, and to
maintain her credit at home and abroad.
And now, as a private citizen, it shall
be my pleasure, as well as my duty, to
do all in my power to the same end.
In retiring from office, I shall not re-

tire from the State, but casting my lot
with you, I shall, in my weak way, do
alt that I can to secure and deserve the
esteem and approbation of my fellow-citizeii- 3.

cree, all lands held by the Liquidating
Levee Board, were ordered and decreed
to be sold for the amount of the Liqui-
dating Levee Tax, alone, without refer-
ence to the State and county taxes;

Notwithstanding
this, the amount realized by the State,
on account of redemptions ami pur-
chases of lands, on all accounts, is
838,705 38, against 833,616 57, in 1876.

REVENUE LAWS.

The present laws governing the as-

sessment and collection of the revenues
of the State, are, in my judgment, as
full and complete as necessity requires.
I do not know of any suggestion that
I could make for their improvement.
The7 provide a system of cheeks and
balances in the collection and payment
of the revenues, that I believe as fully
secures the State against loss, as any
that could be devised. They should be
codified and consolidated into one Act,
if possible, for more ready reference;
but beyond this, I have.no suggestions
to make that would materially improve
them.

I would again call attention to the
cond tioti of a large amount of lands
in Tallahatchie and Sunflower counties,
referred to in my report of last year,
and suggest some legislation in refer-
ence thereto, at your present session.

PRIVILEGE TAX AND LICENSES.

The present system of collecting
these taxes cannot, in my judgment, I-
mmaterially improved. So long as such
taxes are imposed and collected, I can
think of no better method to secure the
same, than the one now existing.

From House Ficcee linys of Tuesday, Feb. 12.

Mr. Pintard moved iliat the Committee to
Investigate the Charges Against Dr. Wm. M.
Coinpton. be allowed to report ; and the Com-
mittee made the following report:

Mr. Speaker Your Committee, appointed
to investigate the charges made by George T.
Hackley, a citizen of Hinds county, against
Wm. M. Comptoi), Superintendent of the Lu-

natic Asylum, beg leave to make the following
report :

On tiie 5th day of the present month, your
committ e, having given previous notice to
William M. Compton, of the time and place of
holding such investigation, organized a! the
State Capitol, and commenced the examination
of witnesses in support of said charges. Alter
a long and critical examination of twenty-on- e

witnesses, wiiosj testimony was reduced to
writing, and is herewith made part of this
report, the evidence in support of said charges
was exhausted; and as Wm. M. Compton made
no request to be permitied to introduce any
evidence in rebuttal, after having visited the
Asylum, and examined the several patients
Still there, nlio, it ia alleged, wcic llio oltjocts
of cruel and inhuman treatment, your com-
mittee, on the 11th instant, closed its investi-
gation.

The charges contained in George T. Hack-lev- 's

card are nine in number and are substan-
tially as follows, to-w- it:

1st. 'J hat-- a patient, was so brutally beaten
by an Attendant. tha' he spit, blood; and that,
said Attendant was not discharged or even re-

buked.
'2d That another patient, in a crazy fit,

struck his Attendant for which he was severely
beaten by Iwo Attendants; one ot whom, in
his, llack'ley's presence, struck said patient
another blow in the face.

3rd. That the same Attendant, for a trivial
offense, mistreated and knocked down an old
man two or three times.

4ih. That the head Attendant, had often re-

ported the aforesaid Atiendant,Jfor his cruel
treatment of patients, to the Superintendent ,

but that no notice was taken of the matter.
oth. That an attendant beat an old man,

about ft) years old, nam id George Work, so
as to require porous piasters uu uu
bruises, becau-- e he: the said Work, resisted
him.

5th. That the patients were always com
plaining to the Superintendent of the way the
said last mentioned Attendant treated them,
but that it did no good.

7th. That another Attendant, treated a man
who stayed in the attic, in a cruel, indecent
and shameful manner; because, in a fit of in-

sanity, said patient littered his room.
8th. That the Superintendent discharged

him, Hackley, for bi-in- a Democrat.
9th. That the Superintendent harbored at

the Asylum, one of the rioters, who aided in
the murder of the young men at Cliuton in
1875.

It will be seen from ihe above that charges
one, two, three five and seven refer to cruelties
to patients on the part of Attendants; while
charges four and six refer to reports of cruel
treatment to patients by the head attendant,
and to complaints on tha part of patients
themselves. unarge eigni is personal 10
Hacklev. and intimates political prelerence in
the selection of employes at the Asylum.

The ninth charge jdaces the Superintendent,
not onlv in the criminal relation of acces
sory, after the fact, in harboring a fugitive
from justice, but under an imputation of using
a State lienevoient institution ior improper
and political purposes.

Before considering the above named charg-
es, it is necessarv to give a brief explanation
of the internal management of the Asylum, at
least as far as it has bearing upon the matters
under consideration and examination.

The resident officers of the Asylum, untler
whose immediate supervision ae placed the
male wards, consist of the Superintendent,
Assistant Phvsician, Senior Attendant, and
Junior Attendants. Each if these, in regular
succession, from the lowest upward, is suliject
to the control ot all those thai precede it.

The Superintendent is the chief executive
officer, subject, however, to the Board of Trus
tees. It is his duty to visit all tne patients
daily, or learn their condition."

It is the duty of the Assistant Physician to
attend the Superiutendcut in his regular
morning visits; to visit, also, the patients
each evening, and such as are under treat-
ment, as much oftener as may be necessary.
It is. also his duty " to promptly report all
cases of neglect or abuse ou the par of the at-
tendants."

The duties of the Senior Attendant require
him "to see that the Attendants perform their
duties properly, to frequently Pass through
tne dinerent wards, ana especially ii.ose con-
taining excited patients; and to promptly re
part all irregularities, or improper conduct, or
unfaithfullness in the performance of duties
that come tinder' their notice, and point out
any neglect that they may discover in any of
the wards."

Junior Attendants have the immediate care
of the wards and patients. There are two of
thee to every ward. It is their duty, enforced
by the strictest discipline, to be constantly in
their respective wards. Among the patients
entrusted to their keeping are necessarily some
of violent and dangerous types. These fre-
quently require exertion of force on the part
of their Attendants to bring them under con
trol. In order to provide for such cases, rules.
as humane as the emergency will admit of,
have been adopted. ''And under no cir-
cumstances will an Attendant be excused for
striking a blow or laying violent hands upon
a patient, unless in the clearest case of self-defens- e,

or to prevent his committing a seri-
ous injury to himself or others."

lhus it wjll be seen that the Superintend
ent is forced to rely Almost entirely upon his
surbordinates for information touching mis
treatment of patients. Attendants may often.
Abuse their charges without the knowledge or
sanction of their'uperiors. They can easily
Avoid detection by suppressing the truth. No
other Avenue of information is open, save that
mroisnea oy witnesses reit oi reason, or sucn
indications as Are familiar to the eve And
skill of the Physician.

The fourth charge relates to the Ilea I At-

tendant and his reports to tiie Superinien
dent. The Attendant alluded to ui this
eharce was George Foxtt n. Acc rding to
HacUley's testimony he does not know
of liis own kuowledgs that Foitou was
ever reported to the Superintendent or As is-ta- tit

Phvsician. IV Conwav, the then Senior
Attendeut. Hackley fun her says, that ha
himself never reported a case to the Superin
tec lent, that was not at once investigated.
Conway, the above named Head Attendant
who, Hackley avers, iuformeJ him of t he mat
ter contained in this charge, was examined.
He testifies that he has no recollection of hav
ing reported said Alton lants but once for cru
elty to patients, and cannot say wheeher the
case reported by him was duly investigated
or not, but th-.- t the Superintendent never.
wnhinhis knowledge, toiled to investigate
reported case of cruelly to patients.

The fifth charge states a case of cruelty to
an old man. named George Work. Your com
mittee gave this charge a careful ami coin
pletc examination. Aside from the absurdity
of applying porous plasters to bruises, this
charge wholly contradicts itself, tin as mat
ters of fact are required iu explanation and
contradiction ot these charges una not argu
meut, the testimony of Hackley and Conwav
is briefly stated.

Hackley says : lhat lie does not know that
George Work resisted any Attendant- - that he
learned from Work himself that an Attendant,
named Puliiam, who is now supposed to be in
Texas, had beaten him baulv; and that Au
drew Kelley, another Attendant, told him he
saw Puliiam do the beating. ' He further
says: "That he did not report the matter to
the Superintendent." Upon cross examitia- -

lion he i vs ; that he knew George Work to
lie a violent patient and given to resisting his
Atteu lants. Conway, the above named Senior
Attendant says, "that he does not know of any
mistreatment of George Work by the Attend
ant; t hat he whs constantly complaining to
every one t mistreatment by the Attendant
and that he had a kind of mania f.r making
complaints."' Andrew Iveilev tt lifies. "that
Puliiam came to his ward with lii.-- face bleed
ing, and told him that oi k had hit him w ih
a truss; that ho went with l'ulliaiu to assist
him in securing tho truss; that Work was not
beaten, and that only suiucient loiee was
used to overcome him ; th-.- t he was 'wild and
exctcd."

C harles loung tesunes, t.'iat oi k was
brought to his ward immediately alter the
struggle; that lie was very much excited, but
not hurt or bruised, and that no porous plas
ters were applied ns stated oy tiackP-v- . - ur
McWiliie savs, "that he never heard a word of
the assault on W ork charged to have been
made, ami neither did tic Superintendent,
within his knowledge."

Thy sixth charge relates to unheeded com-
plaints to the Superintendent on the part
of patent-'- , about the cruelties and mis'rvat-ments'- of

Puliiam. Hackley, when interrogat-
ed on this point, pays "that, he could not
tliat he heard the patients complain to the
Superintendent, of Pulliain, but that Conway
informed him that they complained." it
Is not at all unlikely that the Su
perintendent met with complaints on the
part of patients. It would be ex t raoruiiiary
if such were not llie case. Some of the very
diseases of patients possibly take this form.
And. even iu well regulated communities
there are some persons more given to com-
plaining than others. This, however, should
furnish no excuse in an Instit m ion of the
kind we are now considering. All complaints,
unless they are clearly unfounded, should be
investigated as fully when made by a patient,
as when made by an Attendant.

The seventh charge, brings your committee
to the disgusting attic scene. The patient re-

ferred to is Davis, the same one spoken of in
charge number three. Both Hackley and
Stephen O'Rliyan testify that. Charles Young
told them that he had treated Davis as charged
iu Hackley's caid. Charles Young was exam-
ined Hilly upon this point. He testified with
great candor, that Davis, in a crazy fit, had
littered his room and "that after rinsing the
cloth in a bucket of water, that he wiped
Davis' tace with it ; that he did it in playful-
ness; and that the cloth was clean. He furth-
er testified that he did not report the matter,
as he did not deem it of sufficient importance."
Neithr Hackley nor Rhyan made any reportif
it to any of theirsuperiors. Being ignorant of
the matter, it was of course impnssilde for the
Superintendent r Assistant I'hysician to in-

stitute an investigation. 1 1 will be observed
that Hackley nor flhyan testify of their own
knowledge, hut claim to repeat, the words of
Young. Young gives a milder version. But
the whole storv is calculated to'leave a doubt,
as to whether Voting did not mean something
more than "playfulness.'" At all events, his
conduct by his own admission, was rough,
and displayed temper, No blame, however,
could po-sib- attacli to the Superiutendcut.
It is one ot those cases Known only to the At-

tendant, and his insane charge, whose absence
of reason deprives him ot credibility. It is
just to Young to state that Conway gives him
a good character ior gentleness and Kindness.

The eighth charge is wholly unsustaiued.
Hacklev was not discharged for being a Dem
ocrat, but because he wroie letters criticising
and reflecting ou the action ot the Hoard ot
Trustees in cutting down the wages of the At
tendants and tor inefficiency. According to
his own evidence, which is of course the best,
all of the white employes at the Asylum, ex-

cept two, are Democrats. The two included in
the exception were employed by the present
Superintendent's predeessor, and have been
long since discharged by Urn lor improper
conduct.

The nintlij and last charge, it will be seen
from the evidence, is fraught with mystery.
The witnesses all agree that there was a man
at the Asylum, nbut. Ihe time of the Clinton
riot, who appeared to be hiding. Gordon, the
hack driver, testifies thnt as nearly as he can
recollect, this mysterious personage was there
in the Spring of the year. Every witness,
except Gordon, further agree in the'statemen ,

that shortly alter t lie riot a man was sent
away from the Asylum, toward Canton, in the
hack. Conway concluded that it was Charles
Caldwell, Jr., for the reason that he heard one
of the employes of the Asylum, whose name
he could not address a woman, who
made her appearance slioril- - after the hack
left, as Mrs. Caldwell. 'Ihe hack driver siys
"that he knew both of the Caldwells and Eu-
gene Welborne, and that the man he carried to
the railroad station, on the occasion referred
to was neither of them. He does not know
who it was." Dr. Compton voluntarily stated
that it was Peter Crosby, the fugitive Sheriff
o Warren county, and that he permitted him
tomeet his wife at the Asylum, becausehe was
afraid of encountering Gilmer. By reference
to, James Hill's affidavit made before Chief
Justice Simrall, which is filed with the evi-

dence herein, it will be seen ''that lie request-
ed Dr. Compton to permit Eugene WeJborne to
remain at the Asylum until the excitement
consequent upon the Clinton riot, had passed,
but that Dr. Compton replied that the Asylum
was a public ing itution. And r the cir-
cumstances he did nt think it proper for
Welborne to come there :'

Tour committee examined A large number
of employes of the Asylum, and could learn
of no irregularities or misconduct on the part
of sny-ofhcial- The management And regu-
lations of the Institution Are Admirable, And
show that they Are under perfect, watchful and
intelligent supervision. The patients All dis-
play great affection for their Physician And
his Assistant. ........ ,

la conclusion, your committee are of the
unanimous orinion. that none of the charges
contained in Hackley's card Are sustained.
The witnesses All testify that if cruelties, on
the part of Attendants, were brought to the
notice of the Superintendent, he investigated
them, And removed the offender, when war-
ranted by the facts. That in the selection And
retention of employes, he has uniformly pur-
sued An impartial And noB-partis- course.

Mr. Hackley's communication, on his own
showing, was not Actuated by a wish to correct
abuses in the management of the Asylum ; but
sprung from a wish to injure the man, who had
discArged him. It is to be regretted that An
officer by the discharging of the duties of such
a position should be subject to groundless And
malicious attacks. The efficiency bf the offi-e- jr,

from the very ha tare of thing, depends
largely upon a fearless exercise of his duty.
If a discharged subordinate, catt by reckless

ument '"C shows amount conectcd
and paid in, on account of Privileges
for 1877, to be 122.286 50, against
8103,553 32, for 1S76, showing an in-

crease of $18,733 18. lieference to
Document 'D," will show that there
was collected and paid in, on account
of licenses to retail, .f9J,5u0 00, against
$101,770 96, for last year, a decrease in
amount, of $8,270 96. This decrease
is accounted for by a falling off in the
number of licenses granted, rather than
in any defect in the law governing the
collection and payment of same.
FINES AND FORFEITURES AND INSOLVEN-

CIES.

Under this head there is room for
great improvement. Document "'IV
will show that the amount of lines and
forfeitures collected and paid into the
State Treasurv, for the year 1S77, was
S22,637 9S, against S2O.20J 00 in 1n76.
showing a slight improvement, but 1 am
stil impressed with the conviction, that
a much larger amount should be real-
ized if all that is collected was proper-
ly accounted for. The same remarks
apply to insolvencies, with the excep-
tion, that in the first case, all is not
paid that is collected, and in the latter
case but little is collected. Document
"C" shows the amount collected and
paid on account of insolvencies, for
1877, to be $5,891 17, against ? ,723 1 8

for 1876, a very slight improvement,
but not enough to exult over. A
reference to this table will show,
that while in a few counties, as in
Warren, Chickasaw, Clay, and a few
others, considerable amounts were-col- -

lecteu, still the lact remains that in
most counties but little is collected,
and in many nothing at all. These are
the facts, but the remedy is not so
plain. Whether the fault, be in the law
or in those entrusted with its enforce-
ment is a query thnt 1 leave to be an-

swered in such manner as j our honora-
ble body, on mature deliberation, may
see proper to determine.

TAX RECEIPTS.

Under this head I desire to call your
attention to a subject that needs some
additional legislation. As the law now
stands, the Auditor of Public Accounts
is required to have prepared and fur-
nish to each Tax Collector blank re-

ceipts, in duplicate, for the collection
of State tax proper, to be paid for by
the State and charged to each Collec-
tor, and the amount collected from him
on final settlement. The du pliratcs are
to be filed by the Tax Collector us a
public record in his county. This has
given rise to some dissatisfaction. Par-
ties outside of the State have proffered
to print these receipts at prices below
tliose for which the Public Printer
could afford to do it, and Tax Collec-
tors have objected to receiving and
paying for the receipts furnished
this office by the Public Printer. My
own judgment is that this difficult-ma- y

be easily removed by so amending
the law as to require the State to fur-
nish these receipts to the several Tax
Collectors. The aggregate expense
would not be great, and justice would
seem to require, that as they are by law
made public records, that the State,
and not the individual, should pay for
them. That part of the law requiring
the duplicates to be filed as public
records is eminently wise and necessary.
They furnish the only accessible evi-

dence and means of determining the
exact property upon which taxes are
paid, and of wrongful selling of prop-
erty on which taxes have been paid.
Resides, they should be uniform
throughout the State, and for this rea-
son should be furnished and paid for
by the State, the same as the assess-
ment rolls are furnished.

I respectfully make a like recommen-
dation as to the blanks which the As-
sessors are required to distribute to tax
payers. All the forms necessary in the
assessment and collection of the public
revenue should be prescribed by the
Auditor, and should be as near uniform
as possible.

With this Report my official labors
cease. My successor has been chosen,
and is ready to be inducted into, and I
am ready to be conducted out of, office.
In retiring, I must express for my suc-
cessor the hope that he will fill the
position more worthily, and discharge
its duties with more ability, than I have
been able to do. The duties of the
office aro many, varied, and arduous.
Its cares and responsibilities are great,
and are annually multiplying. The
clerical force allowed by law to per-
form the duties of the office is wholly
inadequate for.the purpose. It is true
that during a portion of my term, just
closing, the erquisites were consider-
able in amount, and somewhat in excess
of what I was compelled to pay for
help to perform the work. That was
an exceptional year, and, uuder the law
as it now stands, the perquisites of the
office will barely meet the demand for
extra labor required to earn them. This
I speak from experience and from an
entirely disinterested stand-poin- t.

In doffing official robes and donning
the more quiet garb of a private citizen,
I desire to express my thanks to His
Excellency, the Governor, and to the
other State officers, for their uni-
form .kindness and courtesy, officially
and personally. To all the officials in
the various departments, State and
county, I desire to return thanks for
the prompt and efficient manner in
which they have aided me in the dis
charge of my official duties, and trust
that the friendly relations established
in official capacity, may be renewed and
continued in the mora quiet walks of
private life.

To the Press of the State, I am under
many obligations for courtesies extend-
ed, in giving publication, "without
promise or hope of reward," to many
matters of interest to the public, and
also, for many kind personal favors.

RECEIPTS AND DIS11UKSEMENTS.

By4 reference to Documents "A"
and ''Ii." it will be seen that the receipts
exceed the disbursements to the amount
of $185,02-- 97. While this amount
is less than for the year previous, it
must be borne in mind that under the
revenue laws governing the collection of
taxes for the fiscal year 1S77, the time
was extended from the 1st day of De-
cember, to the 15th of the same month.
15y reason of this extension of time, a
large percentage of the taxes collected
for the liscal year were not paid
over in time to be embraced in the re-

ceipts of this year. It must also be
remembered that that the tax levy for
the fiscal year 1877 was reduced li
mills, being now 5 miils against Gd

mills in 1S70. I am gratified to be
able to report the fact that while the
burden of taxation has been largely
decreased, the receipts have beer, suff-
icient to meet all demands upon the
State Treasurv, and still leave a
considerable balance, sufficient to
meet all accruing expenses. I
am of opinion that the rate of
taxation may be still further reduced,
without detriment to the public service,
or the credit of the State.

COMMON SCHOOL FUND DISTRIBUTION.

Document ' I)"' shows the amounts
collected and paid into the Treasury,
from the various sources, to the credit
of this fund. I would respectfully call
the attention of your honorable body
to the law governing the distribution
of this- - fund. The basis is upon
the number of eJucable children
in each county. The enumeration of
these is imposed by the law upon the
Assessors of the several counties. I
have reason to believe from the reports
received, that this is very inefficient-
ly done, and recommend that some
more ct'i&icnt method be devised for
securing a more accurate and efficient
enumeration of the edueable children
in each county.
