some years since John Savage, a New York
journulist and play-writer, worked the lead-
ing incidents of the affair into & drama en-
titled “The Sylil,” which, however, Was
performed only twice. Sharpe’s son got out
an injunction at Louisville against the per-
formance of the piece and succeeded in sup-
pressing it entirely.

Were the tragedy to ocear in these days,
it is very dounbtful if Beauchamp would
bave even felt the halter draw.

All the social upheavals in Mexieo for the
yust sixty vears have failed to mingle the
Lhmtl ot the Indians with the blue blood of
n certain element of their conguerors and
descendants of the conquerors., This is the
guera element, which hus held its own in-
violate awmidst the sarging passions sur-
rounding ir, amidst temptations which
nothing buc ashanghty pride of race would
or could have resisted. There are two
types of gueras. The first has some very
distinct churacteristics. The face is spirit-
gelle, and has  that subdued exprission
which invariably results from religious
meditation, and in color is white as alabas-
ter. The flesh is faultlessly "white, tinged
with a refined but healthy pallidness. The
eves are unusually dark, large and lustrous,

raven's wing, The teeth are perfect, and
white as soowflukes. The *rubias,” the
second type, are saperbspecimens ol wom-
an-hood, and are so csiled because they
have auburn or golden huir, which in some

color. The eyes are often deep blue, and
soft and entreating In their expression.
The flesh has asunset tinge to it which in-
dicates 4 more warm and sepsuous nature
than that of the paler-hued women. Near
the towu of Agur Caliente, State of Sinaloa,
there is u village of rubias, the young
women of which are matchless in their style
of beauty. Tall and graceful, with richly
rounded busts and symmetrical forms, and
a siep as lithe and elastic as a faw n’s, they
move ahout, the very symbols of the poetry
of motion. They have something in their
manner and style similar to the higher
classes of Russian women, and whom they
greatly resemble. The rubia, like the guer-
as, live mestly in the interior,where the
climate Is more mild and genial, while the
dark races inhabit the hot regions along the

coast.

FEVER.

First—That yellow fever epidemics break
out stinultaneonsly in ditferent and distant

{ town= mud in Jiffrent snd di<tant parts of

Second—That voliow fever epidemies are
usually preceded by the oveurrence of indi-
vidual or sporadic casss of the dise se, which
gporadic cases are likewise common in sca-
saus when wo epidemic prevails.

Third—That the vellow fever epidemies
though ocessionally extending over large
tructs of couniry, are more tregu-ntly Jim-
ited as to the space over wh ch they spread,
often not invoiving the whole of a town,
and sometimes not even any considerable
dlistrier ot ir.

Fonrth—That yellow tever epidemies do
vot spread from district to district by any
runle of gradual progression, bnt often
ravage cerisin lncalicies, while they spare
entirely, or visit very lightly. others in the
immediate peighborbood with which the
inbabirants sre n constant intereommuni-
cation.

Fiith=The yellow fever epidemics, when
they invade sa distrier, do not 2pread from
hoti=ex Arst infected to the nexst, aml thence
to the mljoining, and thus extend as from a
venter. but. on  the econtrary, are often
=“rictly coufined to particular honses on one
side of a sireet to particolar rooms in the
soune honse, aml ofren even to p-lrl.lcular
ronis in the same story.,

Sixth—That in general. when yellow fe-
ver bredks out in a family. only one or two
tndividals are attacked; commonly the at-
tendants on the sick escape; and when sev-
eral members of a fumily are successively
a'toched orthe attendants on the =ick suf-
fer, cither the epidemic was geoeral in the
localities or the individudl had gone into an
intected disiriet,

seveuth — That when yellow fever is
prevalent ins locality the most rigid seclu-
ston in that locality satfordz no protection
from the disease.

Eighth—Thut on the other hand, so great
is the suecess attendiog the removal frow an
infected locality, sad the dispersion of the
sick in a heslthy distrier, that by this meas-
nre alone the farther progress of an epi=-
dem’e is otten arrested at oneel)

Ninth—That such dispersion ol che sick is
followed by no transmisgion of the disease,
nob even when the sick are placed in the
ward=of 4 ho=pital, among patients idbor-
inx under other maladies.

Tenth—That no one of the preceding
fiuct= can bereconeiled with any other con-
clusion than that, whatever way be the ex-
eiting enuse of yellow fever, it is loeal or
epidemic in itsorigin, and the evidence of
thiz conclusion is therefore camularive.

Elsventh—That the conditions which in-
fluence the localization ol yellow fever, are
known. definite, aud, toa great extent, re-
moval, and arc substantinlly the same us the
localizing causes of cholera and all other
epidemic diseases.

Twelfth—That, as in the case of all other
epidemie diseases, in proportion as these
loealizing causes are removed or diminish-
e, vellow fever ceases Lo appear, Or recirs
at more distant intervals and in milder
forms.

Thirteenth—That, besides the common
external locilizing causes there is one con-
stitutional predisposing calize of paramount
importance, namely : non-acclimation—ie.,
the state of the system produoced by resi-
dence in a eold climate; in other wonis,
Earopean blood exposed Lo the action ol
tropical heat; the practical lesson being
that the utmost care should be tiken to pre-
vent individoals or bodies of men recestly
arrivead from the vellow fever zoue from
going inte a distriet in which the disease
actuilly exists or has recently been present.

Fourteenth—That there is no evidence to
prove that yellow fever has ever becn lm-
poried.

Fifteenth—That conscequently the means
of protection from yellow fever are not
.lu;nr:m:‘nm restrictions and =anitary cor-
dons, but sanitary works and operations,
having for their objeet the removal and pre-
vention of the several localizing conditions,
and when snch nermanent works are im-
practicable, the temporary removil, #s far
as may be possible, of the population from
the infectad localities.

We desm it our duty to state, in concln-
cion, that from the most careful examina-
tion which we have heen abie to make of
the mass of evidence submitted to us, from
which the foregoing conclusions have been
deduced. we bave not foand a single lact or
observation clearly ascertained or authenti-
cally recorded opposed to the general tenor
of such evidence. We have et with no
execeptional cases. We have, indeed, found
the opinions of some authorities, for whom
we entertain great respect, mot in accord-
anee on some points, bat these have refer-
enee, forthe most part, to ma'tersof a pure-
Iy professional and scientific nature. Ou
the ereat practieal question, whether.what-
ever miay be the pature and mode of propa-
wition of yvellow fever, quarantines and
sanitary cordons ean afford ‘any real pro-
tection against its introduction and spread,
we believe there is now very general una- |
nimity of opinion, inaccordance with the |
evidenee we have submitted, that they can-
not. We helieve that there is the like gen-
erql agreement in this practieal conelusion
that the substitotion of sanitary and hy-
rienic measures for quarantine, isolation
and restriction would afford mcre certaino
and edectual protection.

All of which we humbly certify to your
mnjesty.

THE CURE OF YELLOW FEYVER.

A Layman’s Theory and Success=
ful Treatment of the Diseases==
racts Commending it to ithe
Siricken for a Irial.

Epitors News: In your issue of the 30th
inst,, [ noticed the following telegram : “At
a meeting of the board of health, Dr. Chop-
pin stated that physicians ought to study by
experiment extraordinary treatment of yei-
low fever, a5 the usnal treatment has fuoiled
to give any satisfactory results.” When a
physician, so eminent and skilled in bis
protession as Dr. Choppin Is known to be,
thus speaks to the public in reference to the
terrible scourge now ravaging the cities of
the South, it cannot be regarded as obtru-
sive, even in a layman making no preten-
sions to scientific knowledge, to give to the
public the benefit of his experience.

In 1367, the yellow fever broke out in
Liberty, Texas, where I then lived. Feel-
ing alarmed for the safety of my family, 1
dizpatched at once to my father in Galves-
ton, whom I knew to have been an experi-
enced aud successful narse in all the epi-
demics occurring in Galveston since 1844,
to furnish me with his mode of treating the
disease, He did so. My wife was my first
patient. 1 applied my father's treaument—
with me an experiment—confidently, how-
ever, because I had his assurance that it
would not fail. She recovered. In a few
days ounr children, five, with the same dis-
ease, were nursed throagh to eonvalescence.
With the assistance of my conval pa-
tients as nurses, I treated thirty-six cases;
of these, three died. Dr. James P. Cooke, &
physician of acknowledged skill, then. and
still iving in Liberty, observing the effecta
of the treatment, ado it, and did not
lose a single patient of those he treated. I
do not now remember of u single case
t-eated otherwise than aceording L0 my
father’s method—in every instance dying
with black vomit.

This I eall “sedative
water.,” Prepare three or four cloths, cot-
fun or linen, sbout three inches wide, and
three thicknesses of eloth. and Joug enough
0 reach from temple o temple—keep this
in your bowl of sedative water, and apply to
the forchead as rapidly as you please, say
change every minute, tuking care to wring
all the water out of the gloth, 80 as to wet
his pillow as Jittle as possible. I have never
vieu seen o case where 1 could not control
and and keep a patient well at bimself, by
upplying these ice cloths rapldly to the
forebead. Give the patient good lemonade,
as cold as ice will make it, about vne third
of a tumbler tull as often as he wants 1t It
dcts on the Kidpeys and assists well the
urinary organs, a great item in the cure of |
yellow fever; if he becomes tired of the
lemonnde, give ive water, asbout a tumbler
one third full at a drink, and jce to eat in
sinall quantities ; afier this manner satisfy
his thirsz, In the meantime keep a wastch
and see that the perspiration goes on —and
keep it up gently alter you begin to reduce
the fever nutil he is well cooled off—and this
requires isually from twelve to thirty-six
hours—aboat twent®-four hours iscommon
to freeze out a fever with my mixture.
Take no medicine from beginning to end.
nor do anything to disturb the stomach, |
rarely have ocession to uze any rewmedy for
sick stomach, and ir I do 1 tuke flux-seed |
meal, mix to a dough with sherry wine, and |
sprinkle in a few hops; apply a poultice of |
this to the 2tomach and it never fails to
(puivt It—but not one case in twenty requires
it.

As soon a3 von have eooled down the
fever, take a good instruoment and relieve
the bowels—us=e only water from your eis-
tern ; it cools the bedy, and goes far to pre-
vent what physicians call a return ol ftever.
Just as long us there is any heat about the
heud work on the ice¢loths, sud about every
twi honrs pour hall the water ont of your
wa=hbowl, tor the melting of ice cuauses
an accumulation of water, and ndd half a
tablespoonful of each cumphor, ammonin
aud salt; this keeps up the proper strength
of the sedative water, an'l keeps plenty
of ive all the time in vour bowl—there can
not be too mach nor the sedative water
too cool. It during the time the perspira-
tion should check, put other ot bottles to
the feet. or & hot brick, wrapped ap in cloth
and wet with vinegar, 80 45 to cuise u sream ;
place this about the knees and it never fails
to prolduce the sweat. DBut having cleared
the bowels at commencement, there is no
getting up, no siring. of the patient as
when oil or pilis are given, but the patient
zoes right along perspiring until you freege
out the tever with these ice cloths; and hay-
ing your putient free from fever, and his
bowels relicved by the second Injection, if

Aud now the patient can nse good porter
a8 adrink, and lemonade with ice water;

gee too many friends, and talk too much
Lot him sit up as he tecls able, not so as (o
tirz nor fatigue him=elf; he knows best.
Keep to the room about four days after the
clothes are changed, and then go out even-
ing aud morning. Be careful to open the
bowels onee every 24 hours with an injec-
tion of cold water, until you become right.
In afew davs the patient is up and ean go
abont his business.

With married ladies, who are in a condi-
tion to reqguire temler trestment, never use
the {oot buath, as that, in a majority ol cases,
brings on an abortion. Instead of foot
bath take lime juice and braudy, balt and
half, make it as hot a5 she will bear it, and
sponge from the knees down and over the
feet 1or four or live minutes—then take dry
mustard, and rub on with your hand from
the knees to and over the feet as long as she
will stand it. say from five to ten minutes—
wipe ofl and pat her to bed, cover with one
sheet and one blanket, as *betore, and en-
courage the patient to lie as still as possible
—keep hands and feet under cover, and the
cover weid on the legs, arms and body dur-
ing the sweating process ; this rule must be
observed and sattended to while the rever
lasts with all patients. Apply two bottlesof
hot water, one to each foot, and you will
get up a gentle perspiration. all that is ne-
cessary ; if the bottles don’t produce it, try
the hot brick wet with vinegar, as before
directed, and proceed as in other cases all
through. 1 never failed yet, and I have
cured many in this condition. Onece again,
give no medicine, and watch and tuke every
care not to sicken the stomach, especially
ladies in the condition last mentioned. I
hate oil—it stould never be used. My
atients never relapze—nor out of 300, at
eust, have never koown one to have the
disease a second time_ I do not believe [t.
