This determi-
nation was reached several days ago, and
the deliberations of the Cabineton thiz sub-
jeet since then have been comparatively
brief and confined mainly to the considera-
tion of the duty of the Attorney General in
the premises.””

To these remarks the interviewer replied
approvingly, sud theu asked the President
haow he sceonated for the result of a solid
=ith in face of the pledges of tair \lE.’hlillg
by the leading southern Domnerats.

The Pre-ident—>That question leads di-
rectly to ndizcusasion of what has been lat-
terly termed the Southern policy of the ad-
ministration. When that policy was inuug-
tirated it was with an earnest desire to con-
cilinte the Southern leaders, ta round off the
sharp angles of sectional differences and
so!tan the asperities of political strite. No
ons will deny that the attempt to enforce
this policy was most earnesily made, nor
that it was carried out with a eonsgeientious
desire to accom pli=h the result for which it
had been insugurated. Of the personal and
partisan sacerifices I made in this effort, and
of the consequent interruption of certain
relations which previously existel betw een
myself and some of my supporters, I have
nothing to say just now, but it appesrs that
the leaders who made those pledges either
did not exert themselves to keep them or
were unuble to do so. In fact, I am reluc-
tantly foreed to admit that the experiment
was a faiinre  The first election of impor-
tance held sinee it was attempted has proved
that elections with free suffrage for every
voter in the South, are an impossibility
under the existing condition of things.

What Secretary Sherman Says.

Sherman referred to the Ku Klux outra-
wes, but exonerated the Democratic party
of the Norgh for them. Tust they exisred
and did exizt was not denied. The marsud-
ers had roved over communities, driven
negroes before them, and commitied many
murders for opinion’s sake, and now as
effective. bur milder sort of intimidation
prevailed. For three weeks in several States
the Democrats had been terrorizing the
Begroes to prevent them from voting their
opinions. There would be no safety to the
Republic until every man waia guaranteed

Eithier by intimidation or the substitution of
ticketsor by other means which bad been
resorted to that vast popalation bhad been
deprived of a volce in Congress. He spoke
of one or two prominentSouthern men wha,
he believed, were opposed to this policy,
bat they had proved to be powerless to pre-
vent th2 existing eondition of affuirs. “The
country,” sad Mr. Sherman, “will not sub-
mit to that, no matter what may be arid b
others sbout the ¢lass of colored Republi-
can voters in the South. Even if they are
worse than rtheir opponents represent them,
they are, nevertheless, voters under the
Constitution and laws of che United States,
and should be unrestricted in their right to
vote.” He was confident that if there had
been a fair election the Republicans in the
South would bhave elec quite enoua
representatives to change the result in the
lower house as it was now reported to
stand. He based this belielf not onl¥ on
what he had learned ruhllcl,f. but from
trustworthy sources of information from
difterent portiona of the South.
