m.j.iey." The second sectiou of the
same vet declares,:

"Tne S- cretary of the Treasury is here-
by authorized 10 issue, on the credit of th
United States, coupon bonds, or registered
bonds, to ai amount not exceed mg nve
bun. ired millions of dollars, redeemable at
tne pleasure of the United States alter five
years, and payable twenty years trim date,
and bearing interest at the rate of six per
centum per aruum, payable semi-annuall-

Not a word in the act refers to the pay.
meiit 01 tVie priiicipd of these bonds, and
the first nectiuu ab ivt cited clearly shows
ihey wete puruba-e.ibl- e ami redeemable in
legal tenders. lint if aiiy douot existed ou
tins point, which is no lomrer in dispute, it
would be removed by the tilth section, as
fulif-w- :

'Th .t all dutieson impor ed geods shall
bs paid in coin, or in notes payable on de-nu-

i heretofore authorized to be issued
and b law recei veable in payment of pub-
lic dues, and ti.e coin so paid shull be set
apu t as a sjieciiil lund, and shall be applied
as t il First. To the payment in coin
of the interest on the bonds and notes of
the L'ni ed States."

This coin pi.ymeut of interest was the in-

ducement which was offered to the investor,
thoiiah iii?iddrus Sttvens declared it was
the pound flesh of tiie extortioner when the
coun.ry was suft'-- i ing. It is certain that
coin was provided l r interest on these
bonds, and lor nothing else.

The net of June 30, 1SG4, authorized the
Secretary ot ih : Treasury to borrow, from
lime to time, 0:1 the credit of the United

four hundred millions ot dollars,
uuder the following provisions:

"Ami the Secretary ot the Treasury may
1 is pose of such bonds of any part thereof,

or ol any bonds commonly known as five
twei.tiesi remaining unsold, at any time, on
null terms as he may deem most a Ivisable,

lor lawful money of the Utdted States, or, at,
his discretion, lor Treasury notes, ccrtiti-cate- n

of indebtne-s- , or certificates of deposit
issued un Itr any act ol Congress."

All these bonds were known as five-twenti- es,

the principal of which was paya-
ble in lawful money, ar.d the interest alone
iu coin. Oi the three classes, the following
were outstanding on June 30, 1868
Act of Feo. 23. 1302 514.780.500
Act ol June 30, 1SG4 '. 125.501 300
Act of March 3, 1S05 017.502 S00

Total $1,557,844,000
The Pacific Railroad bonds and the navy-pension-

s

fund bonds, amounting together
to seveiity-eijf- bt millions o' dollars, and
expressly payable in legal tenders, were al-

so ont-tandin- sr at that time. Fourteen days
afier Gen. Grant became President, on
Mutch IS, 1SG9, he signed the ' act to
strengthen the public credit of the United
States.'' by which all these different bonds,
ami other forms of public debt payable in
lesral tenders, were advanced enormously
in v ilue, for the exclusive benefit of the
bondholding class atthqeost of the tax-
payer.
