Mr. John 1). Taylor, more familiarly

know a to those acquainted with htm as
"Uncle" John Taylor, delivered a k--c

tureat the Town Hall, iu the Eighteenth
Ward, Tuesday evening, eutiiled 'Ljve
in the Woods; or Kemiiiisoenses of the
War of 1812 " The lecturer was born
in Northern New York, lrom xvlunce he
came to Cleveland in 1802, being then
two j ears old. Most of his life has
beeu passed in tiiis country, where he
raised a family of six chiMreu, buttwu"ol
whom are now living. His liie has been
iu many respects a remarkable one. He
is a man of intelligence and education,
and hss a keen seii-- e of both pathos
and humor, iu which his lecture abound-
ed.

The lecturer began by saying that he
needed no introduction to the audience.
The characters in history were u it myth-
ical ones, for the lather of his heroine
xvas a near neighbor of his own father,
and they had lived about forteeu miles
west of Cleveland. The heroine xvas a
gushing, blushinggirl, who bloomed iuto
womanhood at fourteen years of age; the
hero a gallant young Highlander hold
ing a Lieutenantcy in the liiitish army.
Mary Page is iutroducedas a guest at the
cabin of Hezekiah Snow about the time
of the siege of Fort Meigs by the army
of the liritish ami Indians, under the
leadership of Cicneral Proctor and his
confederate, Tecuioseh, the great Indian
chief. The heroine and the Snoxv fami-
ly were attacked in their pleasant home,
aud Mr. .Suoxv and his sou, aged eigh-
teen, were immediately butchered by
the Indians, while Mrs. Snow and her
daughter Julia had swooned through
fright. The Indians carried Mary Page
and Julia Snow away as prisoners, and
the foi nier xvas designed for the xvif'e of
the Indian chief, whiie Julia xvas atier-x- v

ard murdered by a jealous Indian lover.
In the liritish army at the upper end

of Lake Erie xxas a regiment of Scotch
Highlanders, among whom xvas a Lieu-teua- ut

McGregor, xxiio had s died from
Scotland with iiis regiment iu the early
part of the year 1812. The Indians
finally encamped near the picket lines of
the British leeimetit. A corporal, Mi-

chael Fi
the mrinuin who :ieii the gul lAiire at
her devotions. Iheeorpoial made known
th- - fact to his lieutenant. The lieuten
ant accompanied the patrol in his line of
of duty and they again saw her. The
lieutenant madtj himself known, and
promised the girl the protection of his
command. It xvas just at this time,
while the couple were becoming interest
ed each in the other, that General
Harris's army stormed the British en-
campment The first thing the couple
knexv was that the retreating British
were passing them. The lieutenant
picked Mary up in his anus and fl. d.
Daylight found the fugitives at a lutlo
French settlement on the h.mks of the
River liaisin. Here McGregor left the
girl with a French family, as she was
unable to follow the army longer. When
British troojis arrived at Fort Maiden
Lieutenant McGregor was placed under
military arrest, and his equipments taken
from him for neglect of tiuiy by absence
from his post in time of action, being in
the wooas making love to Mary Page
when the United States troops stornied
the The court-martia- l xvas
destroyed oy the approach of the enemy.
After this 'followed the battle of the
Thames, during which the Americans
took many prisoners, among whom was
the Lieutenant. Some of the prisoners
were sent to Fort Meigs and seine io
Cleveland, xvhere the United Stites had
a stockade on, ti,e bank of the Jake at
the foot of Ontario street. McGregor
wis among those sent here. By the
kindness of a man who resided on the
south shoic of Lake Erie, who went tq
the mill at the river Haisin with a load
of grain, Mary Pacaijived at her home.

t the close of the war McGregor fount!
his way to that home, and in due time
niarriige ended the troubles of the couple
and the story.

The Bos'on banks indorsed it ; but he (Voor-hee- s)

believed that the rebellion had 'gone
no fun her. lie had eeen a bill, the passage
of xx hieb he xxas assured would be urged
before'the Ne York Legislature which
virtually demonetised silver in that State;
but r.o such unconstitutional act c uld
stand. In spiteof all adverse circumstances,
he ore-diete- tl.e final triumph ol the silver
dollar.

The country had just entered on the crude
experiment of the forced resumption of
specie imyments, leavir g behind five years
oi bankruptcy a id ruin. An appalling pen-
alty had been paid tor the bare proclamation
ofpecie resumption. In his j udgeiueiit the
results to follow specie resumption would
be full of disasters ard hardships tothe

Sxuth and N'orfh, East and West. That
sentiment was cherihed by vvery true
Democrat. Subseque a events chilled, and
at length for a time suspended, It in the
South; bu" the happiest circumstance of
our present, condition (thanks to the in-

fluence ot Democratic principles) is that
the love of the Union is every xvhere restor-
ed, arid thaf its preservation is a fix d prin-
ciple of the Democratic party iu the South.

Secondly- - Tne party xvas tqually distin-
guished by its loveof the Consi it ution. It
sought to preserve it in a l its Y'SL'.r
beneficence by giving t i'liaiional am!
rational interpret ion. and it battled inan-fal- lv

and constantly against those
constructions that threat

ened to convert the Government into an
unlimited centralized despotism: pud on
the other hand against the vices that
menace,! the existence, of'the Union.

Thirdly The Jaeksonian Tiemocracy were
the determine I fovs of monopoly. T"ey
could not b ; otherwise, for the very foun-
dation of the paty was the dio.rine ot
equal rights. By xvha'ever names they
may have been called, there have been, and
perhaps ever will be, but two great arties
in America the Lemocratic party,
nothing l rights, and an opposing
prty whose leaders have ever sought, and
ever will seek, special privileges ere.;teu by
law. Who can forf-e- t tbe jreat ' battle
f uht fcv t Ueuroct-aov- 'under the lead oi
JaekSJjnr aga'nst the Bank of the United
Slates; eno who can fall to see that a des-
perate struggle against, a far more powerful
combination of capital and privilege than
ws presented bv that instn ution is now
impending? Will the Democracy of to
day follow the sat.. pie set by ,heit fathers,
of ionexiltle opposition. t sp. cial privilege,
or will they prove recreant to the principles,
the history, and the traditions of their par-
ty t This Is a question that must ere long
be answered. My own belief is that it will
be answered as it ougtK to be, and that the
Democrats of to-d-ay will prove ;!;erselves
to be, what thar turners were; true' men.
Xhey wiM be earnest, but not rash; deter-mined.b- ut

not unreasonable; destructive of
wrongs and aouses alon?. and conservative
ot all that should exist ia a free Republic

Fourthly The "Jaeksonian Democracy
Wi-r- e a party cf economy. The ordinary
annual expense ol Jackson's administration
ftfo.it U "the expenses' of the Government
exclusive of paymeots in discharge of the
public debt) were butlA,00X)!Q()Q, or there
abou,u. fow oqr ordinary annual expen-
ses are nearly ten times that -- um. What a
contrast! While our population has increas-
ed but little more than three-fol- d, our ex
pensea have increased nearly ten-fol- d. Is
it not high time that we should return to
the economical principles and practices ol
Jaeksonian Democracv ?
