It such aggregate is ten per Cent. less than the
aggregate value as assessed in H7,, the State
t; for J $79 shall be four niilU; but if there is
not such reduction tin aforesaid, the State tax
shall be three and one-ha- lf mills, as provided
in section 10s in this act. Upon ascertaining
the relative value of the two assessments, the
Auditor shall instruct Assessors as to the rate of
fixation under the provisions of this section.
The commissions allowed Assessors shall be on
the busts of three and one-ha- lf mills taxation.

The Auditor requests that Assessors report in
accordance with the above, at as early a day as
possible, so as to enable "him to instruct them
as to the rate of taxation. He eannot give
proper instructions until reports are received
from every Assessor in the State.

There has been quite a rush of Tax Collectors
settlements for several weeks past. Some of
them have been exceedingly tedious, trouble-
some and Very difficult to adjust especially
those in the Levee Districts. The clerks in the
land department have had so much labor toper-for-

in these settlements that they have eome
to the conclusion that it is very dirty work.

In our last report we forgot m mention that
Mr. C. M. Thomas, Tax Collector of Noxubee,
had closed up a very satisfactory account for
Slate taxes of 173. Of ill,i)45, charged to him
he collected something over $ll,0o0. But few,
if any, have done as well.

The Tax Collector of Pontotoc is a 'genuine
Ihike, and hit'hly adorns the office which he
holds. He "fixed up" his papers so well and
sent them down to the Auditor's Office that
that there was no necessity for his presence
there. His settlement was made without a
bauble and Mr. Henry Duke's name classed
Xo. 1, on the Captain's books.

Mr. J. E. Jackson, of Clarke county, or
rather Mr. J. E. Clarke, of Jackson county is a
most conscientious Tux Collector (as Tax Col-

lectors generally are). He remained at home
and dosed up his settlement aud had the -

xptiU'ililr satisfaction (?) of learning, w hen be
received his final discharge from the Auditor's
Office, that he had somewhat overpaid the
State. But that is all right and so is Mr. Jack-
son of Clarke. Having a good conscience he
sleeps soundly, which some do not. Mr. Clarke
of Jackson is a cood collector.

Capt. A. J. Flannagin, of Warren, with his
jolly deputy, came out last Thursday night fig
uring on his settlement. He was charged with
about $J2,0C'J on account of State taxes of 1S78,

and has paid into the State Treasury nearly
$lii,0O0. The Captain is a good Sheriff, his
leputy is a jolly fellow and the boys in the
Auditor's Office bad a regular jWy-ficatio- n in
making up this settlement.

Gen. W. R. Leflore, of Pillow county, with his
handsome face and smiling countenance, enli-

vened the Auditor's office also, on last Thursday.
The (ien's. account was all " O. K. " He turned
his pockets inside out into the Treasurer's office,

and went on his way rejoicing.

The next was V. J. Hyuiim, Esq., of DeSoto
county, on whose face is stamped "honesty," in
characters unmistakable. Out of !),47i 0." of
which he was charged, he got it all from the tax.
payers but $:C!2 li--. lie did not sell a foot of

the State, and has never done so (luring his en-

tire term of office. DeSoto should be proud of
her Sheriff' and r.

T. D. Boyd, Esq., the excellent Sheriff and
of Choctaw" county, "closed up',

last week to the perfect satisfaction of the Ail.
tlitor. Mr. Boyd is never behindhand with his
settlements, and generally comes up well forti
fied with proper papers hence he is never de
tained long at the State Capitol.

S. MelCee, of Tunica county, came down
last Wednesday night, and owing to the very
complicated condition of his lands his county
being in the Levee District he had the pleiuwre
of stopping with the Auditor's office until Mon
day night last. We regret to learn that Mr. Mr
kee was quite sick for a day or two after his ar.

HISTORY.

In December, lsiJ, when the Dickson Hou
wa.- - destroyed bv fire the fir- -t fire iu this
city of any irnrsirtanee after the war the col
ored citizens took filch an active part, and
did such faithful service that Mr. Thos. Green,
then president of Jackson No. 1, and a nam
ber of other prominent firemen, suggested to
the leading colored men to organize a Hook
and Ladder Company. The movement, how
ever, fell through. At subsequent fires the
men who afterwards organized the Com
pany, of which we write, did faithful work
with Jackson No. 1, and Gem No. 2,
and again were advised to organize a
Company of their own. Finally a meeting
was called by prominent colored citizens for
that pursse which was held in Angelo's
Hall January 14th, ISTO. There was so much
interest felt in the movement by the white
firemen that at the meeting, fully one-thi- rd of
those present were of that class. Starting
out under stich favorable circumstances, the
Company has proicred and grown iu public
favor and appreciation with each succeeding
year of its life.
