Sir The undersigned, who had the honor
to be commissioned by your Excellency as
delegates to the Convention for the tm
provement of the navigation of the Missis
sippi river ana its navigable tributaries,
which met in the City of Quincy, in the
btate of Illinois, on the loth day ot October,
1879, have the honor to submit the following
report :

In obedience to the duties devolved upon
us by said commission, we proceeded to the
seat of the Convention, and were most
cordially received, and every mark of con-

sideration aud respect were shown us as
delegates of the patriotic people in whose
behaif you utii us the honor to constitute
us representatives.

The Convention was composed of several
hundred of the most distinguished and
public-spirite- d citizens of the great valley
and water-shed- s drained by the "Inland
Sea" that washes the western margin of this
State.

The great and central object of the as
semblage was to consider the importance of
the better navigation ot this great natural
waterway and its chief tributaries. In
that Ixuiy delegates represented districts of
productive soil competent to feed and cloth
the world. The mouth of this great river
is the natural gateway to the oceans, and
hence the people of every nationality with
whom me hold commercial intercourse.

Heretofore that gateway has limi-
ted the ingress and egress of ships
to a class of moderate dimensions so
moderate as to almost forbid competition
with the transportation of grains by rail to
Eastern marts but now to a great extent
relieved by the munificent cxenditures of
the (ieneral (rovernment in so deepening
the channel at the mouth that vessels ol
tonage sufficient may enter, and pass out,
with such facility as to promise a uew era
in the power of transportation at the sea-gat- e

of these waters. And it is gratifying
to observe that the facility of grain trans-
portation by the barge system is rapidly
increasing, and the day cannot be very re-
mote when the millions and hundreds of
millions of bushels of cereals raised in the
great North-Wes- t, will float to the sea ou
the waters which bind iu indissoluble union
the people whose agriculture, commerce and
navigation make them one.

We are gratified in being able to rejort to
your Excellency that the Convention was
alike distinguished by its fixedness of pur-
pose, and iw unanimity of action. With
one consent the Convention uttered the
conviction that, in the appropriations for
river and harbor improvements by Congress,
the hour had come wheu the navigable
waters of this vast valley, could justly stand
at the front and demand that her interests
should be fostered commensurately with
their national importance and commercial
magnitude.

The Convention purposely avoided the
recommendation of special theories, upon
which eminent civil engineers are divided
in opinion, though very plausible, and
seeming prima facie, to carry the sanction
and seal of great common sense ; because
the "River Commission," recently constitu-
ted by Congress to take up and consider all
such measures, would, as it was earnestly
hoped, without delay proceed to the accom
plishment of its momentous duties.

Ihe real work of the Convention was iter
formed by the Committee on Resolutions ;

and as finally passed almost unanimously
by the assemblage, we herewith enclose.

These resolutions will impart all the
essential information to our people they
can really need, and we trust will enlist
their hearty approval and energetic

; and if so, the day has dawned of
greater prosperity, and a truer commercial
supremacy than the most gifted sons have
hitherto conceived of, in the great Valley of
the West.

KtSOLl'TIOXS.
Resolved, First, That the River Improve-

ment Convention, now assembled, represent-
ing the States and Territories tributary to
the Mississippi River, having for its object,
the consideration of the improvement of tho
Mississippi aud Ohio rivers, and their naviga-
ble tributaries, as a measure that tends to
develop the resources, to augment the wealth,
and to facilitate the commerce of the whole
couutry, deoui it proper af, the outset to
declare that the usefulness of these rivers to
the industrial, agricultural, and commercial
interest of the country, demands at the bands
of Congress a wise, liberal, and vigorous poli-
cy, iu making adequate appropriations for
improving and developing the water ways
bet ween the interior of the continent and tiie
seabord, for the purpose of cheapening the
cost of transportation and productions, devel-
oping the r. sources of the country and open-
ing up the markets of the world to attaiu that
commercial supremacy to which we are en-
titled among the nati. ns of the earth.

Resolved Stcond, That tlc improvement of
the Mississippi Kiverand its navigable trib-
utaries for commercial purposes is so para-
mount to all questions of public policy, now
under consideration by the people of the
United States; that the ((rent bulk of the
commerce of the country emanates from the
Mississippi Valley which covers two-thir- ds of
the area of our country now contains more
than one-ha- lf of our populat ion that since
the formation of our government up to 1876
there have been expended 100,378.822 for
river and harbor improvements, of which
sum less than one-tent- h has been expended
upon the rivers of the Mississippi ' Valley,
therefore be it further

Resolved. In the light of these facts that it
is the duty of our National Government to
make appropriations adequate to the needs
and commensurate with the just rights of the
people of the Mississippi Valley, and we de-
mand that Congress shall with them
iu giving effect to these wisely devised meas-
ures which have for their object larger, bet-
ter aud cheaper facilities for inlcr-Stat- e

transportation and the development of our
domestic commerce.

Reolred Third, That the extraordinary
foreign demand for our cereals,
cotton and provisions, increasing each year
in their magnitude, demand that every avenue
for their cheap and rapid transit from the
place of production should be speedily opened
to accommodate a t rathe which will, if wise
ly presented, make of the United States of
America tne most prosperous country ou the
face of the globe.

Resolved Fourth, That we hail with greatest
pleasure the action of the last session of
Congress resulting in the appointment of an
engineering commission for the improvement
of the Mlsniasippi river &P4 its tjijvut iries,
as giving assurance that these great waters
are contemplated in the light of one united
and unbroken system of water-way- s and they
are to be improved as such; and that in asking
appropriations for tho improvement of the
Mississippi river and tributaries, we have no
prescribed plans,- - but we leave this subject
entirelv to the judgment and experience of
the able corps of engineers of the United
States Army who have the work of improve
ment in charge.

Fifth, That we favoi the establish
ment of a reservoir system on the waters of
the Lpptr Mississippi river, w&erepy a sur-
plus of 'water may-b- e Stored 'until the low
water seasons, thus utilising it when needed
for navigation.

Resolved Sixth. That a general aetof Congress
should be passed forbidding the construction
of private wharves, the throwing or placing
of debris, chips, slops, sawdust, ashes, cinders
or any other matters which form or aid in
forming 'and bars, or other obstructions, into
the Mississippi river, or Hoy u( the navigable
tributaries. ' ' :

Resolved Seventh, That it is contrary to
public policy for the general government to
construct publie improvements at immense
expense, and to suffer the same to be utilized
by private speculators to the detriment of
public uses, and that this Convention hereby
expresses its opposition to the practice of
allowing ciues to nss water power creatpa &y
the improvement of rivers fr local maorufae-turin- g

and mechanical purposes.
Resolved Eighth, That a permanent commis-

sion of three representatives from each State
bordering upon the Mississippi River and its
navigable tributaries, appointed by their Gov-
ernors, to promote the' twprHveniet of eij
rivers for Commercial purposes, '' would eon-doc- o

to tb best interests of the wholecountry,
and that Governors of any of said States who
have cot made such appointments ate earnest-
ly requested by this Convention to do so.

Resolved A'inth, That the President of the
Conveui!"" ""'eel an executive committee of
nine (together with the President of tnit con-
vention whose doty it shall be to prepare a
memorial to (Jongress, setting forth more in
detail the views of this Convention, npoa the
subject of the improvement of the channel of
the Mississippi River and its tributaries, to
call future conventions if they deem it expedi-
ent to do ao; to collect and publish statistics
bearingoa the subject ; for the information of
the people and of the Government, and to nse
all further means te procure early and favera-bl- e

action upon this sabject to Congress,
j 8.
