A communication from Hon. J. A. P. Camp
bell, relative to the Revised Code, was receiv
ed and read, as toilows:
Gentlemen of Senate and House of Represen

tatives
I have performed the work assigned me by

the act entitled "An Act to revise and codify
the laws of the State of Mississippi." approv
ed February 27, 1878; and having only one
draft of the Code, as prepared, haye placed it
in the hands of tho Governor, for submission
to you, tor your action upon it.

I have taken as the basis of ray action ihe
existing statutes, and have presented them, for
the most part, making only such changes as
experience has suggested to necessary, ard
adding such new provisions as appear tu be
required to complete the statutes and make
them a harmonious and efficient body of laws,
plainly expressed, conveniently arranged and
easily to be understood by those for whom
thev are designed as lules ot action. .Many
of our statutes have existed, in the language
in which they are now, since 18"J2, and some
of them since long prior to that. Much of the
Code of Iboi was transferred from the Code ot
1822.and, in turn, w as copied into that of 181,
While there has been growth, by addition to
the statutes, in successive year's, there have
been preserved, unchanged for more than fifty
years, the most important provisions affecting
the atlatrs ot the living, and the administra-
tive of th? estates of the dead. Amid revolu-
tions and change, of te Constitution, the
statutes have remain d unchanged. Gener-
ally, suited o any Constitution likely to be
accepted by the people, a change of
the constitution requires no ciiance
in the great body of the statutes. Secession
required only the substitution of Confeder-
ate'' for "United," before States, nnd the
statutes harmonized with the new conditions.
The Constitution of 1869 (a faiihtul copy of
that of 1832, with few changes, and a few ad
ditions) necessitated little other cliante in
ihe statutes it found in force, than to make the
Probate Court Lw a part ot the Chancery
Court Law. The Code of 187i. under the Con
stitution of 18t9, retained nearly all of the
articles of the Code of 1857, and the very few
oniiited, except the chapter on slaves, free ne-
groes and mulattoes. were probably left out
by inadvertence. Of tjie twerity;nine hun-
dred sections into which' the Coda "of 1871 is
divided, about twenty-si- x hundred were
copied from the Code of 1857.

The fidelity of the copy to the original is
not apparent to the casual observer, only be
cause the excellence of the Code of 1857, is
obscured by the derangement and confusion
of that of 1871.

Imbued with the spirit of conservatism.
apparent in the history" of legislation in this
State ; firmly convinced of the error of sud-
den and violent changes in the laws generally
understood and acquiesced in ; believing that
a rule, not the wisest and best, but which
is understood and accepted, is more desirable
than a better one, not demanded by the popu-
lar will, and apprised that through succes-
sive generations little change hat been
demanded or made in the statutes familiar to
the great body of the people, and affecting
their every day life, I have faithfully pre
served the main body of these statutes, which
have proved their excellence by long tolera
tion by those who could have changed out
chose to p eserve them, and have endeavored
to perfect the system by judicious pruning
and careful grafting, guarding against a
spirit of phange, and uever changing, except
cantiausly, and thereby surely to improve,

I have bad in view judicial interpretation;
h ive added to my own, the experience of all
who allowed me to lay theirs under contribu-
tion; have labored earnestly and unremitting-
ly for almost two years, and now present
embodiment of my effort to accomplish
win ot the Legislature, and promote tne inter-
est of the State.

My effort has been to perfect what we have.
rather that to try something new and un-
tried. I deem itunnecessary to attempt to in
dicate, in detail, in this communication, the
several changes I have made in existing laws.
as tney must foe examined in order to te ap-
preciated. I think it will be found thai I

ave omitted only what is useless or injurious,
and have added no more than is necessary to
meet the suggestions of experience in the
practical operation of the statutes.

I have introduced changes which will
lead to great saving of money in the conduct
both of public nnd private matters; have call a
ed to my aid the bench and bar ef the State in
my effort to improve the machinery for the as
sertion ot rights and tne redress or wrongs
thiough the courts; haye endeavored to pro-
vide for increased efflcieney 6f th laws for -

the prevention and punishment of crimes;
have had in view the great agricultural inter--

est of the country, nnd tried to promote it by
drawing together and reciprocally protect-
ing land-owne- rs and laborers, and hope
that by the avid afforded me, I have succeeded
in so improving the statutes of the State as to
make them acceptable to the intelligent and
worthy of the people on whom they are to op
erate.... -

I have added many forms, as precedents un
der the statutes, which will ensble inexperi-
enced officers to perform their duties more ef--
Bcientiv, aai u untoi lti people-t-o en.
force their rights, in many instances without to
profesional assistance.

i nave not cmoracea in my revision tne
laws oa the subject of "Swamp Lan Is." be J.

I have included the chapter on the Peniten
tiary, as found in the Code of 1875, with few
alterations. If leasicr the Penitentiary Is
continued, the operation bf this chapter can
be suspended, or it can s emitted, -- if there
shall be a return to the farmer mad of dealing
wun the renneauary. uus enapier is adapt
ed to the purpose.
