In a
single Court, an opinion once given is a f-

inality, but where there are at least three
Courtsof Appeal, as the bill provides for,
the chances of injustice or mistaken conclu-
sions are by so much diminished.

Congress, when it comes to pass on the
bill, will appreciate its conspicuous merits,
not to say the necessary legislation which it
involves if we are to ever get rid of the
Ciowded condition of the calendar of the
co rt, an , .. reeve ine supreme caui i
ui iiiese itiisi.iv n - m i v-.- iiseiumuss lojf lull
kinj: the bill a law.
