In planting ornamental trees it
should be remembered that iruit trees are
not only ornamental but useful. The season
for spring tree planting is nearly over for
this year, except in tne case of evergreens ; A
these can be planted through June and even
into July. The toots of trees should not be
allowed to become dry during the process of
transplanting, nor should tnev be cramped
nor maiuatea when it can ie avoided.
