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On Sowing Vegetable Seeds,
Many failures result from an inade-
quate knowledge as to the method of
sowing seeds, or from an idea that but
little care and attention is needed dur-|
i
|

ing the period of growth. In our di-
rections for the cultivation of vegeta-
bles we have been as explicit as possible |
in a pamphlet of this character, omit-|
ting many little details to be found in |
more extensive works, which, in most |
caszes, the good sense of the groweror a
little experience will readily supply.|
A few general remarks may, however, |
be of use to the amateur. Have
grouud deeply plowed or dug as long
before the sowing as possible, and again
dug and harrowed, or broken, from two
to ten days before putting in the seed ;
the manure, as much decomposed as

esible, should be dug in, in the first
instance. Be careful not to cover the
seed too deep ; by carefully nhs«rving}
our directions for 5‘»Willg‘ the )fil’l(‘ipﬂ]
seeds you may form a correct idea as to
the depth each variety should be cover-
ed.

Do not plant the same crops year after
year upon the same Jand. Change
about ; where you had root crops last|
year put vegetables that produce above |
ground this year,

From the time the Erhmln are well up
until they begin to bear, the ground
should be frequently stirred about and
between them ; do not spare the hoe; a
thorough cultivation is essential ; it
destroys the weeds, enables the plant to
thrive, and the ground to retain moist-
ure during dry seasons.

Blight of Fruit Trees.

To What Age Will Cows Breed. :

Prof. Fleming savs that cows have|
been known to breed after they were 20
years old @ but the most remarkable ease
that we are now ahle to recall is that of|
the short-horn eow Cherry by Waterloo|
(2816), bred by Mr. John Stephenson, |
of Wolviston, England. This cow was
calved December 20, 1821, dropped her
first calf January 16, 1825, and contin-|
ued to breed regularly every year up
to February, 1840, when she dropped
her six:eenth calf, beinz then in Lr-r
19th year. Another very remarkable
case was that of Red Rose by Windsor!
(697). This cow was calved in 1812,
and produced sixteen calves; the last
birth, being twin heifers, dropped when
she was 16 years old. There are sev-
eral instances on record of cowz breed-
ing up to the 15th, 16th and 17th year ;
but these are, of course, cx(‘eptwllal.
the great majority of cows ceasing to
breed before they are 12 years old.—|
