Such a construction would abolish the stat-
ute. The intent in law is presumed from
the act done, even where it is necssari to
prove an intent, but in misdemeanors for
violation of positive statutes uo intent need
be proved or alleged.

Uut if it were necessary to prove an in-
tent to violate the law betore the tickets in
this cas - can be rejected we think the cir-
cumstantial evid.-ue-e is amply sufficient.

Indeed,
they had availed themselves of the opportu-
nity presented by the act of the 12th day
of April, 1866, which authorized the
funding of greenbacks into 5--20 bonds at 6
per cent.

Finally Congress passed the credit strength-
ening act of March 18th, 1869:

"The faith of the government is solemnly
pledged to the payment in coin or its equiv-
alent, of all the obligations of the United
States not bearing interest known as United
States notes, and all the interest bearing
obligations, except in cases where the law
authorizing the issue of any such obligation
has expressly provided that the same may
be paid iu lawful money, or in other cur-
rency than gold and silver.

This was a case arising out of a corpora-
tion election, and the form of ticket to be
used in the election was prescribed in a by-

law in the following words :

If besides the names there are other things
on the ticket or if two or more tickets are
found together such tickets are not to be
read off and are not to be counted.

The opinion of the Court was delivered
by Chief Justice Tilghman, one of the most
eminent Judges who ever sat on the bench
in Pennsylvania. He says":

The tickets in favor of those persons who
succeeded in the election had on them the
engraving of an eagle. The Judge who tried
the case charged the jury that these tickets
ought not to have been counted. The case
is certainly within the words of the law.
The tickets had something more than the
names on them. Uut is it within the
meaning of the law? I think it is. This
engraving might have several ill effects.
Iu the first place it might be perceived by
the inspector even when folded. This knowl-
edge might possibly influence him iu re-
ceiving or rejecting the vote. But in the
next place it deprived those persons who did
not vote the German ticket of that secrecy
which the election by ballot wa3 intended
to secure to them.

A " strict construction of law is always
safest and best, and especially of law which
refers to political powers, duties or rights;

When we launch into the broad sea of
latitudiuous construction we have neither
chart nor compass, and the law becomes a
dangerous instrument in the hands of those
who construe it and who may contract or
expand it to suit the demands of those iu
power. But it is urged that this construc-
tion of the law should not
because it throws out such a large number
of Republican votes.
