And yet it is be
held by some that the United States have
not the constitutional power to make appro-
priations for the improvement of its great-
est single possession as a commercial high-
way.

Authority was found for expendiug over
$6,000,000 for the Cumberland river; sever-
al millions for the Delaware Water Gap;
$4,.iCH),OO0 for the canal around the Des
Moines rapids nearly as much for the
canal at Portland, in the Ohio river; 00

for Harlem river, in New York;
$7,000,000 for Alaska ; $5,000,000 in dam-
ages even for the fisheries; $200,000,000
since the establishment of the Government
for internal improvements, and $S,000,000
or $9,000,000 per annum for the improve-
ment of rivers and harbors generally.

Members of Congress find no difficulty in
securing appropriations for the rivers.creeks,
bayous and trout streams in their districts,
but when it is suggested that this great in-
land sea should be improved, as it is in no-
body's district it is held to be beyond the pale
of appropriations and of constitutional au-
thority. Why should we deepen its tribu-
taries and in mouth and leave the main
stream obstructed for four months in the
year, so that navigation is suspended, or pro-
vide no remedy to prevent the floods that
are alike destructive to life and property
upon its bosom and borders when the en-
gineers demonstrate that the necessary im-

provements may be made by methods and
plans simple, practicable and inexpensive?

Clause 3 of section S, article 1 of the Con-
stitution provides that "Congress shall have
the power to regulate commerce with foreign
nations and among the several States and
with Indian tribes." And under this pro-
vision our River and Harbor bills are fram-
ed. It certainly applies as well to the Mis-
sissippi as to the lakes and sea coast, and as
to tlia smaller rivers of the country. But we
may jro further and invoke the second clause
of section 3, article 4 of the Constitution,
which provides that "Congress shall have the
power to dispose of and make all needful
rules andregulations respecting the territory
or other property of the United States.
This is peculiarly applicable to the Missis-
sippi river. Nobody can doubt for a mo-- :
ment that it is the property of the United
States in every sense ot the word and that
Congress has the power to improve it accord-
ing to the plana of the commission.

Whatever dispute there may be on this
subject, none can ferret that the interests of
