Which is the best breed of cattle ?

Before this qtiesiioii can receive a prop-
er reply, two others must Ik atuwered :

For what purpose? and, under what
conditions? If for beef, the Short-horn- .

Hereford, Devon and Polled Angus are
all excclent where feed is abundant and
there is shelter in neve re winter weather.
Where feed is not plentiful, the JK voti
can get along better than the two tirst

e lighter and more active, and ii

can the Angus because more accustomed
to "rough it." Its thick skin enables
the lleiford to withstand the rigor of
winter pretty well and the Polled .Scotch
is more accustomed to severe weather
than its more sout hern rivals, tirades
of any of these breeds are hardier than
the pure-brcd- s and if moderately hi-- h

grades, the flesh is of excellent quality.
If beef and milk are wanted the Hol-ptei- n.

Polled Norfolk and Suffolk and
Shorthorns of a milking tribe like the
Princess, or of a milking herd, such as
are raised in several parts of the Fastcrn
States, are the best. Here again the
progeny of pure-bre- d bulls on a good
native cows often gives a great deal of
satisfaction. If milk for market is
wanted, the Ilolsteiu and Ayrshire are
hard to !eat ; but the former requires
considerably more feed and attention
than the latter. If butter and cheese
are needed, then the Ayshire, milking
fcshort-hor- n. and. perhaps, the Holstein
are most desirable ; while the fj rit and
last are the best for cheese, and the
Jersey, tJuerusey, Ayrshire and crosses
of the two first, or of the two first and
the third, are the best for butter. If
A draft ox is needed, the Devon comes
first for ordinary purposes ; but the
Hereford. leiug stronger, is K'tter fitted
for heavy loads in a rough country.
All these breeds, except the Jersey,
fatten well when dried off; but in this
respect the Short-hor- n and Holstein are
ahead of the others. Kural Xew
Yorker.

The Luscious Tomato.

Washington Republic.
It is a Htpuular fallacy that the lus-

cious and health-preservin- g tomato has
its origin as an article of food in this
country. But while there is some rea-

son to believe it was first found in South
America, it was evidently cultivated
centurits ago in Mexico and Peru.

But neither
then nor anywhere else in Europe is it
commonly eaten as it is here separately
and in quanti ies. In England it is
pariugly produced, requiring a hotbed

in the Spring, and is in consequence
high-price- The Italians formerly call-
ed il golden apple, and now call it love
Bpple, as it was once designated in this
country. The appearance of the tomato
on the table has greatly increased in
Europe within a few years, but in no
land is it a regular dish much as it is
used for a sauce abroad as in the
United States, where it is also pickled,
preserved and confected.

Salt for cattle is absolutely necessary
for their health, and if they do not get
it pretty regular they are liable to dis-
ease, "the. very best kind of salt for cat-
tle is the Liverpool rock. It comes
in large lumps and can be broken op to
any convenient size for use.

Chestscts for .Stitflvj Tl-kke- --

Parboily our chestnuts, peel, cut them in
four, season with half a ul of
salt, a half salt-spoonf- ul of white pepper,
a little ground mace, a table-spoonf- ul of
butter; stuff the craw tightly with this
and tie the neck closely ; roast as with
any other filling.

To Cakve a Tckkey. In carving a
turkey the breast should be uppermost ;

place the fork in the breast ; and take on"

the wings and legs without turning the
turkey ; then cut out the merry thought,
cut slices from the breast, take out the
collar-bon- e, cut off the side pieces, cut
the carcass in two, and divide the joints
of the legs.

Sau-af-y oh Vi:;etaijle Oysters.
Wash and scrape the plants nicely, boil
till perfectly tender, then cut up in small
bits and pour over it melted butter, with
salt, jspper, and vinegar. Another
mode of preparing, which is quite

is to wash the plant after having
boiled it tender, and fry in cakes. Jt
is in this latter form that it bears the
strongest resemblance to the oyster in
its flavor.

Cl'i:e Yolk Cokns. An exchange
says: Put the feet for half an hour, two
or three successive nights, in a pretty
strong solution of soda. The alkali dis-

solve t he indurated cuticle, and the corns
fall out sontaneously, leaving a small
cavity which soon fills. This receipt is
vouched for as a certain remedy.
Should it prove so, it will entitle the
author to the heartfelt thanks of many
a sufferer.

Fok Neueal;ia For neuralgia in
the face, or other suffering elsewhere,
the following remedy has liven tried with
good effect : Cut a thick slice of bread
all across the loaf fresh bread is best.
Soak one side for a minute in boiling
water, and rapidly sprinkle cayenne pep-e- r

over the hot side. Apply while
smoking hot to the painful surface. The
bread retains the heat Ions; enough for
the cayenne peper to act, and cayenne
does not effect the delicate skin as mus-
tard does. It acts as a rubefacient, but
not a blistcrer.

Summer .Shelter for Stock.

Much advice is given regarding the
sheltering of stock in cold weather, and
such a vice is usually followed by farm-
ers taking every precaution possible to
prevent suffering among the stock which
lias been kept over for wintering. But,
unfortunately, on some farm the work
is performed too well, and that which is
a benefit and a blessing in w iiner is quite
objectionable in summer. We discuss
and lake measures to ventilate our
dwellings because we know it is unsafe
to risk our health and lives in places
tkat are not at times exposed to the
circulation of the air ami the entering
of the sun's rays. As we thus care for
ourselves, how important it is for us
also to he careful of our stock if we wish
to be Miceessful, for they are helpless
and dependent.

As winter approaches barns and sta-
bles are made as nearly "air proof" as
they tan be. Most of them have a
small w indow at least, which is insuff-
icient for the purposes of ventila ion,
and it is but seldom used, for fear of cold
draughts. As the frost seals up all that
is injurious to the animal in the cold sea-o- n,

no objection can be made to the
farmer endeavoring to make his stock
comfortable, but how is it in summer?
Once a .stable has been put in complete
order, it seldom recieves a second repair
till l!;e succeeding winter. During the
warm months siock suffers very much
for the want of ventilation, and a win-
dow or two will not answer. Stables
are always in a eondi'ion of impurity, be
as careful as you may. The strictest
cleanliness possible will not avail with- -

sunlight and a free circulation of air.
Nearly all the diseases of the eyes of
horses are occasioned by ammonh gas
in stables, and one-hal- f of the lameness
of hor.-e-s is caused by the strong alka-
line substances usual to stalls. The heat
in stables is very oppressive more so
than in dwelling houses and hence
horses and cattle become debilitated and
unheulthr. Stables are securely locked
at night, and every precaution taken
against thieves, which is a part of the
routine in summer as well as in winter,
but if the doors were left open at night,
and tbennimalsallowed perfect freedom,
farmers could for themselves notice that
horses and cows would all sleep out of
doors, even if the weather was not
very favorable.

Iteruiutla (rass.
George P. McLean, in the S. L. Jour

nal, says :

From actual experience I know that
Bermuda grass will graze and fatteu
more stock to the acre than any other
grass known, and I know that vou can
cut front three to five tons of good hay
to the acre, and I know that hogs will
keep fat all the eason on it,

Now, if we would utilize this valuably
grass by cutting enough hay to feed
liberally all winter to cattle and horses
and raise full crops of corn, )eas and
potatoes enough for inau and beast

in connection w ith our splendid range
and mast, we can raise fine horses, cat-
tle and hogs, for less than one-ha- lf that
they can in the North and West.

The samd writer speaks emphatically
from actual exjerienee jn regard to the
advantages of home-mad- e pork. He
says : I know that I do raise hogs and
sell meat every year at a good price,
that never did cost me more than three
cents per pound. I have now fifty head
of fat hogs, that will average at the next
killing, two hundred pounds, that have
never been fed a bushel of corn. Last
fall they had the run of a good pea field
and potato patches, and since then in the
marh in winter and then on Bermuda
pastura. Tbey have oogt nothing so
far, an 1 will lie fattened on the pea fields
and the potatoes that would, otherwise,
have been left in the ground.
