Legislating Against Hogs and Sheep.

A bill will bhe introduced into the
next Mississippi Legizlature making 2
wires and one plank a legal ferce. This
iz what we call legislating sgainst Logs
and sheep. Does the State need such
an act passed by its law-makers ? It is
safe to say that thiz bill will be bitterly
fought by those members who wish to
zain political strength and  influence
from the colored population and those
of every shade of eolor who own hogs,
but own no land. The land owners, as
a vule will favor the bill, for they alone
can properly appreciate the vast sum of
money i2ecessary to fence their farwms
against the depredations of hogs.,  Such |
a law will save many million dollars to
this State. Barb wire will come into
general use, and as the galvanized wire
will last a lifo-time, there will conse-
uently be but little expense to keep

stitution of new posts every few years
in lien of those that are decayed.
