they are here named. It turns out,
however, that a true course of education
will combine all these elements in every
step of its passage. Any mas of facts will
honf little service to a mind unable from

want of training to put the facts to right use.

This is true, whether the principle be ap-

plied to education in the school-roo- m or in
the sphere of any given industry.

Now, this feature of mental training must "

on from the beginning to the end of a

child's education. And, if it is not secured
the earlier years of that school-life- , say

from eight or ten years of age to fifteen or
sixteen, it will, as a rule, not be secured at
all. There may be some amendments to a

defective training, but the bad habits ac-

quired in these first years, and the demands
labor for bread and shelter, leave the op-

portunity of training to but few who pass

eighteen. This mental training is not sim-

ply mental exercise, for this every mind
has in its daily life. But the mental pow-

ers, in the course of their unfolding, must

subjected to proper methods and eugaged
suitable subjects. Not to stop here, on

the detail of this interesting field, it may
suffice to sjr, that the true methods and
proper subjects of study will be pre
cisely such as will best serve the
ouuil in the end of his couri-e- , when he
comes to make a special application of bis
education in practical affairs of life. Dur-

ing the earlier years of a pupils school-lif- e

the subjects of study must be more or less

elementary and general, indeed, the whole
school course should die in a certain sense

general, that is, of a kind that will prepare
him for filtering upon the study of any
special pursuit that he may select.

This has been an unprecedented bad year,
I readily admit, but turn back to

any years since the passage of this
obnoxious law, and say wherein we suc-

ceeded, after deducting what we have had
to buy to live on, the" loss of mules and
bones from imperfect corn sold to us fnm
the West, the wear and tear of machinery
we use in cultivating our crops, the decay
of fences ami houses, and above all the con-

stant exhaustion of our lauds. The fact is,
fifteen or twenty more years of such farm-in- "

will produce a bankruptcy that will be

blighting upoft every interest, and render
thef farmers a set of landed paupers. The
bottom lands in the hill country of our
State, which in former days were the cita-

del of the planter's hopes, have pretty well

i,'rowii up in willows and briars; the slopes,
without any change of crops, and reckless

plowing, have washed away; while the
levels are ruined by the constant washing
ol sand aud clay, with nowhere a ditch to
take off the water or detritus from the
hills. Such is the actual condition of a

majority of farms in this part of the State,
and it is not to be wondered at that it takt

all the cotton we make, to furnish
supplies that we should raise at home.

So long, however, as this lieu law
remains upon the statute books, with
its sweeping penalties to the unfortunate
tenant, the same results will follow. The
merchant, whoshould never have had control
of the labor, looks only to the cotton crop,
and the dependant laborer is often compell-
ed, against his liest judgment, to neglect
everything else for cotton to pay his in-

debtedness for supplies, the greater part of
which should be grown on every cotton
farm in the State. The mercliants, who
now mostly control the farm labor, have no
interest in the protection of the landlord's
interests; and whether his lands wash away
from careless plowing, or how the stock jn
the farm is treated, bow the fences decay or
are br.rut up, how the houses tumble down,
Ac, are of no earthly interest to the man
who furnishes supplies. He only wants bis
cotton for the corn, meat, and clothing
which be has furni-he- d (and sometimes at
rates of iuterest that would bankrupt in-

dustrious gianU), aud he keeps a shurp look-

out on the eotlon crop, supplying not a

pound more rations than will answer the
demands of physical nature amongst the
tenants, and furnishing them not an hour
longer than the work on the cotton is con-

tinued. This culling and trimming the
tenant down to the narrowest margin of

supplies has produced a counter purpose in
him to appropriate the smallest amount of
labeir. I imagine that there are few farm-

ers in the State who will not at once recog-
nize the force and pertinence of these facts.

What, now, shall wedoabout it? I olten
hear that his unjust, exacting aud oppres-
sive law must be continued another year
in order that the laborers or the working
classes now involved almost beyond the
possibility of moral or legal escape may have
another opportunity of working out their
indebtedness. To plunge a man into the
depths of mud ard mire and let him strug-
gle hour after hour, until his chin is hardly
visible, and then compassionately tell him
to work on an hour or two longer before you
give him relief would be as sensible and as
numane treatment of an individual as to
continue this accursed law through the year
1882. If there is capital enough in the
State to keep up the farms under the law,
there is enough to keep them up without it;
and if our landlords will step forward and
take their business in their own hands, and

bring the laboring classes face to face with
them (the landlords) furnishing the capital,
doing away with all intermediate agencies,
hope will be revived, and industry quickened
on the part of the working classes. Let our
rsrwlature trass a fair but rigid contract
law, making it an offense punishable by
fine or imprisonment for a man to violate his
con tract for labor, giving the laborer the
same remedy against the employer who fails
in his contract for pay, making it likewise
Dunishable for any one to interfere in his
contracts for labor, and in my opinion, we
will see more hopeful results on botn si ties
before the next year expires, Russia, with
all of her despotism and fifteen millions of
manumitted serfs, can produce no law so

entirely one-sid-ed in its operations upon the
working classes o! farm lite, as mis nonage
agricultural law of Mississippi, aad if the
present Jeguuature canuoi get upoiueiuiug
aaore liberal in its provisions aa a substitute,
they had better wipe oat the present
law, aad leave the whole matter to the force
of circumstances. These views may all be
wrong, and probably unpopular, but I sub-
mit them nevertheless to public criticism.

not tlu intricacies, of grammar, a simple
history of the Unite 4 States, and as f ir as
nracli'cable. some lessons in b itaity. Next,
training schools, uislnoiilcei over me oune j
in stifticieiit numher to bring their advan- -

tages within reasonable reacn oi an, auu so
as to equalize ocal considerations to the
diflcrent nart.s of the State. The u rse cf
study in these Schools should begin where
the primaries leave off and include all that
might Le necessary for a sulistantial educa-
tion as to fit the student for entrance upon
ordinary business or into the university or
any technical college. Third, the univer-

sity and special schools. This tri-i'or- m sys-
tem should have the university for its cen-

ter; into her should be gathered the highest
and coniplctesl forms of knowledge; in her
should be exhibited the fullest outcome of
true methods of training and acquisition ;

her superior light should be shed upon the
whole system and diffused into every part,
giving measure, and tone, and cast to our
education. And this will be so, if the parts
are properly corrolated to each other in the
disposition "which the Legislature makes of
the matter. The university is already es-

tablished t,nd equi pped, at least substan

tjally equipped, and needs comparatively
,rinil outlavs of money to make her all

.'that is immediatedly demanded. Her real j

wants, however, should be met with no)
tinted haud. She must be looked to, notj

simply as a place where young men of
means end leisuie may spend the years of
their minority in elegant and convenient
scholastic society, or where apira:.ts o the
learned professions may be best fitted for

the objects of their pursuit, but quite as
much ana especially ror leaeuers in ur
schools and for successful managers and
laborers in all our practical industries.
Her power has been, will be, and must be
felt in every pulse of intellectual, social aud
industrial life ; and this power should be

brought out in its most effective form and
measure.

The State Female College is not nearly so
much needed as many insist upon. There
are many colleges in the State that secure a

truly collegiate educatiou to our young
women quite as much so as most of them
would have time to receive at the State
College. For the few who would have the
time and means to pursue th. highest forms
of science and literature, the univeisity
can lie opened, until time shows more clear
ly the need ot tne proposed new conege.
