The prospects of our market have not ma-

terially altered of late, the American crop
will, apparently, not vary much from 5,400,-00- 0;

something will, of course, depend upon
the amount of new coteon received in Au-

gust. The wonderful thing is, that in spite
of a decrease of 1,200,000 bales in the crop,
the visible supply for the world is only 05,-00- 0

bales below last year, while that for En-

gland is 161,000 bales more ; both English
and Continental spinners ase also believed
to hold larger stocks than last year. The
principal cause of this unexpected result is,
of course, the extraordinary crop of West-
ern India. It now seems probable that
Bombay will ship 400,000 bales more than
last year, up to the monsoon, an 1 as there
was also a considerable increase iu the after
monsoon shipments of last year, Europe will
receive at least half a million bales more
East India Cotton in the 12 months ending
October 1. than in the previous year.

The large surplus has undoubtedly staved
off an extreme scarcity in the autumn. At
one time it seemed doubtful whether the
trade would go largely upon Surats iu place
of American, but that doubt is now at an
end; spinners are buying and using Surats
very freely, the excellence of the crop and
the poor style and high price of low Ameri-
can, comoine to drive them in that direc-
tion, and it is clear that American cotton
will be relieved from much of the demand
that would otherwise have come upon it.
We are, therefore, of opinion that there is
no real danger of scarcity this autumn, not
even of American cotton, and we see no in-
dications, thus far, of a "corner" being at-

tempted. We incline to think that we shall
hold, in the aggregate, as much cotton in
the autumn of this year as last, but, no
doubt, much "more of it will be surat and
much less American.

We, therefore, think Ihe general level of
prices high enough and do not share in the
expectation of higher prices in the autumn.
