Upon
this recommendation tariff laws were
enacted and contiuued in operation
to the satisfaction of all down to 1816.

The idea upon which all laws up to this
date were based was tariff for revenue
with incidental protection to those man
ufkctureg which a proper defence of the

country required. This judicious rule
was not observed in the tariff law of
181f In that .ind everv subseouent

protection has been made the ob- -

ject and net the incident. Duties have
been extended to more than four thous
and articles and increased from five per
cent, in 1797 to more than one hundred

per cent, in 1870.
The effect of these laws have been to

impose the main burden of taxation up
on the agriculturists, who are the con

Burners, not only by the enhanced price
of imports, but indirectly in the con-

sequent depreciation of imports.
The policy of a general tariff has al-

ways been questioned. In 1824 while
the New England States were yet en-

gaged in commercial pursuits, and be

fore Daniel Wedster began to scheme
for the Presidency, which he failed to win

by reason of his persistent advocacy
later of special and local interests, that

great man said: "on the general ques
tion, allow me to ask if the doctrine of

prohibition (high tariff amounts in sub
stance to prohibition as the receipts
from the customs abundantly prove
as a general doctrine be not preposte
nois ? Suppose all nations to act upon
it ; they would be prosperous, then, at'

cording to the argument, precisely in
the proportion in which they abolish in

tercourse with another. Society
is full of excitement. Competition
comes in place of monopoly ; and inte

ligence and industry ask only for fai

nlav and an open field. With
1

me it is a fundamental axiom, it is inter
woven with all my opinions that the

great interests of the country are united
and nnseparable ; that agriculture, com

merce, and manufactures will prosper
together or languish together ; and that
all legislation is dangerous which propo&'
es to benefit one of these without :look

ing to consequences which may fall on

the others." Adam Smith whose great
work on the "Wealth of Nations" has
revolutionized public thought on almos

every topic discussed, says : "2o reg
ulation of commerce can increase the

quantity of industry in any society be

yond what its capital maintains. AY

can't cat our cake twice. It can only
divert a portion of it into a direction
into which it might not otherwise have
crone ; and it is by no means certain that
this artificial direction is likely to be
more advantageous to the society than

that into which it would have gone of
its own accord. Each man is the
best architect of his own fortune, and
when the individuals who compose a
nation prosper the nation prospers
The statesman who should undertake
to direct private people in what manner

they ought to employ their capitals
would not only load himself with a
most unnecessary attention, but assume
an authority which could safely be

trusted, not only to no single person
but to no council or senate whatever
and which would nowhere be so danger
ous as in the hands of a man who had

folly and presumption enough to fancy
himself tit to exercise it

To give the monopoly of the home
market to the produce of domestic in

dustry, is in some measure to direct pri
vate people in what manner they ought
to employ their capitals, and must in

almost all cases, be either a hurtful or
useless regulation. If the produce of

domestic can be brought there as cheap
as that of foreign industry, the regula
tion is evidently useless. If it cannot
it must generally be hurtful." No pro
dent man will make at home what he
can buy more cheaply abroad, and what
is prudence in a private person can
scarce be folly in a great nation.

We have not alluded to the palpable
violation of the Constitution in the
enactment of tariff laws for purposes of

protection, because infractions of that
instrument have become so frequent as
to excite no interest.

We are not of those who think the
South could advantageously abandon
the policy of our forefathers and suc

cessfully adapt her pursuits to what is

conceived to be the permanent policy of

the government so as to derive the ben
efit arising from a protective tariff.
There are few articles, except cottons,
in the manufacture of which the South
can now successfully compete with the
North. The proposition is self-eviden- t.

The present high tariff on machinery
would of itself prevent it.

Protective tariffs foster monopolies,
build up one industry at the expense of
the others, and increase the burdens of
the people without giving them an

equivalent. The present tariff, to quote
the languge of the Democratic National
Platform for 1876, which was affirmed in

1880 at Cincinnati, " is a masterpiece
of injustice, inequality, and false pre-
tenses. It yields a dwindling, not a
yearly rising revenue. It has impover-
ished many industries to subsidize a
few. It prohibits imports that might
Kurchase the products of American

has degraded American com-

merce from the first to an inferior rank
on the high seas. It has cut down tbe
sales of American manufact ures at home
and abroad and depleted the returns of
American agriculture, an industry fol-

lowed by halt our people. It costs the
people

five-time-
s more than it produces

to the Treasury, obstructs the processes
of production, and wastes the fruits of
labor. It promotes fraud, fosters smug- -

gling, enriches dishonest officials, and
bankrupts honest merchants."

The yearly accumulations, by purchase and
exchange, for half a century or more, have

brought with all this valuable matter a vast
amount of trash, which, on floors and
alcoves, crowd the space in the upper and
lower rooms. More accommodations will
have to be provided unless some disposi-
tion is made of this useless nutter, which,
if sent to the paper mills, would yield a
handsome sum that could be applied in re-

plenishing the Library from time to time.

And, by the
way, did you know that the Yazoo delta" em-

bracing a strip of country from one to two
counties wide and extending from Memphis to
Vicksburg, is said to be capable of pro-
ducing as much cotton as is now raised in the
entire li nited States ? In the past two years
railroad enterprises have been begun and are
beiri prosecuted that will cause an expendi-
ture within the State of $15,000,000 to $20,000,-00- 0

within the next two or three years. We
want money cheap money. We have one
national bank, with a capital of $75,000,
and perhaps a half a million in various pri-
vate banks scattered throughout tne State.
We need in the central part of the State a
national bank with at least half a million can- -

.lital, all of which could be profitably employed
iu uevuupiug uuu uiuiug uiuuuiuciones 01 cot-
ton, wool and machinery and in bringing to
the surface the vast wealth in our marl beds.
Send us some of your substantial business
men, with some of your vast surplus
capital to aid in developing the natural re-
sources of our State, and they would be just as
safe in their persons and property as any-
where in the world not only safe, but most
welcome.''

In this connection, we take pleasure in
extracting th.; following from a letter dated
at Saratoga, and just received from a friend
in New Orleans :

MISSISSIPPI RIVER COMMISSION.

The Allotment of the Funds.

AS DETERMINED UPOX AT THE CONFERENCE
AT NEW YORK. -- THE WORK TO BEGIN
ABOVE THE MOUTH OF THE YAZOO AND
MOVE UPWARD.
New York, Aug. 18. At yesterday's session

of the Mississippi Itiver Commission a deter
mination was reached to recommend approxi-mate allotment of the sum of $4,18,000, which
is for the improvement of the river below
Cairo, in the following manner:

For continuation of the work at Plum Point,
sixty miles above Memphis, $800,000.

For continuation of the work now in pro-
gress sixty miles above Vicksbure, at Lake
Providence, $700,000.

For work at New Madrid, 70 milts below
Cairo, $800,000.

For work near Memphis, and for continua-
tions of work on the harbor of Memphis $:i00,-00- 0.

For various harbor works in addition, to
balance the now available $123,O0J.

For repairs of levees bv the stonna-r- of
existing gaps $1,300,000.

ine sum ot SUW.UOO was left uuaPotted, lor
contingencies.

The Commission decided that the work
should begin on the east bank of the river,some miles above the mouth of the Yaioo,and should continue upward.me commissioners recommend that the sum
of $800,000, which has been raised by local
authorities, be applied in such a wav as to se
cure, in connection with the work done by the
Government, continuity of the lines of levees
from below upward.

With this end in view the Commission, in
making allotment, took into consideration
the amount of work likely to be done by the
local authorities.

Sudden Death of J. W. Covington, Esq.
Raymond Gasette, 16th.

The community was shocked Fridav morn
ing by the report that John W. Covington,
xoq., lurmeriy a citizen 01 naymond, but late
ij nuuiug at reason, was dead. Upon in-
vestigation, it was found that he had died at
his room in the old Magnolia Hotel, with no allone present to minister to him in his last
moments, ae was found by a servant, lying
uii mo noor, navmg no aouDt risen during the
night, for tome purpose, and being unable to
get back to bed, fell, and died as stated.

He came to Raymond on Monday of last
week, and was seen upon the streets only two
days before his death. No one knew of his
illness, or that he required help. He was
buried Saturday, by the members of the bar.

The Oxtord Eagle says that T. J. n,

Esq., Superintendent of the State
Penitentiary, was in the city hut week, the
guest of Col. Holder. He is an intelligent,
accomplished gentleman, and in him the
State hat an honest, faithful, intelligent
official,

public service command. He died in
the maturity of his powers, and while
honors were gathering thick upon his
head. He possessed rare gifts of orato-

ry, and carried his audience along on
his own tempestuous passions. It was

never claimed for him that he ranked
among the great statesmen of the day.
He was too much given to moods and
changes. He never touched a subject,
however, without dissecting it, and pre-

senting the strongest points in support
of his own side. One of the first pro-
ductions of his pen to give him distinc-
tion was his argument on the territorial
question, preceding the war. He took
the extreme Southern ground that the
territories were held iu trust by the gen-
eral government for all the States, and
that in their territorial condition, the
common goverment was bound to hold
them as property for the benefit of all
the States, and that a Southern man
had a right to demand protection for his
slave property if he chose to settle
within them. He was originally op-

posed to secession, but when the
Southern government was established,
he gave to Mr. Davis his unwavering
support. The great mistake of his life,
was his refusal to realize that the United
States government had won in the ap-

peal to arms, and his passionate call

upon the people of Georgia after the
total overthrow of the confederacy, to
resist the reconstruction measures.
Counsels like his, resulted iu turning
the Southern State governments over to
the rule of the alien and the robber,
plunged them into the countless woes
from which they were reclaimed after
years of suffering, and postponed recon-
ciliation between the sections. His con-

troversy with Blaine on questions grow-

ing out of the war, were regarded as a
mistake by many conservative men of
both sections, but no one will deny that
he gained a signal triumph over this
wily and unscrupulous antagonist. As
a Senator, he ranked Wiih the foremost
in a body which no longer numbers such
intellectual giants as Clay, Webster,
Calhoun and Benton.

The action of the House Committee
on Elections, though characterized by
the Chairman, Mr. Calkins, himself a
bitter partisan, as repugnant to every
notion of justice and equity, is begin-

ning to bear its fruit. In nearly all the
Southern Congressional Districts there
will be candidates who hope for an elec-

tion not at the jwlls, but at the hands
of a Committee of the House. Relying
upon the late practice of tli3 Republi-
can party in seating members for their
own party purposes, without regard to
the will of the people, as expressed
through the ballot, and allured by the
hope of the large sum3 paid even those
who fail iu their ambitious projects, we

may expect an unusual number of con-

tested election cases this fall. But the
arms of the wicked shall not always
prevail against the righteous. There
is a power in Israel which these
schemers do not reckon. The sober
sense of the people, both North and
South, has already protested against
this outrage upon the right of the peo-

ple to choose their own Representatives
a right preservative of all rights. It
is a blood-boug- right, and in the
language of another "should never be

parted with for a price less than what
it cost." In the approaching election
let the people, after a fair discussion,
express their will freely and fully, and
then it should be seen to that the will
of the majority so expressed, prevail.

In an article in the August Atlantic
on the progress of educational work in
the Southern States, the writer says:

The increase of popular interest and of
accomplished results is everywhere mani-
fest and vital. All educational work in
the South, whatever tbe obstacles and dis-

couragements in this field may be, has tbe
advantage of a constantly rising tide, and
of being done on widening lines of advance.
It is a time of growth, of new undertakings,
more comprehensive plans, and generally,
of increasing revenues and resources of all
kinds. I observed, also, nearly everywhere,
a feature of great interest and importance,
in the fact that the new education in the
South is tending to become more practical
and industrial than is the education which
is obtained in most of the schools in the
Northern States. The Southern people are
compelled, by the peculiar conditions and
circumstances of life in their communities,
to inquire, more closely than is usually
done in the North, what kind of knowledge
and instruction will be most useful to the
young in after life. The new education in
the Southern States is, in many instances,
better suited to the needs of tbe people
there than is the average Northern school
education to the needs of the masses here.

Editoks Clarion : Pursuant to call the
Greenbackers and Independents and Repobli.
cans of this the 7th Congressional District
met, reHpeclively, in Convoutioa this morn-

ing.
Tho ,Greenbickcra and Independents met

at 10 o'clock in caucus ; at 12 o'clock they or-

ganized, and after appointing a Committee of
9 to await upon the Republicans, empowered
to effect a compromise, adjourned to meet at
2 o'clock p. m.

At 12:50 the Republicans met and organized
appointing a like committee in like numbers,
to meet the Independent and Greenback Com
mittee.
