Buckwheat generally sells for :is much in
the market as any kind of grain, and it is j

wonderful that more attention is not given
to its cultivation.

The raspberry is a native of mountains or
COOl northern climates. Hot, dry soil is its
abomination, and it is always on the alert to

In the year 18K wheat sold fr 2" ceut
per bushel white woolen blankets were worth
ironi $10 to $2o per pair.

It is a singular fact, though not generally

known, that the juice of the seed stock ol
the common parsnip is so poisonous as to
raise water blisters between the fingers and
on the arms of those who cutoff the seed:
tops.

It is not good policy to let work horses
get thin. It costs more to put on flesh
than it does to keep it on. Flesh that be- -

comes hardened by exercise will be kept
Bp with less food, under the same work, than
it took to put it on. From fifteen to thirty
pounds of food will about supply the
daily consumption of horses large and j

small.

Millet and Hungarian Oram.
Millet and Hungarian grass may justly

be styled '.he clovers of sandy soils, for they
revel and thrive where the red clover per-- .

ishes ; but both do better with rich soils
than those that are inferior. To grow mil- -

let in a manner that it can be cured when
in a succulent, tender condition the seed
should be thickly sown, it being better to use
one bushel to the acre rather than a less

quantity. If the seed is to be harvested,
twelve quarts are sufficient. While grow-- !

ing it resembles very young corn, until
about to seed. It usually produces from
two to five tons of hay, according to quali- -

ty of soil. It loves the summer mpuths,
and should not be sown until the ground is
well warmed, but it is best to get it iu early
if danger of frost is past, in order to get the
benefit of spring showers. It stands drouth
remarkably well, and is often ready lor
cutting in two mouths and a half after the
seed is sown. It gives a single mowing only,
and the German giant is the best. Hungarian
grass resembles millet very much, but it is!
shorter in growth. This grass, though not
yielding as much hay as millet at a single
mowing, renews itself, and consequently af--;
fords successive cuttings, often as many as
Cine for each mouth after the first rnowiug.
Thia fact makes it quite a favorite with those
who practice the suiting system. For green
