County, Hon. Warren Cowan, JtiJg:.

had been induced from this fact to believe
that hs would meet with equal leniency on
this occasion, and had by this expectation
been induced to plead guilty ; bat that he was
now alarmed by a rumor that he was to be
more severely dealt with and therefore wished
to withdraw his plea of guilty, and take his
chances before a jury.
