Stction 1. Bo it cnao'.i d by tho

Legislature of tbe State of Mississippi,
That tho time for th.i collection of the
State arid County Uxcs for tho fiscal
year, commeneinf en the first day of
May 1 .at. be and the Bathe hereby ex-

tended as follows, Immediately
arter the first diy of June next, the Tax
Collectors shall proceed to collect the
aid taxes by distress, and sale of person-

al proterty, and to advertise the lands
of all persons who shall not have previ-
ously paid their ttixos; for sale on the
first Monday of July following. The
tax deeds to purchasers shall be filed
with the Probate Clerk on or before the
second Monday of the said month of Ju-

ly, and the collectors shall at the same
time file with said clerk the list of tho
lands sold to the State or to individuals,
and shall at tho same time present to tho
Hoard of Police of his county the report
insolvent and delinquent and
of tho said Board of Police shail meet ou
that day to reeive and act upon the same
and a list of the allowance made shall

Ube certified by tbe Clerk, and transmit
ted to the Auditor on or before the
twentioth day of the said month of July.
Tho colleotors shall only be allowed an
additional compensation of fivo per cent
on taxes collected after the said first day
of June, and ibey shall pay over all tax-

es collected to the State or Countj
Treasurer within thirty days after tho
said, firetday of July, or be subject to
all the penalties by law, for not paying
over such taxes within thirty days afte.-th-
