about the 2tu of May. This cable will
start from Oermoe, on the north side of
Mount's bay, Cornwall. The bay is
especially adapted for such a pnrpoi
being sheltered from the heaviest seas,
protected as it is from twenty-fiv- e points
of the compass, the remaining seven
covering an area in which no great run
of sea can be got up. The shore is also
suitable, forty fathoms of water being
reached in about four miles. The de-

scent into the thousad-fatho- bottom
is also much less abrupt than on tha
Irish coast. The cable will be landed
at Frehli-wnte- r cove in Halifm harbor,
on a piece of land in the occupation of
the Englitd) war office. There will then
lin laid a branoli cable from Freshwater
cove to and around Montauk point,
Long Island, landing 'on Hog ifflaud,
and from thence to New York city by a
lind line. The line is to be pnt down
by the same company now owning what
is called the French line, and as they
have a working arrangement with the
other lines, the public are not likelv to
derive any immediate advantage in the
shape of cheaper rates. The Halifax
and Hog island section and the shore
ends will be conveyed in threffvessels.
The Hibernia of 2,000 tons, Edinbnigh
of ,000 tons and the La Plata of about
l,8i)0 tons ; and it is hoped that if noth-
ing goes wrong the cable will all be
laid and in working order to this city
bytho2nth of June. The new cable
differs somewhat from any of .those hith-
erto laid, either across the Atlantic or
elsewhere.' There are seven Xo. W
gunge copper wires twisted in a spiral
and weighing 300 pounds per nautical
mile, and these are covered with four
coats of gutta-perc-h with thin layers of
Chatterton's compound, this amounting
to 100 jKmnds per knot. The diameter
(if each wire is about 0.48 inch, of the
strand 0.1 10 inch, and of the wire and
gutta-perch- a compound 0.4G4 inch.
This core is served with hemp, and the
hemp is again protected by ten wires
drawn from homogeneous iron, each
wire being swathed in fine yarns of ma-nil- a

hemp laid on spirally with a tarry
compound to preserve it; So far the
cable is not dissimilar to those of 1805
and 1806, and is almost identical with
that of the French cable of 1WA ; but it
is sensibly larger, ami the difference is
owing to two servings of jute' yarn
wound on in contrary directions and
covered with two coats of Latimer
Clark's preserative compound. Tbe
cable weighs about 200 pounds per knot
more than the previous cables, but it is
even stronger in proportion and is cal-

culated to last at. least twUe as long
under the same conditions.

things, so that none of these may claim

attention in fair weather. Substitute
management for routine, and you will,
in all probability, come out right in the

end.

Stubble and rested land should re- -

oeive attention first. Instead of
iug these iu lands 1(! or 2(1 feet wide, it

' is decidedly better to lay off the rows
and bed up regularly. It is easier to
run the level on the smooth surface be-- !

fore ploughing, than on the rough one
after. Besides, the laying off of guide
rows can be done leisurely during wet

i times, whereas, if delayed till spring,
time is apt to press heavily. But the
greatest advantage is, that lands thrown
up in beds, doe's not become so badly
"water sogged" as that lying flat, and
the healthy action of the atmosphere is

very much greater in the former than
the latt-- r.

When" I was a boy, says a distin-
guished man, my first saving of ten-ce-

pieces, earned by Saturday after-

noon work for school k-- pt half a day
then were expended in buying a heifer
calf. Then I worked ont, and paid
my father a certain sum each month for
keeping. When the calf was one year
old I traded it for two steer calves, and
now had to put in good and strong to
pay for their keeping ; but I occupied
all my spare time in teaching these
calves to work in the yoke, and at one
year old they would gee and haw as
well as any old oxen, and my father
paid me for their use in leading the
team for breaking his two and three
year olds. Again, I had a piece of
ground eaeh year, after I was fourteen,
that I could plant and work on shares ;

and, if T wanted help, why I had to
give two days of my time to their
hired man's one day. I grew just what
my fancy and reading dictated, aud
from the proceeds I dressed as well as
any of the boys at the present time. T

always had some time to play and read,
and now look bauk with love and pleas-

ant thoughts to the old form and farm-

hand who taught me to use tools, and
whipped me when I neglected to drive
the team out straight at the end of the
furrow in plowing. The remembrance
of my boyhood days always induced
me to favor nil items of encouragement
at home on the farm ; and I believe if it
were more generally practiced we

should have more goi d farmers and
less broken-dow- n merchants, or loafing,
hanging-on- , g clerks, ready
for anything except honorable labor
and usefulness.

How Clovku Impiiovkh the Son,.

l'rof. Toelcker thus explains the action
of clover in increasing the. fertility of
soils : " All who aro practically ac-

quainted with the subject must have
seen that, the best crops of wheat are
produced by being preceded by crops of
clover grown for seed. I have come to
the conclusion that the very best pre-

paration, tho very best manure, is a good
crop of clover. A vast amount
of mineral manure is brought within
reach of tho corn crop which otherwise
would remain in a locked-u- p condition
in tho soil. The clover plants take
nitrogen from the atmosphere manufac-
ture it into their own substance, wliieh,
on decomposition of the clover roots
and leaves, produces abundance of am-

monia. In reality, the growing of clover
is equivalent, to a great extent, to
manuring with Peruvian guano ; and iu
fliis paper of mine I show that you ob-

tain a larger quantity of manure than in
the largest dose of Peruvian guano
which a farmer would ever think of np--

plying. It is only by careful-
ly investigating subjects like tne one
under consideration that positive proofs
aro given showing tho correctness of
intelligent observes in the field.

Home-mad- k Manuius. Twenty hens

will furnish excrements in a year, if
well cared for, to give an acre of com a
good start, equal to a liberal supply
of the patent materials. The privy for
six in a family, if well attended, will

How to Save Co.u. tx Gn.vrns. The

most practical suggestion yet make to-

ward economy of Coal seems to be the
use of solid bottoms in ordinary fire-

grates. It is asserted, and indeed
proved, that in any e not ex-

cessively small a plate- of iron placed
upon the grate will save the consump-tk- n

of coal, reduce the smoke, aud
leave a cheerful, g tiro.
Quite sufficient air enters thrbugh the
bars, no poking is necessary, and the
fire never goes out till the coals are.

dust, every particle of fuel being con-

sumed. Any householder can try this
experiment, and reduce his coal bills
say thirty per cent, at the cost of a
shilling.

Ei.kctuk: Cai'tkiiv in Snioi:nY.
Surely the world is moving. One of
the last and perhaps greatest improve-
ments iu surgery is a new method of
cutting away formidable tumors in some
of the cavities by electricity. Where
it is almost impossible to secure bleed-
ing vessels on account of reaching
them, for example in detaching a fung-
ous growth far off iu the nasal cavities,
throat, etc,, a wire is passed around the
base, the battery set in motion, and
presto, the tumor is separated without
loss of blood, the vessels being seared
as it were with a hot iron. Better still,
under the lulling effects of chloroform
or ether, the patient experiences neither
pain nor loss of strength from hemorr-
hage.

To Clean Silver. Dr. Eisner says
that hot water poured off potato par-
ings or boiled potatoes is admirably
adapted to clean silver. The objects
can be easily rubbed by the fingers
with the sottliugs- of potato meal, aud
they become as bright ns they usually
do ween rubbed with tripoli. The pro-

cess is particularly advantageous for en-

graved and raised objects, the powder
is liable to collect in tho cavities. Ger-

man silver and plated ware can be
cleaned in the same way. Potato water
which has become sour by long stand-
ing can be substituted for acids to clean
copper vessels.

Fatal Fly-hite- Deaths very fre-

quently occur from slight punctures
made by flies in warm climates. Occa-

sionally such cases occur in temperate
zones, but the cause of such a melan-
choly result from a slight wound iu the
skin does not seem sufficient to produce
excessive swelling, pain discoloration
and other extraordinary appearances
which are quickly exhibited. It is,
therefore, possible that the insect
which makes the tiny wound has its
proboscis charged with an active poison
from some source whore it has recently
been foraging, which, introduced into
a bleeding wound and rapidly carried
by the absorbents into the system, is
followed by death. Observation on
these forms of ophthalmia so common
in Egypt, ending in blindness of one if
not both eyes, leads to tho opinion that
tho dreadful malady is propagated by
Hies, carrying, on their feet and feeding
tubes, purulent matter from diseased
organs whence they are kept away with
difficulty, to sound ones, where they
are attracted by moisture on the margin
of the lids.

New Use tor Sawdust. The London
Field says of sawdust: "I litter the
horses ou.it to a depth of nine inches,
raking off the damp and soiled surface
every morning, and spreading evenly a
little fresh, removing the whole four or
five times a year. Its advantages ap-

pear to be many, of whioVI will statu a
few which give it, in my estimation, its
greatest superiority over straw. It is
much cleaner, and more easily arranged;
aud, of course, much cheaper at first
cost, making in the end an excellent
manure. It is peculiarly beneficial to
the feet, affording thern a cool, porous
stuffing, a substitute for the soil of
earth we always find in the hoofs of a
horse at grass, and presents the nearest
resemblance to the horse's natural foo-
tingthe earth. We never had a dis-

eased foot since the introduction of
sawdust in the stable, now some years
since. Horses bedded on sawdust are
freer from dust and stains thnu when in
ordinary litter, simply beoause is a bet-

ter absorbent, perhaps, and testify thoir
approval of it by frequently lying down
for hours in the day. It has also the
recommendation of being uneatable
an advantage which all in oharge of
horses with the habit of eating thoir
litter will admit."

our ablest weekly journals of criticism:
" Poetrv is the protest of the emotions
against the dominion of the intellect ; "
and the various schools of poetry have
been thus described: Greek poetry, as

'the protest of free-wi- ll acainst the
domination of fate or necessity ;" Jcw-- !
ish poetry, as "the passionate outbreak
of human hive, devotion and trust,
against the restraints of mere untw.ird
law;" Dante's poetry, as "the protest
of human instincts against ecclesiastical
tyranny;" Chaucer's against " the iron
monotomy of medireval life ;" Shakes-

peare's, as "the general assertio e

right of man to be as various and as
wonderful a creature as God had made
him, wliieh was the tit accompaniment
of that new springtime of human
thought and enterprise, the reviews of
learning and the discovery of t'ne New
world." And in the modern poetry of
Coleridge, Shelley, Wordsworth, Ten-

nyson and Browning, there is 'detected
the same remonstrance of the human
spirit against external pressure, against
the despotism of nature, and even the
yoke of mere science or knowledge.

This is a much more valuable contribu-
tion to a true theory than Keeble's, who,
to his Oxford lectures, considered it as

"a vent for overcharged feeling, or a

full imagination, when the mind is over-

powered and requires relief;" or that
of Sir Francis Doyle, who traces it to
"dissatisfaction with what is present
and close at hand ;" which is, he says,
"one of nature's silent promises to the
heart, one stimulus to the advancement
of the race, one source of the abiding
greatness of man." Shelley himself,
one of our greatest poets, in a remark-
ably beautiful essay "in defense of poetr-

v-," is as signally deficient in clearness
of definition. " To be a poet," he says,
"is to apprehend the true and the beau-

tiful ; in a word, the gwd, which exists
in the relation between existence and
perception, und between perception and
expression." Again, ho says, "poetry
expresses those arrangements of lan-

guage which are created by that impe-

rial faculty, whose throne is curtained
within the invisible nature of man."
This is nearly as unsatisfactory as the
deliverance of a recent ambitious wri-

ter, that poetry is "the record of pleas-
ure, intended to produce pleasure. '

Wordsworth's essays on this subject
(like all that he ever wrote) are worthy
of thoughtful 'pondering ; though his
theory, erring through a restriction of
the sphere of imagination, stands in
marked contrast to his own .practice of
the art. It would be easy to multiply
definitions ; but those we have given
sufficiently illustrate the drift of specu-
lation and of criticism on the subject.

Canada, is that they do not get the same
care and treatment they bad iu those
countries, and are often kept o i soil
they are not adapted to, and are not fed
sufficiently. The wool from a Leicester
sheep that has been in the United States
two years js generally harsher, leaner
and worth much less than it would have
been if the sheep had staved in Canada
or England, Now this will not always
beso, for growers will yet learn that these
large sheep need moro to ' eat than the
small merino, and their food should net
oonsist of Indian corn, but they should
have some roots, maugel wartzel and
oil cake. When sheep are fed on corn
they arc too hot d feviht und tiit
wool becomes harsh and brittle, while, a
proper supply of roots and oil cuke,
with other food, will produce soft, sound,
eUstio wool, Farmer's Advocate-- .
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The Chinese.

The Chinese, thought not of the
Caucasian race, have all its political,
moral, nnd social capabilities. Long
ago, they reached a higher plane of
civilization than most of the European
nations attained until a much later
period. The Western states have since
risen above that plane. The whole
world is anxiously inquiring whether
China is to retrieve the advantages she
has lost, and if she is to come within
the family of modem civilized states.
Mr. Bnrlingame's sanguine tempera-
ment and charitable disposition led
him to form too favorable an opinion of
the present condition of China. In his
anxiety to secure a more liberal policy
on the part of the Western nations to-

ward the ancient empire, he gave us to
understand, especially in his speeches,
that, while China has much to learn
from the Western states, she is not
without some peculiar institutions
which they may advantageously adopt.
This is not quite true. Although China
is far from being a barbarous state, yet
every system and institution there is
inferior to its corresponding one in the
West. Whether it be the abstract
sciences, such as philosophy and psy-

chology, or whether it be the practical
forms of natural science, astronomy,
geology, geography, natural history,
and chemistry, or the concrete ideas of
government and laws, morals and man-

ners ; whether it be in the esthetic
arts or mechanics every thing in China
is effete. Chinese education rejects
science; Chinese industry prosciibes
invention ; Chinese morals appeal not
to conscience, but to convenience;
Chinese architecture and navigation es-

chew all improvements ; Chinese gov-

ernment maintains itself by extortion
and terror ; Chinese religion is mater-
ialistic; not even mystic, much less
spiritual. If we ask how this inferior-
ity has come about, among a people
who have achieved so much in the past,
and have capacities for greater achieve-
ment in the future, we must conclude
that, owing to some error in their an-

cient social system, the faculty of in-

vention has been arrested in its exercise
and impaired.

China first became known to the
Western world by the discoveries of
Marco Polo in the thirteenth century.
At that period, and until after the ex-

plorations of Vasco de Grunn, China
appears to have been not comparatively
great, prosperous, an 1 enlightened, but
absolutely so. Aa empire extending
from the snows of Siberia to the trop-

ics, and from the Pacific to the monn-souro-

of the great rivers of Continent-
al Asia, its population constituted h

of the human race. Diversified
climate and soil afforded all the re-

sources of public and private wealth,
Science and art developed those re-

sources. Thus, when European nations
came upon the shores of China, in the
sixteenth century, they found the em
pire independent and
The Mantehoos on the north had in-

vaded the empire and substituted a
Tartar dynasty at Nanking, but the
conquerors and the conquered were still
Chinese, and the change was a revolu-
tion and not a subjugation. China,
having thus attained all the objects of
national life, came to indulge a senti-
ment of 3uieroiliou8 pride, under the
influence of which she isolated herself
from all. other nations. Her govern-
ment from its earliest period was in the
hands of a scholastic and pedantic
class, a class which elsewhere has been
found incapable of practical rule.,
Sinoe the isolation took place, that
class has effectively exercised all the
powers of the state, in repressin" in-

quiry and stifling invention, through
fear that a change iu any direction
would result in their own overthrow.
The long isolation of the empiro, and
the extirpation of native invention, have
ended in reversing the position of
Cluua. From being and
independent, as she was when found by
the European states, she has become
imbeoile, dependent, and helpless.
Without military science and art, she is
at the mercy of Western nations. With-
out the soienee of political economy,
the government is incapable of main-
taining an adequate Hystem of revenue ;

and, without the science of Western
laws and morals, it is equally incapable
of maintaining an impartial and effec-
tive administration of justice. Having
refused to adopt Western arts and
sciences, the government is incapable
of establishing and maintaining a bene-
ficial domestio aaministration. Insur.
reotions and revolutions are therefore
unavoidable, nor can
repress them without the aid of the
Western powers. Bke pays tbe Eu-
ropean nations for making her clothing
for her people, and the arms with which
they must defend themselves. She im-

ports not only the precious metals, but
ooal and iron, instead of allowing her
own mines to be opened. Hhe fnrbid
the employment of steam and animal
power in mechanics, and so largely ex-

cludes her fabrics from foreign markets.

ho touched turned into a lie ; re-

lating how he. once quoted two lines
from a translation of Dante which Hass-li-

very greatly admired, and quoted
in a book as proof of the stupendous
power of that poet. But no such lines
were to be found in the translation
searched for the purpose ; whereupon
he adds, " I must have dreamed them,
for I am quite sure I did not forge them
knowingly." " What a misfortue," he
plaintively concludes, " to have a lying
memory !" On the other hand, a cor-
rect memory is the most necessary of all
aids to the liar, as we are reminded by
a hackneyed proverb; and it also
prompts to lying in unprincipled hands.
Wood tells a story of Hoskyns, the
Winchester boy, who, having neglected
to write his verse exercise, glanced for
a minute or two over th shoulder of a
more diligent school follow, aad npou
the master calling him np, said he had
lost his paper, but if he might be al-

lowed he would repeat wiUioat book
the 20 verses he had written, which he
was permitted to do. Th other boy
was called next, and showed the verses
which Hoskyns had just repeated, and,

f being taken for the thief, was sorely
whipped. Next to the lying memory,
and far more ooinmon, is the treacher
ous memory that fails us at a pinch,
hiding itself in darkness, leaving us
cognizant of its existenoe but eluding
our grasp.
