The Discovery of North America.

America is named, did not discover this
continent proper either.

John Cabot was
the discoverer of North America (some
time in May, M"7), which he likewise
supposed to belong to the dominions of
the (.iratid Cham. He aailed along the
coast for three hundred leagues, and
went without tiuding any
human being, though he believed the
country inhabited. It is remarkable
that tiio three great discoverers of the
Western world should all have been
Italians, Coiumbus having been born
in (Jenoa, Vespucci in Florence, and
Calsit, presumably, in Venice The birth
of Cabot is uncertain, as are his age aud
the place aud time of his death. But
the tact that the license granted to him
by Henry VII calls him Kabotto, Vene-

tian, would teem to determine the ques
tion of his nativity. The discoverers
had a sorry fortune. Columbus, as we
are aware, was treated with the blackest
ingratitude by the King of Spaiu.
When the officers ot the vessel in which
he was cariitd a prisoner to Spaiu ollcred
to remove his chains, imposed upon him
by royal order, he replied, " I will wear
them'as a reminder ol the gratitude ol a
princess." Ue died, as everybody knows,
neidected, in extreme poverty, of a
broken heart. Vespucci had many trials
and died (sor, ana Cabot leu into uch
obscurity that no ne can tell where or
wheu or how he died. Surely the augu-
ries atteudaut on the birth ot the western
world were not tavorab e, and in a
superstitious age might have led to the
lu.ief that its history would never be
marked by good lortune. New York
Times.
