In Sir. Madison's message of Dec. Itl3, ihe

cmpliiiient was extended, as fellows:
The success on Lake Eric having opened n pas-

sage on the territory of the enemy, tho oflicer com
iiianding the Northwestern arms, transferred the

war thTther, and, rapidly pursuing the hostile

troops, Mceing with their suvugo associate, forced

a general action, which quickly terminated in tin
capture of the British, and dispersion of the savage
i.r.e.
