IMPORTANT FROM THE FRONTIER.

We learn from a gentleman who arrived
in this city last evening at 12 o'clock, in
whose veracity wc think wo may depend
that another most cowardly attack has been
committed on the Disputed Territory, upon
three American gentlemen by some felons
calling themselves "mounted patroles." It
seems that the persons herein named viz:
Tli. F. Templeton, Geo. Cady and Jno. II.
Kenwick, were proceeding from Bangor to
Canada, and on their arrival near M.ida-wask- e,

a party of armed British soldiers
met them. Mr. Cady inquired of one of
tho soldiers the mod direct road to take.
He gave them neces.-nr- information, when
four oWiers came up and asked Mr. Cady
some, impertinent questions as to the object
of his journey; Mr. Cady replied very
properly nnd proceeded to' turn the hordes
into the road, when one of the squad step-
ped in front of the carriage and ask'd what
the feelings of tho people were in relation
to the burning of the Caroline. Mr. Tem-
pleton said they were very naturiily indig-
nant at such a dastardly act. end that every
tr;:e American wariniv expressed a hope
t;ai Mci.eod, me leader ol tiie otienoers,

sillier the severest punishment
the laws of the country. ''If McLnod
burnt that old hit1!:." milled the soldier.
he deserves our thanks, and if a hairot

his head is in hired, v.u and your d d
countrymen willbc made to repent it in dust
and ashes." The jyittleinrin ma,e no other
reply to this insolent remai k than to request
tiie leaders to allow them a free and unmo
lested passage. But four or five of the
cowards seized the rein1', and charged the
gentlemen as "spies," and refused to let them
pass unless they subjected themselves to a
seuren. J. ue gentleman remonstrated upon
this unpnralled proceeding; and as tiiey
wcrc unarmed, not having oven a cn.no. to
protect themselves with, they were unable
to oifor any resistance. One of the ruf
fians tuen seized Mr. Cady bv his coat
and attempted to pull him from the carriaire,
tiie oilier two grnt!ei:r'n turcvv the soldier
from the carriage who f ill prostrate in the
street. The whole party then came ur and
made a dreadful attack upon t!ti; senile- -
nien, during which Mr. Cady was kno"ked
flown with the butt of a musket nnd M:
Templeion received a severe wound inl!e
shoulder with a bayonet; Mr. Kenwick
attempted to escape by runninsr, but one of
the part v tired upon 'aim. nd lie received a
bail in his rigid, (high ho fell to tho ground
IV-'- tho wound.

upon this suggestion his Excelieiiey will
forthwith give directions for the troop;
to be withdrawn to their former stations.

It appears that Lieut. Sherwood and a
Mrs. Jontoinery, wifo of Lieut. .Montgo-
mery, of the 7th Regiment of Infantry,

were riding out for pleasure, a few days
since, under an escort of soldiers, and
when only two miles from the military post
at 71iranopy, were fired upon by a parly
of Indians. Lieut. Sherwood, .1rs. Jont-gotner-

y,

a Sergeant jJ.ijor, and two pri-
vates of escort, were killed, jirs.
M. was from Cincinnati, and had been
married but a short lime.

Tho news was brou .ht to Fort Fanning
by express on the 2!th uit. Five privates
were missing at time tho express left
Jicanopy.

Two waggoners, on the road from I'ila'ka
to Fort Rtisseil, were shot by the Indians
on Tuesday last. They had started out a
few hours in advance of the escort, and
were shot 7 miles from 1'ilatki.
