Sib: I opposed the currency bills, not be- -

cause they wete yours, but because I deemed the
rejection of them necessary to 3ave the party
from disgrace and defeat, and the people from
oppression. Had those Dills Decon.i laws, open
and successful resistance to their operation would
certainly have followed, and the Democratic
party would as certainly have been overthrown in
Missouri. Vou have assailed me tor attempting
to serve the party By whom you have oeen so

long upheld. Is it thus you requite your friends
for favors;

But, why have your currency bills been pub.
lished in no shape or place, stive in the columns
of the Reporter? Did you know, when you
made your thanks to the legislature, that that
body did not even deign to give your bills a Sec
ond reading, or to order them to be printed? Was
not this giving you "the cold shoulder in a man-
ner sufficiently unequivocal to enable you to dis
cover that your penal panaceas were despised by

the Representatives ol the people, and your at-

tempts at dictation spurned? The truth is, sir,
that your best friends were ashamed of your bills,
and" unwilling to hazard their reputations by seem-in- s

to favor the passage of them. They were
smothered in the Committee of the Currency, be- -

ine deemed too odious to be published with the
ordinary bills presented to the House and yet
your instruments did not hesitate to denounce me

as a traitor for opposing them. Yes, sir, treason
has been charged against me for acting with the
great body of the Democrats, in and out of the
Legislature, against your cuirency ouis, wnicn
proposed to annul charters without the action of

the judiciary; to alter or repeal charters without
the consent of the corporators, in violation of
the charter themselves; to turn out Mate, Uounty,
City and Town officers, and the officers of muni-
cipal, literary, scientific or trading corporations;
to fine and imprison, and disqualify such officers
for office; to annul contracts and popular elec-

tions; to make payments void, and thus encour-

age fraud and swindling; to require test oaths of
State, County, Town and Corporation officers;

to withhold licenses from all men of business,
who would not, or could not take the test oath
required of them; and, in etfect, to forbid them
from doing business in the State. And what
was to constitute the offence, on the commission
of which such enormous penalties were to be
incurred? The receiving or passing of the

notes of specie paying banks of other Stales or
any denomination! This was to constitute the

offence, sir. It is true, that your bills only seemed
to aim openly at the suppression of the circula-

tion of all bank notes under the denomination of
ten dollars but your real object was, to keep out
of Missouri the notes of the banks of other States
of all denominations; and this design was but

by your bungling and ungramati-ca- l

phraseology. You intended to prohibit the
circulation of all notes "not equivalent to gold
or "silver coin, and convertible into such coin
"upon the spot, at the will of the holder, and
"without loss or delay." Thus you would have
prohibited the use of the notes of the best banks
of other Slates in Missouri, of all denominations-s- uch

notes not being fully equivalent to specie
here, nor convertible into specie on the spot,
without loss or delay. Under pretence of 6tr,king
at shinplasters, or small notes, you intended to
prohibit the circulation of all bank paper in this
State, except that issued by the Bank of Mis-

souri, and to prevent the use of the notes of that
institution, except at some three or four points in

the State, at which they are redeemable "on the
spot" and thus the usefulness of the bank
would have been nearly destroyed. Was it com
mendable to undertake, in this way, to trick iho
Legislature into a war upon all the notes of the

I banks of tha sister State, as well as upon the

business, the lights and liberties of out citizen.'

and the constitution of this State? Was it wise
or prudent to mnke such an effort, when the peo
pie, in consequeenco of the scarcity of money,
were clamoring for relief for stop and valuation
laws and when of llio currency then
in use consisted of Kentucky, Virginia and a

bank notes? Was it because you mingled
not with the people and were ignorant of their
want, that you ventured to press such harsh and
monstrous measures upon their Representatives
in the Legislature? Or, were you reckless of
the popular feeling and the general distress, ami
impressed with the comfortable belief that the
adoption of such bills, under your dictation,
would odd to your fame abroad, and that the
weight of your name and the apprehension of
your displeasure would silence ail opposition?
As a public servant you are invited to answer
these inquiries as you best can.

I think, sir, by the way, you have a henvy
account to settle with the members of the Gen.
eral Assembly. Your obtrusive interference with
their appropriate duties was quite indelicate, and.
