Monticello, Fxbeuart 21, 1825

THOMAS JEFFERSON.

A white IVomart among tht Winnebago
Indians. There is now among the Winne-bagoe-

near Fort Atchinson, a white wo
man, supposed to be about seventy years
old who knows nothing of her pnrentage,
and who has conformed to all the manners
and habits of the Indians. She was recog
nized by John Ilaney, Esq., now living at
Prairie du Chein, and who also thought he
saw in her wrinkled and care worn counte
nance the kindred lineaments of an old
friend Philip Daldridge. In answer to an
inquiry, Mr. H. writes as follows:

"I hilip Daldridge is the name of the man
who lost the three children one of which
I suppose to be the old white woman now
with the Winnebagoes. From my recol-
lections of the features of Mr. D., and the
striking resemblance of this woman, I

have lilile doubt of her being one of the
children. Her apparent age, and the fact
of her having no recollection of her captiv-
ity, answer the case of his children, who
were taken when very young. They were
captured on the waters of the Monongahe-l- a

river, in Virginia, near sixty years ago.
Mr. D. lived in Washington county, Fenn-sylvani-

for a number of years; he then
emigrated to the State of Indians, some
thirty years ago, where he died. His child
ren, I suppose, are some of them still living
in the btate of Indiana. Air. Daldridge was
an intimate friend of my father, and being
a man of marked features, 1 still retain a
distinct recollection of his personal appear
ance, and that of his family. The first time
I saw this woman I was struck with her
resemblance to the Daldridge family. I

had intended to have written to some of
the family, but have neglected it."

The outline of the historv of the capture
abovementioned, is something as follows, if

our recollection of the story is not at fault
Daldridge was returning to his home, from
a short aosence, but lust in season to see
his dwelling in flames, and his wife and chil
aren in the act of being hurried off by the
hostile Indians. He was almost upon them
before he was aware of his danger, and his
wife motioned him to flee for his life. He
had entered the little field that surrounded
his dwelling, and a high fence interposed
between him and the forest. Several Indi
ans sprang toward !nm to secure him, but
being a very athletic man, he leaped the
fence like a deer and outstripped his pursu
ers. But he was ever after a lonelv and
disconsolate man, and spent much of his af-

ter life in endeavors to regain his lost farni
ly. For this purpose he visited, after the
peace, most ot the Indian tribes in the JNlis

sissippi valley, also Canada, and to ascer
tain the truth ol some report, in fruitless
hope, he visited Scotland. Daldridge re
covered some portion of his family, and, we
believe, ascertained where others died, but
of one or two of his children, he never had
any tidings. It is highly probable that the
personage above referred to as being with
the Winnebago Indians was one of them.
Our kindhearted friend, Mr. H., conversed
with her of her situation, and tried to wean
her from her present mode of life. At firs
aditlerent ambition seemed to lighten up
her eye, and she would often visit his family
clad in a cleaner blanket and witn more
gaudy moccasin than was hei want belore
but she informed him, finally, that she knew
of no other kindred or people by the ties of
attachment except those with whom she
had always sojourned, and she wished to lie
down with them in her final rest, oho
remarkable among the Indians for her tern
perance and for her disregard of many of
their superstitious rites.

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MIRABEAU'S EULOGY ON FRANK

and spoke as follows:

' Fianklin is dead! Tho genius that freed
America, end poured a flood of light over
Europe, has returned to the bosom of the
Divinity. The sage whom two worlds
claim as their own, the man for whom the
history of sciences and the history of em-
pires contend with each other, held, with- -
nut doubt, a high rank in the human race.
loo long have the political cabinets taken
formal note of the death of those who were
great, only in the funeral panegyrics. Too
long has the etiquette of courts prescribed
hypocritical mourning. Nations should
wear mourning for their benefactors. The
representatives of nations should commend
to theii homtgenone but the heroes of hu-

manity. The Congress has ordered throgh-ou-t
the United States a mourning for one

month for the death of Franklin; and at
this moment America is paving this tribute
of veneration and gratitude to one of the
fathers of her constitution. Antiquity
would have raised altars to the mighty geni-
us who, to the advantage of mankind
compassing in his mind the heavens and the
earth was able to restrain alike thunder-
bolts and tyrants. Europe, enlightened
free, owes at least a token of remembrance
and regret to one of the greatest men who
has ever been engaged in philosophy and
liberty. I propose that it be decreed, that
the National Assembly, during three days j
shall wear mourning for Benjamin

very rich. Uf course the quality of the
ore varies in different parts of the mine.

We have sunk a shaft about 75 leet
deep, snd find a vein of the black sulpuret,
the same as that analyzed by rrolessor
Chilton, some 10 feet de?p, 3 feet wide on
the top and 7 feet at the bottom. Below
it lies the red and yellow sulphuret in large
crystals.

We hone, when our; facilities for mining
are complete, to be able to raise ten tons of
ore a d a y which, at the price offered us by
Revere Copper Company ot Boston, will
average al"ut 8150 per ton. We have at
this time considerable ore in transitu to
that city.
