ury Report to Congress, seven woeks ago, it wos
very distinctly stated that, il the war with Mexica
ghould be continued until the 30th of June,
1848--baing the end of the next fiseal year—nn
additional loan of twenty-threa millions of dol.
Jars would be required to meet the expenditures
of the Government for the present and next fis
cal yeur, nnd leave a balance of four millions of
dollars constantly in the Treasury.

It may be remembered, also, that we express
ed, at the time, our apprehension that the Treas
ury Estimate bad both overrated the income and
undersiated the expenditures of the Government
far the peciod mentioned.
