Sax Dieco, Decumber 277 1873.

As Twrote you yesterday, the Indians
have played the devil this time. Ona of
Grey’'s sons and some fourteen  others
killed.

Several parties are out after them, but we
liuve no reliable news. Fighting yesterday
about fifteen miles above here,

We patrol the town regularly. Good
ATIOS APE Very scarce.

Later nows from San Diego, received from
a letter addressed to Guadalupe Garcia, of
this city, confirms in substance the above
letter, but states more explicitly that seven
pastores, in the employ of Toribio Lozano,
were hitnged. The eldest sonof Mr. E. N.
Gray (Enrique) was killed, and his son-in-
law wounded with seven arrows, from
which it i3 supposed he will die.

The party numbered thirty, composed of
Americans and Indians. A numberof citi-
zens pursued and overtook themin s belt of
timber on the Las Animas creek, where an
engagement took place, in which an Amer-
ican, supposed to be a Mr. Swank, of this
city, was shot through both legs, and the
horse of Emiliano Salinas was killed under
him. Upwards of one hundred and fifty
mén were in puirsait of the fiends at last ac-
counts.

BAx Axtoxto, December 15.—Fort Grif-
fin advices of the cighth give the follow-
ing pariiculars: = Lieut. Turper, of the
Tenth Cavelry, at the request of the citi-
zens, left bis post on the third instant, with
a constable and. troops, to assist in captur-
ing o gang of horse and cattle thieves, who
had been infesting that reighborhood for
same lime, siealing and terrorizing to s
feariul exent.
