The great lexicographer says that “‘tight”
mesns ‘‘intoxicated;” and then he says
that “‘drunk” means ‘‘overwhelmed or
overpowered by spirituous liquors; stupe-
fied or inflamed by the action of spirit on
the stomach and brain. It is brutish to be
drunk.” Again he says *‘drusk” means
‘‘drenched,” that is, with spirituous liquor.
Drenching is a serious operation, and if any
doctor should desire to relieve himself of
the imputation of ‘‘drenching” a man,
upon the usual technical piceties of the
vrofession, he should be allowed the scope
ot such licenses.

Elliott had
mmed himself both with a bludgeon aod a
pisto!, and without provocation or motifics-
tion made the sssaunlt in thesnost cowardly
manner. The bludgeon used, and now in
the keeping of a friend, is of oak, about
two feet long, an inch and s half through,
and had been made for the occasion, the
handls baviog been rounded snd the bal-
lance left equsre. Elliott had been i
waiting and drew the bludgeon from be-
hind him aod struck the sssauited on the
head while he was walking along the mde-
walk on his way to the BraTesxax office.
Quick dodged, but received a glancing bat
staggering blow on the top of his head.
Quick, who was totally taken by surprise,
and who was wholly unprepared to defend
himself, retreated into the street, followed
by Elliott, who threw the bludgeon with
great force st him, but without effect.
Quick then grabied the stick snd threw it
at Elliott, and hit him quite & severe blow
on the hend. Elliott then attempted to

draw a six shooter, and Quick again retreat-
ud to Mather's store, pursued by Elliott
where the former attempted to secure some
wenpon of defense, but could get none.
Then picking up two stones, he threw one
of them av Elliott, who at the same time
fired 4 shot, the bsll passing through the
lapel and sleeve of Mr. Quaiek's coat. This
is a simple snd correct siatement of the en-
tire aifluir, snd the facts can be proven.

The trouble appears 10 have
been renewed yesterday evesing on the
stairway of the News building, but hostili-
ties were not resumed uvatll siter the side-
walk was reached, though some harsh
words were passed on the stairs us the par-
ties went down, The action of both par-
ties on the sidewslk was so sudden and un-
expected to the bystanders, and the ex-
citement at the time s0 great, that
it was impossible to get st all the facts,

A word or twe is said to have passed, and
perhaps & blow struck, but of that there is
no testimony so fur, when Sherrard drew a
knife nod ivflicted & wound in Holman’s
side aud neck, from the last of which the
blood spurted freely, and it was afterward
found that the jupgular vein was severed.
Holman is said to have turned away as if in
quest of medical sssistance, when he halted,
drew & small pistol and at unce discharged
it at Sherrard, who was in u few feet of
bim at the time,

Rape Holman was long a compositor in
the Stavesuas office, and was well regarded
by his fellow craftsmen and beloved by
many (riends here. His mother and other
members of the family have our deepest
sympathy in their affliction.

‘The Narrow Gauge and the International.

Editers Statesman—If gentlemen engaged
in securing subscriptions to the narrow
guuge succeed in nothing else, they have
made that grest sphyox, the Internstional
Railrond Company, speak, and that is more
thun legislatures, laws, or any other power
have so fur been able to do; and to this ex-
tent we owe these gentlemen praise.

There is sn unoflicisl, uowritten, irre-
sponsible idea afloat in the community that
if our people will rafuse to aid the nurrow
gauge that the International will be pushed
iminediately to Austin; when a macadam-
ized road can be built to Lampasas, and
thus secure the end desired, always. pro-
vided, however, that we advance a round
sum to the International as & bonus for its
progress. Our experience with railroad
companies is that 1f you desire to know in
uwdvance what any railrosd company will do,
you must first find what course enables
them o exact the most tnbute, and then
you may be sure that course will be adop-
tel. Tuis being admitted, does ary man
of sound mind doubt that the creation of &
depot beyond Round Rock, & point nearer
to Lampasas by eighteen milesthan Austin,
and certain to draw away, at least tempora-
rily, the trade of that whole country from
Austin, will place us at the mercy of the
International Ruilrond Company, unless the
narrow gauge is built, and force us to accept
any terms they may dictate, in order to
avert disaster and ruin, We know that
many of our business men are being slresdy
ifluenced by this dangerous argument, but
we ask them to look well before they place
themselves and our city in the power of uny
company.,

It is as plain as daylight that a bparrow
gauge will cost our pevple less to build than
a macadamized road, and nothing to keep
in repair, and the blindest man inthe coun-
ty cin see at s glance that the building of
even twenty-five miles of the narrow gauge
towards Lampasas effectually checkmutes
und prevents the Intcrostional from stop-
ping short of Austin, whether it desires o
do so or not ; and to hesitate now is to be
lost. We believe that if the parrow gange
bad been built twelve months ago that the
Interontionsl would be now ruunning its
traing into our city, and that without any
bopus from our citizens, If the Internation-
al is not going to stop at Flag Springs de-
pot, and is coming mto cur city, why do
its friends oppose the narrow gauge! Would
it not be & leeder to it?

Any merchsut or lumber-desler
in Austin who is wnterested in this particu-
lar trede will recognize that he can ship
freights from Austin direct (with a good
macadamized rosd to Bagdad or Liberty
Hill) to pomts in Llano, Lampasas, San
Saba, Mason, Brown, Menard snd Coryell
counties as chesap us from Bagdad Station,
on the proposed narrow gauge, alter paying
local rates by mil to ssid points.

reason to doubt Mr, Mitchell’s statements.

The representations made in the STATES-
smax office on Frniday by Dr. Wallace have
been published before. He stated that
Zol. Ellivtt was acting ‘‘strange” at the
asylum, and that Dr. Bibb had told him
that be was ‘‘drunk.” This he stated
to Mr. W. D. Patton sod wo Mr. Quick.
Mr. J. B. Burron was in the STATESMAN
office while Dr. Wallice was talking upon
the matter, and on Monday, the thirteenth
inst., while in the Sratesman office again
Mr, Barron sasscrted in the presence of sev-
eral gentlemen that he **heard Dr. Wallace
say to Mr. Putton and Mr. Quick on Fri-
day, that Dr. Bibb bad said Col, Elliott was
either *‘drunk™ or *‘tight,” but would not
state positively whether Dr. 'W. suid
‘‘drupk™ or “‘tight.” Mr. W. D. Patton,
whose word npo man who has cver koown
him will doubt, states as follows:

AvstiN, Texas, March 13, 1876,

I am an numble, private citizen, and, de-
sining no public connection in this matter,
would prefer, if it can be avoided, not to
have my name thus used. Butif the neces-
sity demands a statement frow me 1 feel it
no more than a duty to muke a simple,
plain statement of what passed in a conver-
sation in my presence in the BTATESMAN
office between Mr. E. H. Quick sod Di,
Wallace. Dr. Wallace said that he did nou
notice that Col. Elliott was drinking, but
that Dr. Bibb said he wuas drunk, Gover
nor Coke had been so informed, and that
it had been circuluted on vhe streets.

He stated to me previousiy that Col. Bk
liott did not drink wore than a tablespoon
ful, but that he might be wrong in that; he
had esid in his statement to Mr. Cardwell
not more than two tublespoonsful; and that
when he rallied Col. Elliott about taking
such a smull drivk ore member of the party
remarked that he, Col. Elliott, hud been
drirking beer this morning.

of the twellth:
