election case of J. T. Coffee v.. A. J.

the same under consideration and examina-
tion, and beg leave to report the following
as the result of their investigation:

After ihe examination of a number of
witnesses for both parties to the contest,
your committee find that twenty-seve- n ille-
gal ballots were cast in the election as be-

tween said parties to the contest, of which
number fourteen were cast for J. T. Coffee,
contestant, and thirteen were cast for A. J.
Norihiugton, coutestee; that, upon a re-

count of the Georgetown and Lampasas
lown election boxes, your committee find
that, at the Georgetown box, A. J. North-
ington receive! 121) votes and J. T. Coffee
241 votes. At Lampasas town box, A. J.
Northington received 239 votes and J. T.
Coffee 34 votes. Whereas, by the return of
the officers of election at Georgetown, A.
J. Northington received 127 votes and J. T.
Coffee 241 vote; by the election returns at
Lampasas town, A. J. Northington re-

ceived 233 votes and J. T. Coffee 35 votes.
From the certificate ot the returning offi

cer, yonr committee bod tne aggregate
number of votes cast for A. J. Northing-
ton to be 1049 votes, for J. T. Coffee to be
104(5 votes, taking the result of the re-

count by the committee of the boxes at
Georgetown and Lampasas,' which leave
and makes 1001 as the aggregate number
of votes actually and in fact ca&t . for
A. J. Northington, and 1043 votes
for J. T. Ceffee, deducting from
which 13, being the number of illegal votes
cast for A. J. Northington, and 14, being the
number of illegal votes found to have been
cast for Coffee, leaves IOCS as the aggre
gate number ot legU votes cast in said
election for A. J. Northington, and 1031 as
the aggregate number of legal votes cast
for J. T. Coffee, making an actual majority
fur A. J. Northicgion of 7 vote.

Your committee recommend the adoption
of the following rc&oluUyD :

Senator Storev, from Judiciary Commit
tee No. 1. submitted the following report:
Hon. Ji. IS. Jlutjtnrd, lyesutent of the Senate:

I canuot agree with the report of the
msjontv ot Judiciary Committee o. 1,
who recommend the passage of Senate bill of
No. 120, "An act to fix the time of holding
tue biennial trs-iion- of the Legislature of
the State of Texas," for the following rea
sons:

1. I believe this to be the only session
contemplated by the Constitution for the
Fifteenth Legislature, and any other session
uiust be either an extraordinary session

It will not be denied by any one tnat one
of the principal if not the prime reason for
calling the late Constitutional Convention
was to secure an economical government,
and one ot the greatest evils complained of
was frequent sessions of the Legislature,

i . tk. ;n w,Auu yiwi
of the members of the convention, we find
that early in the session, as shown by the
journals of the 'convention, a proposition... . .ii i ri -was suouiitieq oy iur. oiartin oi num. now
an honored Senator on this floor, in these
words, viz. : "That after the adoption of
this Constitution, the first two sessions of
tin Legislature shall be biennial, the first
session limited to ninety days, and the
second to sixty days; and thereafter the
Legislature shall meet in regular session
once only in every iour years, except, wneu
the Legislature shall be convened in extra
session by the Governor, ' which extra ses
sion shall be limited to thirty days; and
when so called, the Legislature shall act
upon no measure or measures, except such
as may be recommended by the Governor."

A few days afterwards Mr. German pre
sented the following:

'The members of the nouse of Repre
sentatives shall be chosen by the qualified
electors, and their terms of office shall be
two years from the date of general election,
and the regular sessions of the Legislature
shall be once only in every to years, and
no more than sixtv days' duration."

Both of these and several other similar
resolutions were refened to the Committee
on the . Legislative Ue part ment, and in
course of time the committee reported the
following:

44 The Legislature shall meet every two
years, at such times as may be prescribed
by law, and at other limes when convened
by the Governor. The first session under
this Constitution shall convene on the
dav of , 1876."

This was amended by striking out all
after the word 44 Governor," and thus sec
tion 5, article 3, of the Constitution was
formed. Again, at a later day in the ses
sion, Judge f erns, an eminent lawyer and
able member of the Convention, sub
mitted the following:

Section . No money shall be drawn
from the Treasury but in pursuance of
specific appropriation made by law, nor
shall any appropriation of money be made
for a longer time than two years

Several davs afterward, Mr. Brown of
Dallas offered the following amendment

Add to section 6 'except by the hrst
Legislature to assemble uuder this Consti
tuuon, which may make the necessary ap
propriation to carry on the government
until the assembling of the Sixteenth
Legislature.' " This amendment was adopt
ed, and thus section 6, article 8, of the
Co stitution, was formed.

I submit that these extracts are sufficient
to show that the Convention recognized
the demands of the people to do away with
frequent sessions of the Legislature, and,
in order that no harm should result from a
longer vacation than two yeart, the Fif
teenth Legislature is permitted to make an
appropriation to carry on the government
until the session of the Sixteenth Legisla
ture, which cannot assemble, as we all
agree, until after November, 1878, or two
and a half years,

Again. I refer the Senate to section 24,
article 3. of the Constitution, which in
substance provides that at the first session
of the Legislature held under this Constitu
tion, the members may receive five dollars
per day for ninety days, and two-- dollars
per day for the remainder of the session.
and for all subsequent sessions five dol
lars per day for sixty days, and two dollars
per day for the remainder of the session.

But is contended by those who favor the
views of the majority of the committee
that this is an extraordinary session of the
Legislature, and that at this session we
must provide for the meeting of the regular
biennial session of the Fifteenth Legisla-
ture, and that the bieunial session of the
Sixteenth Legislature must be exactly two
years from that date uo more, nor no less,
If this is true, when we once fix the time
for the biennial sessions of the Legislature,
it cau never be changed except by an
amendment to the Constitution. Such a
thing was certainly never contemplated by
tr e Convention.

And if we should be so fortunate as to
complete all the necessary legislation at
this session of the Legislature, this extreme,
strict construction of the instrument will
require us to go through the foolish, ex-

pensive and 8bameiul toriuality of assem-
bling here next April, with nothing to do
but to draw our mileage and thus insult tne
good sense of our constituents, return home
aud congratulate ourselves that we

I am clearly of the opinion tnat the ordi
nauce of the Constitution under which we
assembled here must be construed to pre
fix, so to speak, to our terms, the lime from
the date ot our ehction, on the ntteentn
day of February last to the first Monday in
November, lbiti. So the filteenth Legisla-
ture warlike all county tiicials.in fact elec-

ted for nearly three ears instead of two years
and we ue not on duty before our terms
begin, as some seem to think ; and because
we were elected for a longer than
two years, and because it was contemplated
by the Convention that we might nave no
other session until the Sixteenth legisla
ture assembled, we are permitted to araw
full pay i ir ninety days to enable ns to get
througb with all necessary legislation, and
to ni.tke an appropriation for a longer pe
riod than two years.

I might rest my case here with perfect
safety, but for fear some may think we
aie without a precedent to sustain the posi
tion taken, 1 beg to remind Senators that
this is no new question in Texas. The
Constitution of 1845, provided in section
5. article 3, 4 iTiat the sessions of tne Leg
islaiure shall be f ienniaL, at such times as
khall be prescribed by law." This very
language was ct td ia nection 4, am- -

clo 3, ot the Constitution of loon.
While the present Constitution retains

the s.i me idea in section 5, article 3, in tbis
language : "The Legislature shall meet
every two years, at such times a may be
provided by law, and at etber times wbea
convened oy tne uovernor, ana as tne
last convention borrowed that clause from
the Constitution of 1860; so they borrowed
the following ordinance from the Constitu
tion of 1806 :

4 --Ordinance No. 3, section 2. Be itfur

consequently, the regular session now in
force would take place, unless otherwise
provided by la, in 1S67, 1SC9 and 1ST1,
and so on. The term of tffice of the Gov-
ernor as preeir lied in the of
the State now in force, will expire in 1$0,
in 1874, and so on. The convenience, aud
indeed necessity of providing that the gu
bernatorial term shoul 1 commence and ex
pire in connection with sessions of the Leg
islature are obvious. As the gubernatorial
terms are fixed in the C'ousiiiuiiou aud can-
not be allowed by law, it only lemaius lo
make 'the legislative sessions harmonize

ith the gubernatorial term. Your com
mittee, therefore, report the following bill
and recommend its passage.

This bill became the law, ami is found
on page 111 of the laws of 1S0(5. Under
this law and the ordinance quoted, the
members of the Legislature ot 1800 held
their offices from June. IStiO, until August,
18GS, and the next session of the Legisla
ture did not convene until Octoler, ltttiS,
two years and two months after the Legis-
lature of 1806 convened.

I submit, then, that both reason and
precedent sustains our position that this is
the only regular session the Fifteenth Leg-
islature can ever havw. And this view of
the case leaves us with the plain duty of
fixing the time for the regular biennial ses-

sious ot luture legislatures. Uurs was
fixed by the Constitution and ordinances of
the Constitutional Convention.
