In view of
the miaconCiPtioBB which seem tj pre
vail in mauv parts of tbe Southern
St ites with regard to the powers and
duties of tbe National B ard of Health,
Dr. Billings, vice president of that or
ganization, has addressed a letter to
the Banitary council of the Misaissinpi
valley, which is substantially as lot
lows: 1. It is the dutv of the Stst
and local health authorities, and not of
the National Board of Health. t take
the initiative in adopting measures to
prevent the spread of contagious dir-ease- s.

The National Board of Health
bat caused to be printed and circulated
ctr.ain recommendations which ind --

cate the minimum amount of precau-

tion to be tken by the State or local
authorities, while they may, t their
discretion, make more stringent rules
than those mggested, bat if thry are
too stringent, nven to absolute se,

this board has no power to
interfere. It is only when the rules
are inadtq iae that they can' take legal
action, a. Although this board de-

sires to do everything in its power to
aid the State and municipal organiza-
tions it is not expected to do or pay
for all the work of prevention, neither
can it place moaey in the hands of lo-

cal boards to be expmded at the lat-te- r's

discretion. It must know for
what purpose money is to be used.
