Malaria. A. DlseoveVy of the
' That Brecdl tbls Ptiliou. -

i -

Innumerable attempts have been made
to ascertain the poison that products
malaria, and in every instance until re-

cently they have failed. This poison
is not cognizible by tbe senate, nor
could it be detected by chemical tests.
Tbe air of malarial districts has been
analjz:d. the soil baa been submitted
to microscopical examination, but no
light was thrown on the subject by any
investigation that had been undertaken.
It was not difficult to describe tbe
places favorable to the production of
malarial poison, or ta prescribe tbe
proper medical remedies for those wbo
were suffeiiog from it. It was easy to
say that the poison was geneiated in
salt and fresh water marshes, iu wet
meadows, (rotu . vegetation decaying
under a not sun, in lands alternately
Hooded and drained in the moving of
earth rich In vegetable mlt?r, and in
tbe drying up under certain a'tnos-pber- ic

conditions of stagnaLt pools.
But what the pojson was that produced
those remitting and intermittitg dis-

eases which are known by 'me various
names of .marsh fcyerr malarial fever,
feyer and agu, and pppnlarly as
"cbillb" and "shakes," no physician
could explain. At length, however, a
series of investigations into the origin
of malaria has btetl crowned with suc-

cess. Two men of settees, Signor
Tommasi, of Rome, and.Prof. Kleb, of
Prsgue, after spenoing three weeks in
that fever-strick- en region, the Roman
Campagna, experimenting on its soil,
its a m isphere and its stagnant water,
"bare succeeded,", ip la (aid, "in dis-
covering microscopic (negus which,
being placed nnderhe skins. of healthy
dogs, caused distinct and regulcr paroxr
ysms ot intermittent fever, 'and pro-

duced in tbe spleens of these animals
that peculiar condition which is a rec-ogriz- ed

part of the pathology of this
disease." The repon of their investi-gatio- cs

and experiment; and the suc-

cess that crowned him, was read a
short time since .in tbe,-Academ-y at
Rome, aud if farther tests substantiate
tbe truth of their discovery, the next
series of experiments will have for their
object the means whereby these pois-

onous fungi may either be dt stroyed or
rendered innoxious1,. lt. is doubtlui
whether anything can be done in that
direction. Tbe practicable agricultural
remedy for (framing and liming must
remain, we apprehend, tbe only certain
one.
